[ regret that I cannot bring to the
discharge of the high duties ﬁevolving
upon me, better qualilications and a ri-
per experience. [ am aware that the
excellent Constitution of Ohio does not
accord to her Chiel Magistrate that
powerand patronage with which it is
usual for even republican gevernments
to clothe the highest Executive office;
but it is nevertheless apparent that the
office of Governor of Ohio is one of

reat responsibility, That ark which
gears the interests and character of

two millions of frecmen is one on which
no considerate man wounld rudely lay
even a thoughtless hand, My sense of
responsibility, however, is much light-
ened by the high estimate 1 entertain
of the wisdom of the Legislature.

You will pardon me if | give vent at
this moment to a fzeling of patriotic
pride. Ohio has been my home for the
greater part of a long life, now draw-
ing todelose. Ithas been my privilege
to see the wilderness blossom as tie
rose, and the solitude of the savage fill
up with a population of glad, industri-
ous and civilized men. Other states
have their advantages, but in any of
them I feel a stranger; within our own
beautiful borders lies the region of my
choice, and which 1 would exchange
for no State on the contineat, no island
of the sea, With a soil which yreldsa
rich harvest to the reapor's hund;a cli-
mate well adapted to call forth the high-
est natural and mental energies of inun;
a wise and virtuous population; a Con-
stitution formed on just ideas of human
rights and wants, commercial facilities
of extraordinary importance, and unde-
veloped resources beyond coniputation,
Ohio is destined wnder the smiles ol
Providence to see no superior in this
great confederacy.

In no period of our history have we
had greater cause for gratitude to the
Almighty than the present. Our bas-
ket and store overflow with fruits.
Ourhands are nerved with mi Cur
feet find rest and our hearls rapese in
quiet habitations, Cur credii is res-
pected at home and abroed, poiitical as-
perities are softening, and the whole
population is cheerfully pursuing the
gareer of prosperity, education, and
virtue. In acknowledging the hund
whence all our Llessings flow, | trust
that my voice is in harmony with the
hearts of my countrymen. The great
inquiry is, how can we retain our rich
inheritance?

The first and most important of all
the political measures of a republican
government, is to quicken, strengthen,
and educate the youthful public mind.
Where the elective fianchise is ulmost
universal, it is indispensable that the
mass of the people be instructed in mor-
al and political science.

Oa this point argument is unnecessa-
ry, since it is universal'y admitted that
perpetuity of our political institutions
depends,under God, upen the ditiusion
of sound educatien,  An umiinformed
people with the best constitation are
as unstable as thesen, and utterly inea-
pable of fixing any safe and settled
policy; Lt are destined to be the dupes
of the rechiess and designing, and after
unsuccessfil effurts at self government,
to surrender their liberties.

The wige frumers of our excellent
constitution were careful to lay, in that
instrument, the basis of a system of pub-
lic instructitn; and ever since the or-
ganization of the State government, the
legislature has given more or less at-
tentiun to the subject.

Although I would propose no radical
change in the present schuol law, yet
| humbly conceive that experience has
shewn that it is not incapable of im-
provement, and Isubmit to the consid-
eration of the legislature whether it
ought not, at this time, to undergo re-
vision; whether alterations are not de-
manded, to elevate the character of the
school teacher; to secure such a uni-
formity of school books as is not in-
compatible with the progress of im.
provement in the art of instruction; to
widen the sphereof conumon school ed-
ucation, so that it may embrace, not
only the clements of that knowledge
which is essentidl to the ordinary inter-
course and business of the humblest
walks of civilized life, but also the ru-
diments of moral and political science;
to provide for a more strict accounta-
bility of directors, examiners, and all
other officers acting underthe law; and
for the appointment of a generul super-
intendent of mstruetion.

Collegiate education has an impor-
tant bearing on common school instruc-
tion. It is to the college that we are
to look for the competent teacher, the
qualified examiner, the interested direc-
tor, and the quickening of that spirit
which demands cyltivation of the com-

Influenced by views of this nature,
Gen, Washington frequently urged up-

The colleges
at Athens and Oxford. under our imme-
diate control, are deserving your ton-
sideration. ~ Although they 'have 'been
of inestimable service in fixing the
stondard of collegiate educution in“our
Ntate, and with furnishing us with ma-
ny well edueated and \‘nluahlq citizens;
yet it is feared that they, fike other
State institations of the kind, have not
fuliifed the just expectutions of the
community. Itishighly desirable that
the failure be traced to its causes, and
that such menas as are withinthe pow-
er of the legislature may be employed
to render them efficieat auxilliaries in
the work of improvement.
Professional eduention has recéived
but little attention from the State goy-
ernment. The Medicul Colleg: of Ohio
may however be claimed as aState in-
stitution; and is worthy of its parent-
age. It has,however, received no ap-
propriation of late, and has been so
proszperous as to outgrow its buildings.
The faithful trustees to whom its in-
terests ara commiited, will in due time,
present its elaims, which | commeni to
your favorable consideration; more es-
pecially s they can probubly be can-
celled with the auction fund of the city,
wiilia whose limits the college is loca-
ted. The health and lives ol commu-
ity are as properly the subjeets of leg-
islative protection as iis pork and floar,
T'he law heretofore existing which
imposed penalties and disabilities upon
such practitioners of medicine ns did net
give satislactory evideuce of adeguate
science aid skill, proved ineilic:en,
and was regarded by the public as anti.
republican and odious. 3y rendering
medical schools respectable, and medical
knowledge accessible, we accamplish
the object effectaally und in an unex-
ceptionable mode. I public opinion
would justily the measure; 1 would  be
glad to sez the portuls of our medical
schools (by a perimanent endoviment of
tne.r proiessurship,) thrown wide open
to tie noorest youth in the lund.
here are certain sctences which,
becavse they cannot be cultivited at,
privete expense have always recoived
more or lecs ol legislutive enccurage-
ment, in civitized ccuntries; wmong
these sciences are Gzography and £g-
cronomy. !t is the practice of the na-
tion to explore ths distant consts; bt
ought we not to survey our swn Lills
and velisys?! A more thorougli and
extensive examination o cur ewn nut-
ural history aud geslogy weuld result

and would, by revealicg enknown sonr
ces, repay a thousand fold the expense
which it might incer, A smuli appro-
priatien is all that I would suggest w
present.
