To prevent tbe Federals from erecting
batteries on the Missouri shore opposite
Columbus, and to act as scouts, Colonel
Tappau's Arkansas Regiment, Colonel
Marks' Louisiana Regiment, and some
cavalry, had been some mouths encamped
on the Missouri shore opposite Columbus.
News was brought to the encampment
about seven o'clock on Thursday rooming
that the enemy was coming upon them in
large force, and was actually only three
miles distant Immediately information
of the fact was sent over to Columbus,
when General Pillow, with Colonels Rik-ett'- s,

Russell's and Wright's Regiments,
and Logwood's Cavalry, were transported
across the river. They had only landed
and gone about half a mile from the
boats, when the enemy appeared in full
force in the woods, and the fighting irame
diately cotnmehceo'. The light baeery
which had been ttined on ihe Missouri
shore was first brought it;to nquisition,
hat the enemy kept advancing and drivmff

in our force a& they mevtd, till finuliy, l y

twelve o'clock M., they had takn our

battery aue eoiiie encampment, our troops
being force under the bluff tu the water's
edge.

The enemy, flu bed with virtry, then
partially ceased their pursuit, and engind
in setting fire to our tents, taking prison-

ers and committing other depredations.
Tbey shortlv after opened a fire on the
steamers Prince and Charm, which were

enixazed in bringing over reinforcements,
sending a ball through the wheel house
of both, but not seriously i juring either
This led our friends at ColuuV'Us to sus

peel that our side had been nuuled, and

immediately a heavy eanuoaade wns open

ed from the Columbus' side op the eiifiny
in ohr camp on the Missouri shore. The
128-pound- did fearful execution. Ii

the mean time General Pillow, haviny

been reinforced by Colonels CarroLi's
Wa.ker's Bremen's, Stephens' and the
Twelfth Louisiana regiments,
his forces about a mile below our encamp

Federals before him with great slaughter,
when about two o'lock, he was still further
reinforced by Colonel Smith's

eloquently appealed to the men "to loi-lo-

him and he would lead them to hell

or to victory " Tbe men; being fresh,

soon caught up with the flying enemy,

and in conjunction with Logwood's cav

airy battallion, pursued and cut them

down to within fifty .yards ot tne gun

boats on which the enemy debarked the
enemy meanwhile keeping up a most ter
rific cannonade upon our pursuing nosts

from the gun -- boats.

Tue battle throughout was exceedingly
fierce. The fire ou FUlow s Iorce in the
first instance was tremendous. The Fed

erals fought with unusual bravery. They
were picked meu the very flower of the
Mississippi army. Only our superior
generalship aud the desperate courage of

our men gave us victory. ihe wuoie
field was covered with statu Federals. L
is supposed that from 400 to 500 Feder
als at least were killed, and as many
wounded. Our 200 prisoners had been
brought in 1 horsday night. It is sup
posed that the euemy lost in killed, wonod-e- d

aud prisoners, at least 1,000. Among
the prisoners are Col Dougherty. Gener-

al Bowling, Col. Bat'ord, a Lieut ColoueJ,

a Captain of Artillery and other com-

missioned officers. ' ,
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The butchery of the Federals was ter-rifi- c

after they reached their boats. On-

ly five men were wounded, and none were

killed, on the boats Eds Com Packed
together in dense masses. Smith's regi-

ment poured on them for half an hour an

icessant fire at a distance of only eight
yards. An immense number were killed

and wounded; the gutters aroand the

boats filled with torrents of blood, which
crimsoned the river around for a consider
able distance, and made the decks so slip-pe- rj

that the men could scarcely stand.
Those who approached the wheel were

shot down as fast as tbey appeared, so

that they were compelled to turn the boat
into tbe stream without guidance.
