On the rirst of April the whole army made
a forward moveui eut, with the intention of
giving battle to the rebel army, then en-?a- m

pel beyond Woodstock, 7 miles from our
nempt"fc. 'A npirited cannonading was

kept op nearly all dr by oar advance batter-
ies,, and the rear, guo.r-- of Jackson's army,
composed of AshLV'a cavalry. 3 regiments of
infantry and 1 battery. While the troops
Were marehiDg throngh Woodstock, the reb-

els, whs had their kttry in position on a hill
1 miles beyond, opened upon them with shell,
which was promptly returned by our artillery,
causing them to retire. They did no injury,
except frightening the inhabitants considera-
bly.

In the evening, between 4 and 5 o'clock, a
dense smoke was observed' In advance, which
proved to be the bridge across Stony creek,
which the rebels had fired in their retreat.

Here we were compelled to encamp until
the bridge was rebuilt.

"Ow To Mt. Jack-OS- ,! " was the cry. At
last, in the evening of the 16th, an order was
issued to commanders to have their com-

mands in readiness to march at 10 o'clock,
Tuesday morning the 17th. Accordingly, at
the appointed hour every man was in his
place ready to match; the order came, and off

we started, the 2nd brigade in advrnce.
While "resting ' in a little village called Ed
inbnrg, sharp firing was heard in advance,
which was ascertained to be our cavalry en-

gaging the rebel piokets. Several prisoners
were taken in tho rear at this place, having
been captured by the cavalry.

Nothing of importance occurred between
this place and Jit. Jackson, with the excep-- j

tivn ol picKet aring. rv Den wuuiu uinea ui
the town, black clouds of smoke were observed
'rising In almost every direction. The cavalry

54Mhed forward, but Were driven baek by the
rebel artillery, which had now opened the
ball, apjarently in earnest.
