This, Mr. President,T!om'pletes the full
and literal recital of. all, the papers or
other adhering data before me. The
parcel comprising all but the pardon pa-

pers, reached this office ! in ' an .envelope
from the execitive .Mansion, "indorsed
"Received from lrsr Dunham, July 30,
1867," :; The papers," having eome from
the hands ef a person whose application
for pardon was undergoing officieal ex-

amination here," were, for very obvious
reasons, associated with it in considering
the matter. - Struck by the extraordina-
ry character, yot remembering in how
unexpected and casual a manner they had
been received at the Executive Office, I
immediately ' determined that until I
should have made this report,their equal-

ity and significance, whatever these may
be.should remain unchanged by Investiga
tion, or by any extraneous connection or
association whatever,

' and ' not only of
record, but. as far as practicable in my
own mind. This course it is necessary
to bear in recollection in the act- - of ex-

tenuating the probable weight or value
of the allegations. Never having been
the handwriting of the Hon. J. M. Ash-ley- ,I

thought it due to him that 1 should
not proceed without acquiring a notion
pf his genuine chirograp'hy. .therefore,
exhibited that letter,' which was written
by JJrvAahlej to recommend tho pardon

of Dunham, to a gentleman acquainted
with his hand-writin- g. ; The latter, with
out hesitation, recognized that letter as
genuine.

posture!. But impossible as the " exis-
tence ef such a Conspiracy may seem,' is
not the President exposed to a grave ac-

countability for whatever consequences
may possibly follow an incredulity too
generous in the promises to be indulged,
merely because these adventitious data
have" been thrust upon" the 'his casual
notice by a party who has. been" dishon-
ored by a criminal verdict, . but who is
still, in. the 'expressed opinion of com-

petent professional persons, qualified to
be a vehicle of truth in a court of jus-tic- e.
