Hog Cholera.

Mix
well together m a large mortar ; after-

wards givu a tablespoouful to each ani-

mal, mixed, with a few potato peelings
and corn meal, three times a day. Con-

tinue this for one week, keeping the ani-

mal in a clean, warm, dry place, and not
allowing too many together.

'. Take essence of peppermint and whis

ky, iu proportion of one part pepper
mint and three ot spirits, and apply
with cloths, and it gives perfect relief
instantly. Peppermint and sweet oil is
equally good, put on with cotton. This
should be always at hand, whenever
there is danger from such accidents, as
it acts like a perfect charm.

To Take Mildew Out of I.incu.
Wet the linen which contains the mil

dew with soft water ; rub it well into
the linen ; lay it out on the grass in the
sunshine, watching to keep it damp with
soft, water. Repeat the process the next
day, and in a few hours the mildew will
entirely disappear.

Mix together one pound of flour, hall

a pound of sugar, half pound of cur
rants, and three eggs ; a teaspoon ful of
mace and candied lemon peel are a great
improvement. Drop with a spoon upon
flat tins.

Philadelphia, Feb. 1, 18G9.
Dear Siu : Enclosed is a sample of

combing wool grown in Illinois, and is
worth fjOauOe to-da- y in our market ia the
unwashed condition. The demand for
these, wools is increasing so rapidly that
it will be impossible for the American
farmers to supply enough of them for
years to come.

Three-quarte- r blood wools arc now
grown in excess of the wants of the
country, and soon CnJifomia and TeSas
Will raise cnormf"tjfrtintitles!" of "this
quality, and probably cause a further re
ductionin the price. If our farmers in
the present wool growing sections wish
to raise wool at a profit, they can do so
quite easily and with but light expense
in making the change.

Let them buy oC the Canadian farmers
young Leicestershire bucks, at a cost of

3 to 810 cach,and cross them with their
medium and coarse wool ewes, and they
will produce sheep valuable for mutton,
ami bearing the wool which is most waut-e- d

and sure to command a high price.
These sheep will be hardy, but they
should be sheltered fioii! the storms iu
winter and fed on turnips and other root s
rather than corn, that the wool staple
may be strong and lustrous.
