The New Jury Law.

The new jury law prescribes a heavy
penalty wpon persons who stiempt lo
get on jaries, The Clerk, Auditor and
Treasurer ara constituted a Board .of
Commissioners, who are to mazet at the
Auditor’s offica the second Monday in
May and select one elector fur every
sixty of the population in the county.—
The names are to be written on slips of
paper sud placed in & wheel, which must
be emptied sad new names pat in every
year.

The wheel is to he locked ia the pes
ence of the Commissinners, and is to be
unlocked only by order of the Court,
when the names are to be drawn. There
is & heavy penalty for tampering with
the wheel. Ths Clerk is to turn the
wheel and draw names therefrom by or-
der of the Court in the presence of the
Court and the Sherifl.

It will e observed that this law rev-
olutioniz s the aystem of drawing jories,
takes awav the ocoupation of the pro-
fessional juror, and deprives township
trustees snd members of city councils
of the privilege of desiguatiog what
names shall go into the jury box from
their respective districts. The penalty
against professionsl jurors is very se-
vere. Itsays: I{ sny person shall at-
tempt, by request, hint, or saggestion,
to inflcence said officers, or any of them,

other person, he shall be deemed guilty
of & misdemeanor, and upon conviction
shall be fined not iess than 100 or im-
prisoned ia the couaty jail for not more
than twenty daya, or both,

THE STAR ROUTE ROBBERS.

Fuarther Particulars About the
Great Frauds Committed. -

Wasameron, April 27.—The expo-
sure of the Star Route gang of thieves
hes brought some of the prominent
beneficiaries to thia city, in the persons
of the favared contractors, and they sre
bulding confiiential cancases and econ-
ferencés in oat of the way places. Brady,
however, remsins in New York, while
his newspaper organ here says the char
ges againg him are otale and there 1
pothing in them. It all depends with
the President whether the full lenglh
will be given to “huut the rascals down."
if he backs James up there will be un-
envered a distinguished list of rascaly
and some of them will come from the
balls of national legisiation. The
“Riog,” bowever, is powerful, and bas
in it those who know how to strike back.
They can damsage leading eiatesmen,and
if the Ring must fall or its' members be
punished, they don't intend to fold
their arms snd take all the odium, but
will uncover the powerful gang bebiud
them,
the ill-gotten *‘scads’ direct to the Con
gressional poecket. Instead of receiv-
ing their pay direct, such statesmen wus
were bribed were given contracts, and
this they sold to the Star route contrac-
tors, using & dommy as their interme-
diery.

Not content with gohbling all the
profitable routes, the Ring had a show
knowa as “The Co-operative Mail and
Passenger Transportation Company.”
This company was organized July 1,
1877, and its principal ohject seems 1o
be to take from the smaller contractors
of the Star Roates, whose lines are not
valuable except to furnish sufficient bribe

{money, a portion of their esrnings in
‘| the shape of commissions for collect-

ing the sums due them from the Gov-
ernment on their contracte. The com-
pany advertises a list of 703 postal
routes over which they claim to carry
the mails and passengers. On some of
these routes they are the real contrac-
tors with the Government, but by far
the grealer namber are run by small coo-
tractors, who engage the Company as a
broker to settle their claims with the
Government ander the contracls awar-
ded to them by Brady. How much the
gang realizs from this ingenions scheme
or hrokersge will probably never be
known to the pablic. This company
has had as many as fifteen hundred
routes on its list at ope time, and s
commissions bave amounted to for-
tanes.

But this is not all the hnaim in
which the Co.operative Company has
engaged. It issues circolars to postmas-
ters and ex-contractors all over the
country, calling for information as \o
the various postal routes, and this iofor-
mation is used as-a basis upon which to
make ita bids to ruin small contractors.
The ratlroad messenger routes sare the
short routes from railroad stations (o
the local postcflices, extending over s
distance of a few miles. When the
company fonnd by mesns of its infor.
mation that there was competition for a
roate of this kind, they generally man-
aged to secure the contract from Brady
at the higbest figure, and then anb let it
at the lowest prlce, poeket{ng the differ-
enge, )
