Civil Service Reform Bill,
AS PASSED BY THE U. S. CONGRESS .

r;',!f,(u
, m , , :
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Tlie Civil Service Reform bill, hs final-

ly amended an ! passed, ia, in its full

text, as follows :

A bill to regulate and improve the civil ser
vice of the United States.

Whereas, Common justice requires
that, so far as practicable, all citizens
duly qualified shall be allowed equal op-

portunities, on the ground of personal
fitness, for securing appointment, em-

ployment and promotion in subordinate
civil service of the United Slates; and

Whekkas, Justice to the public like-

wise requires that the Government shall
have the largest choice among those
likely to answer the requirements of the
public service ; and,

Whereas, Justice as well as econo
my, efficiency and integrity in public
set vice will be promoted by substituting
open and uniform competitive examina
tions for examinations heretofore held
in pursuance of the statutes of 1853 and
1855 ;

Therefore be it enacted by the Senate
and House ol Representatives of the
United States of America, in Congress
assembled, That the President is author
ized to appoint, by and with the consent
of the Senate, three persons, not more
than two of whom shall be adherents of
the same party, as civil service commis
sioneis, and the said three commission-
ers shall constitute the United States
Civil Service Commission. Said com
miesioners shall hold no other official
place under the United States. Tne

j President may remove any commission
er; and any vacancy in the position of
commissioner shall be so filled by the
President, by and with the consent of the
Senate, as to conform to said conditions
for the fJi si section of said commission
ers.

The c . mmissioners shall each receive
a salary of 83,500 a year, and eah ol
said commissioners shall be paid his ne'
oessarv travelins expenses incurred in
the discharge ot his duty as commis
sis ner.

Section 1. That it shall be the duty
of said commissioners:

1 To aid the President as he may re-

quest in preparing suitable rules for car-

rying this act into effect; an 1 when suid
rides shall have ben promulgated, it
shall In; the duty of all officers of the
Unitt d States in the departments and of
flees to which any sucti rule may relate
to aid in all proper ways in carrying the
said rule and acy modifications thereof
into ctTec.

II. And among other things said rules
shall provide and declare as nearly as
the Conditions of good adiniuistration
will warrant, as follow:

First For epen cwUipeMive eTnraina
lions for testing the fitnes of applicants
for public service now classified, or to
be classified hereunder; sucli examina-
tions shall he practical in their charac- -

e

'relative capacity end litness of persons
examined to dnctiarge the duties of that
service into which thev may be appoint-e- d.

Second That all offices, places and
employments so arranged or to be ar-

ranged in classes shall be filled by selec-

tions according to grade from among
those graded highest as the results of
such competitive examinations.

Third Appointments to public ser-

vice aforesaid in departments at Wash-

ington shall he apportioned among the
several States and Territories and Dis-

trict of Columbia upo.. a basts of o v
ulation as ascertained at the last preced
ing census, livery application ior ex-

amination shall contain among other
things a statement under oath setting
forth his or h.T actual bona fide resi
dence at the time of making application,
as well as how long he or she has been a

resident of sa d place.
Fourth I hat there shall be a period

of probation before any absolute ap
pointment or employment aforesaid.

Fifth that promotions shall be from
lower grsdes to higher on a basis of
merit and competition.

Sixth That no person in public ser
vice is for that reason under anv ohligs
tioo to contribute to any political fund,'
or render any political service, and that
he will net he removed or otherwise
prejudiced lor refusing to do bo.

Seventh That no person in sv I scr
vice has any right to use his official au
thoritv or influence to coerce the politi
cal action of any person or any body.

Eighth There shall be non-compe- ti

tive examinations in all proper cases be-

fore the commission, when competent
persons do not compete after notice has
been given of the existence of a vacan
ey, under such rules ss may be prescrib-
ed by the commissioners as to the man
ner of giving notice and competition
mav not be found practicable.

Ninth That notice shall be siven '.n

writing by the appointing power to said
comiuiaMon of persons selected for ap-

pointment or employmeat from among
these who hare been examined, of the
place of residence of such persons, of
rejection of any such persona after pro
nation, ol transfers, resignations and ls,

and of the dale thereof, and re
cord of the ssme shall be kept hy said
commission, und Bny necessary excep-
tions from said nine fundamental pro-

visions of rules shall be set forth in con-

nection with such rules, and reasons
therefor shall be stated in the annual re
ports of the commission.

III. Said commission shall, subject to
rules that may lie made bv the Presi-

dent, make regulations for and have con-

trol of such examinations, and through
its members of s it sha'l su-

pervise and preserve records of the
tntae, and said commission shall keep
minutes of its own proceedings.

IV. Sid commission may make in
vestigations concerning lacts ana may

repirt pII matters touching Hie enforce-

ment and effects of said rules and regu
lations and conaerning the action of any

examiner or board of examiners herein-

after provided for its own subordinates
and those in the public service in respect
to the execution of the set.

