Twenty-Fou- r Hoar Watches.
New York Tribune.

lbe new time standard adopted on
November 18 is being followed by the
introduction of twenty-fou- r hour watch
dials. Tbe American watch company
of Waltbam has issued a notice tbat it
is manufacturing these dials in such
shape as will permit of their being sub
stituted for any of the ordinarily divi
ded watch dials on their watches. At
Edwin A Thrall's, 1 Maiden Lane, one
of the new dials may be seen. Tbe
hours from 12 to 24 are placed close to
the outer circumference of the dial, the
figures from 1 to 12 being within a smal
ler circumference. Thus just above tbe
figure 1 ia the figure 13 ; above the figure
2 tbe figure 14, and so on. Tbe ordtn
ary distinctions between day and night
will sufficiently indicate to the observer,
unless bobas been on a prolonged spree,
whether the time indicated is 1 o'clock
in tbe morning or 13 o'clock, which
would bi equivalent to 1 p m., accord-
ing to the present method of registering
time.

Most of the orders for these new style
watches have thus far come from rail-
road companies. "I regard them," said
Mr. Thrall "as tbe precursors of a more
radical change that is not far distant.
We ahalt soon have in general use watch-
es with the hours marked from 1 to 24,
in which tbe hour hand makes only one
complete revolution in twenty-fou- r

hours. In most watches the only change
necessary to effect this will be a new dial
and an alteration in tbe minute pinion
and the hour wheel Meanwhile these
'compromise' dials serve to make the
change gradual and easy."
