HABITS OF YOUTH.

Sornq Good Advice In 11. Quad's
Short Talks With Boys. v

The human being is a curious study,
my boy.

When yon come to consider him by
piecemeal, nothing is morecarions about
bin than this thing we eall habit. It has
more to do with his success or failure In
life than yon have reflected on. While
we make our habits, they, make or un-

make us. A habit is a something which
is at first undefined, but which in time
may become a positive monster. The
tlajslat first, weak, thread which-ja-

n in
fant could snap in twain, but as the years
go by tbe thread becomes a cord a
rope a chain which no human effort
can break. Lecture a man on his vicious
habits and while be will admit the jus
tice of your assertions, he cannot break
bia bonds without putting forth such ef-

forts as discourage forty-nin- e out of firry
at the atart. Let me talk to yon a little
while as a boy, and warn you bow babit
mav spoil you ss a man.

While it is true tbat some persons
seem born good-natur- ed and others peev-
ish, the peevishness is more a habit than
a birth right. You can let little things
vex and annoy you, or you can throw
them off. You may have beard a child
snarl and cry by the half boar because
refused . something. The mother will
make a peevish youth of that child Yon
have met boys who were always whining
that their kites were lost, or some one
made up faces at them, or; their knives
were mislaid, or some one called 'era
names. If those boys grow to be men
they will have no friends. Their whin-

ing is simply a babit.
On the other baud, you can name

boys who never appear to have cause
for complaint. They are good-nature- d,

cheerful and willing, and tbev never
want for friends or favors. You can
class- - yoarself wttb either, jnst as you
will. All your little annoyances and
vexations can be trodden oodor foot, or.
you'ean magnify them until yon firmly
believe tbat you were horn into tbe
world for a first-clas- s martyr.

Great numbers of tbe male population
of this country ue profane language.
Why?. Ask any man and his answer
will he: "Oh, I got into the habit of it
and I don't think."

He doesn't swear because be wants to
be classed as wicked, . hot habit bas him
on the hip, and men dressed as gentle-
men go about blurting out oaths that
shock you Yon can become j ist such
a man, or you can carry a clean month
and win respect where they secure dis-

gust. .
One-thir- perhaps, of the men of

America chew and smoke. Ask tbat
man who Just discharged . half a gU of
tobacco-juic-e on the sidewalk iL be
chews because he lovea tbe weed, and be
will answer: 'Bless yon, no! It's a filthy,
unhealthy, abominable thing, but I've
got into tbe habit of it and can t stop.
And so from the day he begins chewing,
say at 16, nnlil be dies, say at the age
of 60. his tobacco not only costs him
twenty-fiv- e cents per week at tbe lowest
estimate, bat for fortv-fo- ur long years
be soils his clothes, dirties his bouse,
disgusts his best friends and weakens bis
physical and mental system. ' Habit, my
boy ail ; babit. The first few chews
make him terribly sick and he could
easily stop. He perseveres, however,
and the habit begins to gain strength
Let your first chew be your last. Let
your first smoke end the matter of pipe
and cigars with yoa. '

If yoa live in a town, or village there
is an "over town," or "up town," or
"down town," or "across the river,"
which has its charms for a boy of your
age, or you can imagine such to be the
case There is a drag store or grocery
or barber shop where certain men gath-

er in the evening to brag and lie and
swear and discuss all subjects. At 16
1 looked upon these men as heroes and
sages.v At 20 I was ready to kick my
self for ever having given tbem fifteen
minutes of my time. Ask them why
they thus idle away two or t'iree hoars
which could be so pleasantly spent at
home with books, and any ona of tbem
will answer: "Oh. I've kind o' got in
the habit of it, I euppose." There may
be nothing so very wicked aboat it, but
yoa can see for yourself how silly it is
to waste time in that manner. It U tbe
first starting point in tbe careers of lazy
men and loafers.' Look around among
yoor business acquaintances and yoa
will find that nine-tenl- bs of the success-

ful ones, and entirely ail of the repre
sentalives of good society, have no
"down town" loafing places.

When a boy I argued with the rest
that such things as harvest apples, mel-

ons, grapes and peaches were free plun-

der for boys. It did not seem in the
least a crime to make arnighl raid after
those things, and tbe farmer who defen-

ded bis orchard was set down as an old
curmudgeon. While an occasional thief
may be born to steal, the majority are
made by Just such practices After-- a

few raids after melons it did not seem
so very bad to steal the wheel off a wag-

on, or bide some one's horse in the
woods, or .wheel away a bunch of shin
gles where they could net be found
Let a boy begin to-d- ay to "coon" fruit
and have bis swing for a year and he

ill commit some offense for which tbe
law can send him to jail.

