The Murder of Lincoln.|

SOME STRANGE BITS ABOUT
A GREAT TRAGEDY,

Ntory ot an Eye-witness--A Stagoe
Manager's Account of Bootli-=
A First Attempt Frustrated,

“Carp” says in a Washington letter to
the Cleveland Lesder: Mr. Davis, who
bas been & leadiog lawyer of Washing-
ton since the davs of James Buchanap,
was present in Ford's theater the night
that Lincoln was shot, He chatled with
me about the sssessination Iast night.—
Said be: “I bad not intended to go to
the thestre, but T saw it stated in the pa-
pers that both the President and General
Grant would be there, and I went there
mare to gee Grent than anything else.—
The play was, yot know, *The Ameri
Tan Unnein,’ and the house was crowded.
I sat within five or six rows of the front
in the pir, and Joe Stewart, the six font,
two-hundred-weight of & men who at.
tempted Lo cateh the asaassin, wasz im
medistely in front of me, President
Linooln entered the thestre with his par.
ty when Dundresry wae tglling why s
dng wags its tmil. The sudience greeted
the President with cheers and clapping
of hands, and as he reached the door of
bis private box he turned and bowed to
the asodience. He then followed Mrs.
Lincoln into the box, snd took his sesl
at the front of it by her side. The inte.
rior of the box was lined with crimson
velvet paper, and the people within ‘it
shown oat plainly from this ss a back-
ground. The (ront of the box was hung
with curtaios made of American flags,
and between these flaga the Presideat
logkad out,

*‘The comedy went on until the third
act, and the President’s parly seemed to
enjoy themseives. Lincola was sitling
with his left arm on the balustrade of
the box, and with Mrs, Lincoln’s hand
resting on his knee, In the midstof a
scene a pistol shol rang out and & scream
from Mrs. Lincoln drew my attention to
the President. I saw clouds of smoke
coming out betweea the flags, and
turough this [ saw the President’s head
fail upon his chest. Then out of the
smoke & form sprang dowan on the stage,
his foot catehing in the flag as he fell.—
It was Joho Wilkes Booth. Tall, thin
black hair, and with eyes which glitter-
ed like thgse of & wild beast, his face
was 88 while a8 chalk. He rose half
upon his knees and waved & sword-like
dageer which I can see glittering before
wy eyes now. I heard him say in tragic
tones, ‘Sic semper tyrsonis,’ and then bhe
limped fast across the s!ags, going. be-
bind the scenes. All this happened in
an inetant, and all the time Mrs. Lincoln
was screaming. As Bootb rushéd from
the stuge be pushed sside Laara Keene,
who was ready to enter for her part, and
within hall & minute he wes in the aliey
aud away. The andience was dumfoun-
ded for & moment. Then everyone

‘aprang Lo his feet, bat my friend Jor

Stewart was Lhe only one who attempted
to seize Booll. He rushed through the
orchestra, crushing violins and tiom.
hones in his efloris to gat upon the stage,
bul the footlights burned his flagers, snd
when he at last clambered up lie was loo
Iate, He was able to see Boolh gailop-
ing out of the siley. A wmoment later
aod the whole audiance was in Lhe street.

“‘Lincoln was carried across to the
Peterson House, in which be died the
next morning. I do nmot think Mrs.
Lincoln ever recovered from the shock
of that night. I did not see Grant, for
yon know he was preveated [rom attend-
ing the theatre by his baggage being left
at the depot instead of being brought to
the hotel, as e had directed. On the
trial of the coaspirators 1 remember that
a stage-shifter was among the witnesses,
who, on being asked as Lo what Booth
had said as ha wenl across the stage, re-
plied: ‘He said: 1 am sick; send for
McGinpis,'”

