disastrous fire on Thursday Jaly 1+t, by
which over 840,000 worth of property

was consumed by the greedy flames A
trainon the P. C. & P., road passed
tbrough the town st ahout hall past ten
o'clock, and In a short time a’terwards
flames were 82cu issuing feom the plan-
iog mill of the Puenix Lamber Co , The
alarm was instantly given and the local
fire department hesten~d to the scene,
but finding they were unable to check
the sdvance ol the fire, telepboned to
Akron for help

By the time tbe Akron department ar-
rived on the grounds, the fire had spent
its force and wss ander cor trol, and on
exasmins tion 1t was found 1hat the Phee-
rix Lumber Company were the heaviest
losers, The planing will, «Mce snd
lumber yards belonging to the company,
a large briek machise sbop nccupied se
a chain saop by J. T. Davis. snd 1he
residerce of Mrs. Epwarp RockwrLL.
were all destroved Thbe huildings of
he Cuvahoga Paper Co., and the Ster-
tling Chain C», were alsu considerably
damaged.