V. Snid commission shall make an
annual report to the President for trans-
mission to Congress, showing its own
action, rules and regulations, and excep-

tions thereto in force, practical effects
thereof, and any suggestions it may 8p- -

prove for the more effectual accomplish-
ment of the purposts of this act.

bKC. 2. That said commission is au
thorized to employ a chief examiner, a
nart of whoe duty it shall be, under its
direction, to act with the examining
hoards, so far as practicable, whether at
Washington or elsewhere, and secure ac
curacy, unilormity and justice in air
their proceedings, which shall be at nil

times open to him. lbe chief examiner
shall be entitled to receive a salary at the
rate of 93,000 a year, and he shall be
paid his necessary traveling expense
incurred in the discharge of his duty.
The commission shall have a secretary,
to be appointed by the Prehident, who
shall receive a salary of 81,600 per an-

num. It may, when necessary, employ
a stenographer and messenger, who shall
be paid, when employed, the former at
the rate of $1,600 a year, and the latter
at the rate of $600 a year. The com
mission shall meet at Washington, and
at one or more places in each State and
Territory where examinations are to
take place, designate a suitable number
of persons, not Ish than three, in the
official service of the Unitad States, re-

siding in eaid State or Territory, after
consulting the head of the department
or office in which such persons serve, to
be members of the boards of examiners,
and may at any time substitute any other
person in said service living in such Ter-

ritory in place of any one so slected
Such boards of examiners shall be 83
located as to make it reasonably conve-
nient and inexpensive fir applicants to
attend before them ; and where there are
persons to be examined in any Slits or
Teiritory examinations shall be held
therein at least twice in each year, ft
shall he the duty o( the collector, post-
master and officers of the United
States, at any place outside the District
of Columbia, where examinations arc di-

rected by the President or by said hoard
to be held, to allow a reasonable use ot
public buildings for holding such exam-
inations, and iu all proper ways facilitate
the same.

Sec 3. That it shall be the duty of
the S: cretary of the Interior to cause
suitable and convenient rooms and ac- -

commodations to be assigned or provided)!
and to he furnished, heated and lighted,-
at the city of Washington, lor carrying
on the work of said commission and
said examinations, and to cause the
necessary stationary and other articles
to tie supplied, and necessary printing
to he done for said commission.

Slc 4 That any said commissioner,
examiner, copyist, or messenger, or anv
person iu the public service who shall
willfully and corruptly, hv himself or in
co opeiation with one or more o .her per-

sons, defeat, deceive oc obstruct any
person in respect to his or her right ol
examination according to any such rules
or nego'ati ins. or who shall willuliy.j
corapt! y ana isiseiy wortc, graue, esti-
mate or report upon elimination or
proper stsnding any person examined
hereunder, or aid in so doing, or who
shall wilfully and corruptly make any
false representations concerning the
person examined, or who shall wilfully
and corruptly furnish to anv person any
special or secret information for the
purpose either of improving or injuring
t:ie prospects or chances of any person
so examined or to bo examined, being
appointed; employed or promoted shall
lor each such offense be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor and, upon convic-
tion thereof, shall be punished by a tine
of not leas than $100 nor more than
81.000 or by imprisonment not less than
ten days nor more than one year, or by
both such fine and imprisonment.

Sec 5 That within sixty days after
the passage of this act it shall be the
duty of the Secretary of the Treasury
in as near conformity as may be to the
classification of certain clerks now ex
isting under the one hundred and sixty-thir- d

section of the revised statutes.
First To arrange in the classes of the

several clerks and persons employed by
the collector, nnval officer, surveyor,and
appraisers, or either of them, or being
in public at their respective offices in
each custom district, where the whole
number of said clerks and persons shall
be altogether as many as fifty, and there-

after from time to time, on direction of
the President, said secretary shall make
the like classification or ariangement of
clerks and persons so employed in con-

nection with any said office or offices in
nny other customs districts. And, upon
like rtq-iest-

, and lor the purposes of
this act. said secretary shall arrange in
one or more of said classes, or, of the
Existing classes of any other clerks,
agents or persons employed under his
department in any part of said district.
und not now classified ; and every such
arrangement and classification upon be
ing made shall be reported to the Presi-

dent.
Second Within said six'v nays it

shall be the duly of the Postmaster
General in general conformity to the
said 631 section, to separately arrange
in classes the several clerks and per
sons employed, or in public service, ai
each postofflce, or under any postma"ter
of the United States where the whole
number of said clerks and persons shall
together amount to as many as fifty
And tberearti r, from time to time, on
direc ion of the President it shall be the
duty of the Postmaster General to ar
tange in like classes cterKs ana persons
so employed in the postal service in

connection with any other pos'office;
and any such arrangement and classifi-

cation upon being made shall be report
ed to the President.