The leading traits', of everv man's
character comes from this or that habit,
(live a boy a problem in mathematics to
work out in his bead while walking hair

mile, and in a.vear he will b ava ac
quired a slow gait and perhaps carry It
through life. On the other hand, take
a boy with a naturally slow gait and give
him speedy errands to no and ha pace
will soon be naturally increased. I once
heard a mother ask her boy some ques-

tion which she suspected he might not
readily answer correctly, and she added :

"Now, take a good long time to think it
over. She told me that this was a
common habit of hers, but she forgot
that the hoy might be forming a habit
aa well. Lng years after, when I met
him again, it yoa had asked bim . the
name of the President, his own age, or
tbe day of the week, be would have
scratched his bead, rubbed his right leg
with his left, and finally drawled out:
"W-a-1-- 1, air, I'm sure this is Wednes
dsv" One need not be so rabid of
speech as to do all the" talking, nor so
prompt to answer that they may be mis--

taken threo times out of five, but speech

and memory can fait into the habit of
lagging or be kept on a fair edge All
men are born with memories, but one
with a memory better than "another bas
cultivated it.

CHARGE OF THE TEXANS

In the Battle of Valverde, N.M., at
tbe First ot tbe War. :

Philadelphia Times.
A narrative of Ibe banie of Valverde,"

fought near Fort Craig, io New Mexico,
on the 21st of Februaiy, 1862, appears
io the current number of tbe Times.
borne of tbe scenes are described so
vividly as to warrant the repetition of
several paragraphs here, Tbe writer,
Lteut.

Col. Carson s retiment was stationed
below the bend in the river facing east
ward. To his left was Pino, the rolhm
commander, with bis forces. Hall's bat
tery, which remained all day in one po-

sition, was moved to tbe front across tbe
river. .McRae's battery was moved one-fourt- h

of a mile up the' river and ad-

vanced a little. In its front was a'amall
cleared'space of perhaps two' acfes," be-

yond which the woods were.1 thick-- , bat
the enemy could be seen moving among
the trees in consilerabfe force, and it
was known tbat he bad some movement
which was soon tq be made. McRie
began to shell tbem, and at this moment
tbe report'eame that Hall's battery was
threatened. Canby fearing that, in case
of a charge upon Hall, Pi no's regiment
of militia would not stand its ground
(ibore being bat two small companies of
regulars with it) detschedjtbree compa
nies of tbe rulu Infantry, under. Uapt
Wingate, to go in double quick to its
relief. This was a latal error, for no
sooner had these troops been. sent (away
than a body of tbe enemy, 1,000 strong,
was seen to emetge from the woods into
the clearing in front of McKie, making
direc ly for him. He double loaded his
guns with grape and canister and fired
as rapidly as possible" on tbe advancing
loe, but the distance was so short that
tbe cieces.were aimed too ti'h and did
no execution.

Right on tbev came in spite of oppo-

sition, yelling like au rcanvf Jeoiz ns of
tbe infernalregions whojiai jist made
thfir escape. Armed with doabled-bar-rele- d

shot-gun- s, six-shoot- and bowie-knive- s,

tbev waited until at abort range,
when they duchargedtheir shot-gu- ns at
the artillerisla with murderous effect.
Tn en when' their guns were empty tbev
threw them away and mixed with the
men at the cannon in a hand-to-han- d

encounter, using their pistols and knives.
Our men did all' that flsh and blood
could do to save their bait ify, bat Jthe
odds was more tbs four to one agabst
tbem. and therefore in, a fight of
kind bat ons termination wss poseWe.
Those who were not killed or wounded
were driven witi - their' supporters I ito
the liver together. Many were shot in
the water while crossing, and their bodies
were carried away by too current. Those
who escaped, when they reached the
other side, reformed their ranks and
marched away tiwards the fort, their
own gone barling shot and shell after
them toexpediie the movemen'.
" When Canby saw tuat McRae'a battery
was to be charged by tbe enemy he sent
a hasty order for Wingate to return, but
by the time tbat officer got the order he
had all be couid attend to in repulsing a

squadron of csVilry that wss charging
him. - They cams on at a gsllop with
drawn sabres, miking the woods resound
nith their usual demoniao yella. They,
no doubt, expected to so ire the bias
coats into taking to thnr heels for safety,
but that, battalion happened to be made
or tbe kind of material tbat doea cot do
that sort of fighting. Thev stood their
ground antil tbe enemy waa within fifty
yards of tbem, when fis captain's voice
rang oat clear and' sharp, "Fire1", and
the report which followed was as if one
man bad polled all tbe triggers at once.
When the smoke cleared away we looked
for one moment at tbe heap of dead and
wounded horses and men, bnt saw no
enemy to oppose us. A second .order
to return now came from Ciuoy, almost
hsituttv followed by another saving
that tbe battery was gone and for us to
fall bsck across tbe river as quickly as
possible.