John T. Ford, who owned Ford's
theatre at this time, {s now & gray-haired
man, and he is keeping s theatre in Bal-
timore. Ford talks very interestingly
about the assassination. He saye Beoth
was & good actor, and that he could Lave
made & great desl on thestage. He was
a fine looking young fellow, snd was
one of those sctors whom the ladies go
crazy over. Hooth came into the thea-
tre baiore he did the shooting sad then
went out agsin and got a glass of brandy.
About three quarters of sn hour Ister
he returned, snd slipping into Lincoln's
box, shot him. His jump from the box
to the stage was fally nine feet, and it
was his shio bcne that he broks in the
falling. Booth's spur canght in the pie-
tare of Waehinglon and tore it, ins'cad
of in the flags as has been stated.—
When he ran out from the theatre he
met Mr. Withers, the leader of the or-
chestrs, and made a lhrust at him with
his knife. The knile cat throngh With-
ers’ clothing, and it was Lhe same koile
that Booth had just brandished 1in the
air as he yelled “Sic semper tyranagis.,”
Witers thouzht Booth had stshbed him
at first, but before he was abla o do
snything Booth hit him a blow on the
back of the neck with the buit of the
knife and koocked him down. He then
jomped for the back door, seized his
liorse, which was held by a boy known
as John Peanuts, or **Peanat John,” and
galloped off into Maryland.

Booth is said to have attempted to as
sasainata the President 2t the time of his
second inauguration st the capitol. Dan.
ger wss apprehended at this time and s
double row of policemen had been sta-
tioned io the rolunda to keep open the
passaze way for the procession, wiich
waa going from the Senate Lo the east
portico, whers the President was (o
apeak, This processiod was made up
of tha supreme .court, tha diplomats,
Congress, and the other oficisia, anid
was haaded by the President and the
Vics Pragident. As it passed throungb
the, rotlunda a wen rusbed from the
erowd beliindl the policemen and atlempt-
ed 1o got to the President. A police:
man, named Weatfall, seized him, and
thinking e was a crsnk or crazv, rush-
ed him out The procession then went
onward. Westfall afterward identifled
this man as John Wilkes Booth on ses-
ing Booth’a photograph after the acsns
sination, and Major French, who was in
charge of the police force at Lhis time,
corrohorated his statement.

Conlucius was Lhe Lalinized name of
a kind of Chinese Lhumorist whose pame.

‘The name
iranaleted means Reverend Master King.
He was a great man, and many of his
sayings have been embslmed In history
and banded down to the present time —
His siyle of bumor was of the profoand
variety, but his peowanship was like
that of F. E Spinner, who did some
paragraph woik st one tlme for the
treasury department. Confucius is said
to have been a kind of Chinese Moscs,
and people who knew both these gentle

men say that they bad many siroog per-
sonal chsracteristics in common.

He waa born in Loo on Jane 19, 551
B. C., snd when he wen! back thers once
to lecture, aiter he had bgcome s great
{ man, he had only 87.50 ia the hopse -=
His old nelghbors said that be had been
very much overestimsated, and thet they
koew him when he was a boy.

When asked what oue sentence would
best express the conduct most fitting for
ons's whole life, ke said: “Do not nnto
others what you would not bave them
do to yon.,” Thissentence, in substance
alterwarda appeared in hook form, and
is now widaly quoted. Ttis & very pop-
ular piece of advice, and many people
give il to other people.

Confavius was s gréat masn aod the
lesding bumoriat of nis dsy. He pub-
lished s small papar at one Lime, doing
all the typographical work himself with
& marking brush, His signatare is s
marvel individuality, and looked like the
foot-prints of & kangaroo that had been
scared out of a mud hole and lit ona
pillow sham.

Bui death has claimed him, Like the
man who has done bis chores, and ejéct-
ed the cat, and blown out the gsas, he
lay down to enler ioto that dream!less
sleep which comes alone to those who
have done their work well. Not in the
midst of clashing arms, beneath the
clonds of war, amid the shouts of wic-
tory and [ranlic yells of defest; nor on
the rough frontier, with his boots on;
nor in the hospitsl, chased hy the plian-
toms of deliricm tremens; hat in & calm
and dispassionste manner Confucins se-
cepted bis doom. The Chinese papers
very tenthfully saya: ' His death cast a
gloom over our Iand, and EGlled = long-
felt wsot." —Bill Nye.

this condition was 112 3-16 carats, which
would probsably afford & Gne brilitant of
the 8’22 of the missing stone, 67 #16
carats, History has failed to trace the
wanderings of this gem sinca its depar.
tare from the Louvre, hut suspicion rests
upoa the superh blue diamond which
was in the possession of the English
banker, the late Mr, Hope. However,
the English diamond weighs but 44
carats; thereforefore, & loss of qnite 22
carats was incurred ian recutting the
atone in order to escape delection."—