Third That from lime to time said
secre'ary, postmaster general and each
of t'te heads of departments mentioned
in the 158th section of the revised stat
utes, and each head of office shall, on
direction of the President, and for faci
baling the ex anion ot this ant, respect
ivcly revise the then existing classilica
tion or arrangement of those in their re
srctive departments, and offices and
shall, for the purpose of examination
herein provided for, include one or more
such classes, so far as practicable, sub
ordinal b places, clerks and officers in the
public setvice pertaining to their re
sprctive departments not being classi
Red for examinations.

Sf.c. 6. A'ter the expiration of six
months from the passage of this act, no
officer or clerk shall be appointed and no
person shall be employed or be promo
ted iu either said classes now existing
or that may be arranged hereunder pur
auaut to said rules, until bo has passed

th examination, or ia shown to be spe
cnlly exempted from such examination
in conformity herewith. But notuiue
herein contained shall be construed to
take from those honorably discharged
from the m litary or naval service any
prefer6ncr conferred hy the seventeen
hundred and fifty fourth section revised
statutes, nor take from the 'President
any authority not inconsistent with this
act conferred by the 1753d section of
sfiid statutes. Nor shall any officer not
in the executive branch of the Govern-
ment or any person merely employed as
a laborer or workman, be req nre i to be
classified hereunder; nor, unless hy

of the Senate, shall any person
wHo has been nominated for confirma-id- n

by the Senate be required to be
'Sassified or pass an examination.

Sec 7. Whenever there are two or
more members of a family in the public
service iu grades covered by this act,
no other member of such family shall
be eligible to any such grades.

Seo. 8. That no recommendations of
any person who shall apply for o:lice or
place under the provisions of this act
which may be given by any Senator or
Member of the House of Representa-
tives, except as to the character or resi-

lience of applicant shall be received or
considered by any person concerned in
making an examination or appointment
under this act.

Sec, 9. No person habitually using
intoxicating beverages In excess shall
be appointed to or retained in any office,
business or employment to which the
provisions of uis act are applicable.

Sec 10 That no Senator or Repre-

sentative, or tenitoral delegate of Con-

gress, or Senator, Representative, or
delegate-elec- t, or an officer or employe
ol either of said Houses, and no execu-
tive, judicial, military or naval officer of
the United States, and no clerk or em-

ploye of any department, branch or bu
reau of the executive, judicial or milita
ry or naval service of the United States,
shall directly or indirectly solicit or re-

ceive or he in any manner concerned in
soliciting or receiving any assessment,
subscription or contribution for any po
litical purpose whatever, from nv offi
cer, clerk or employe of the United
Stales, or any department, branch or
bureau thereof, or from any person re
ieivin any salary or compensation
from moneys derived from the Treasury
of the United States.

Skc 11. That no person shall, in any
room or nuilding occupied in the ais- -

cnarge oi ora :iai aunes ov any person
or employe of the United States, men-
tioned in this act, solicit in any manner
whatever, or receive any contribution of
money or any other tiling of value for
anv political purpose whatever.

Sec. 12 No officer or employe of the
United States mentioned in this act shall
discharge, or promote or degia.le, or in
any manner change the official rank or
compensation of any other officer or
employe, or promise or threaten so to
do, for giving or withholding or neg
lecting to unke any contribution of
money or other valuable thing for any
political purpose.

Sec. 13. No officer, clerk, or other
)erson in tne aeivico oi me unueo
State?, shnll directly or indirectly give
or hand over, to any other officer, clerk
or person in the service of the United
States, or to any Senator or member of
the House of Representatives, or terri-

torial delegate, or other person acting
for such Senator, member or delegate.
soy money or oiner vaiuanie tiling on
account of or to be applied to the pro
motion of any political object whatever

Sec. 14 That anv poison who ehill
be guilty ol violating any provision of
the foregoing eectious shall, on convic-

tion thereof, be punished by a flue not
exceeding $5,000, or by imprisonment
for a term not exceeding three years, or
by such Que and imprisonment both, in
t"?e discretion of the court.

English and American Civil Service:
Those who talk about the English

system in connection wdh our civil ser
vice, and about the feudal system in con of
neclion with the English service, know
nothing about the English system o
the feudal system. Our Washinglon
correspondent gives the views of one ol
these opponents of all reform, who said :

"Originally. the author meant to mod
el the hill upon the English civil service,
forgetting or was it remembered?
that ttre feudal system, against which a

single revolt founded our present civili-

zation and crowned the people as sov
ereigns, left heredity as the only seed of
despotism to flourish in new soil:"

What does this mean ? It ia sheer
nonsense, itnd means absolutely noth-
ing The Brrjish system belongs to
the English form of government. It
can not be said that it would be a bad
syetem for us, because it must be said
that it would be for us an impossible
system. No comparison is possible.
To compare the best possible English it
with the best possible American system,
and to say one would be better than the
other, would be like spying a chestnut
tree ia better than an oak tree. The
new English system was for England,
and, conformably to the English form
of government, such a prote t against a a
boss system as the American people are
making in their own way and conforma
bly U their own system of popular gov
ernment.

The English system made the offices
belong to a few great men, to be sold,
given to favorites, bestowed for the fa-

vors of political harlots, and for the fa-

vors of women, and for God knows
what. It was as corrupt a system of
favoritism, bossism, political corruption,
barter and sale as the world ever saw,
save in France, under the ancien reyime.
The present system was the result of a
civil service reform which overturned a
the old system completely and entirely.
Whatever defects it may have of its own
kind it suits England, and is a vast im-

provement upon the old If we can
reach an ideal democratic system at once
suited to a republican government, and
nearer perfection for us than for Eng-
land, so much the better.

Our movement is in no way like their
reform movement, except in this, thit ii
is also a protest against a system of dis
graceful favoritism, bestowal of the peo-

ple's offices for personal sei vices, and
of tyrannical bossism. Our old system
is not like the old sys'era of England,
except In that it is vicious. It has its
own vices, and it will have its own rem-

edies It is not so corrupt or so utterly
rotten, with all its defects, as the old
English system. We may hope that the
reform Democracy has fore id the Re-

publicans to adopt will place it as far
ahead of that of England as our old
system, with all its vices, is ahead of the
old system which England reformed a
few years ago. Cincinnati Nems.

A Bravo Engineer.
Not long since, a raiiroad train, load

ed with over six hundred passengers,
was running across New Jersey. By

The
passengers knew mat tue engineer naa
succeeded in putting on the air-brke- 3

and in reversing the engine.
The stopping of the train allowed the

flame to shoot upward and to disclose
the tender. A man's head was seen in

the water-tan- k. Two men rushed for-

ward and lifted out the hall consumed
engineer.

He bad jumped into the water to ex-

tinguish his burning clothes. His tlesh
was scorched all over his body, and
from both hands it hung in shreds.

In three days he died, a martyr to
duty.

Statue of Liberty.
In the ancient world a gres stame

as erected by the people of tLe Island
Rhode?, in the Mediterranean, to st.ow

their gratitude to tho Egyptian King;
woo was tneir ally in war, and who, com
ing to their rescue, enabled Ibem to tri
umph over the King of Macedonia, who
was making an assault apon their liber
ties. This statue, known to the ancient
world as the Seventh Wonder of the
VVotld, was a brszen statue to Apollo.
The statue was 105 feet high and hollow,
with a winding stairway ascending to the
head.

After standing for more than half a
century it was overthrown by an earth,
qnake, 224 years before Christ, aud lay
where it fell while 900 years glided away

until the fierce Sarecens came and
seized upon the island; These fierce
warriors who came from the desert
shoul'ng, ''God is God, and Mohamet is
hia Prophet!" seeing the brazen imofe
lying where it fell 900 years before, sold

to a Jew The Jew was the Yankee
of the ancient world. He was ready to
buy anything from a toothpick to an"
empire, if he could turn an honest penny
bv so doing. Tte Jew found that the
great statue made 900 camel loads. From
the amount usually put upon the back of

camel it has been estimated that the
weight of the statue was 720,000 pounds.

This great work cost the people of
Rhodes between four and five hundred
thousand dollars: In that day money
was not so plenty and much more valua-
ble than in the present age, so that the
people of Rhodes spent upon the statue,
to 8how their gratitude to the King of
Egvpt, a sum equal to $2,000 0G0 at the
present day The people of France, re-

nowned in war all the way down through1
the centuries, a rich and prosperous peo-
ple to-da- y, gave the people of the Re-

public of the United States a present of
statue of "Liberty Eilighttninfc the

Woild," as a memorial of the alliance
hetween France ard the United States at
the tirce of the Revolutionary War.
This 6tatue is to be erected on Bedloe's
Island in New York harbor. The peo-
ple of the great American metropolis'
are now engaged in raising money to'
build the pedestal on which the statue is
to stand.

This pedestal is to cost $250,000 and
to he 145 feet high. The status !o be
placed upon the pedestal is of the same
height, making the top of the statue 290
feet above the base. This great statue
when erected will be the wonder of the1

n odern world. Nothing of such ccl-loss- al

dimensions stands in all this world
to day, and no statue of such colloseal
dimensions was ever erected by man in
either the ancient or modern world. The
statue has cost the French an immense
sura of money and is now ready irj be
shipped to the new world to stand in the
haibor of the great American metropo-
lis while yeais and ceniuries and ages
glide away.
