not a dangerous in ing wnen possessed
with the right spirit which seeks for wis.
dom in gaining knowledge, and In lifting
op others to their highest opportunities
But learning, however little or much, is
dangerous when it puff op with conceit
or vanity, or misdirects inquiring minds.
We should everywhere protest against
tbe misdirection of youth by those who
are formally employed and paid to be
their teacbera. How much damage has
been done by these false gnldes! How
many aspiring yoaths bsve been switch
ed off from the great Through lines of
culture and run upon a track which
proves only a siding!' How many men
amid tbe responsibilities of life bave
made failurea or lost opportunities, due
to tbe misdirection of the teacber, and,
learning too late bia want of wisdom,
have bowed their beada in disappoint
ment and ebame! Sufficient are tbe im
pediments to a broad and liberal educa
tion imbeddi d in tbe foundaliona of so
ciety and wrought into its cuetorrs and
appearances along tbe entire course of
life. The work of the teacber ia not to
multiply them but to aid In overcoming
tbem without purposely adding others.
His responsibility la great every way,
whether be turn to tbe knowledge reqnir
ed of him in bis subjects, or bis mastery
of tbe beet metbode.or tbe power tr pen
etrate character, and ita conditions, and
to adapt the rtrder of work to tbe nature
of each individual, or to give eacb a
healthy growth from the start, but espe-
cially and above all ia bis responsibility
great with reference to, choices which
determine the whole career of tbe pnpil'a
life. :.' The demands of oar great activi-
ties, moral, indnstrial.civil and religious,
all require the best every child's lite can
yield, and unite to exaot of the teaober
the wisest direction of each youtu in tbe
choice of the great coarse be is to par
sue; end time and eternity, man and
God, enforce these demands.

4. Another reason why young men are
not forthcoming for higher study is the
mistaken notion about money making
and spending. Society is pervadtd by
tbe deaire to make haste to get rich. The
precept, "get money honeitly if you fan,
but get money," is enforced upon the

. (c) Other parents with generally right
purposes do not know how to adjust
the coming .responsibilities with the
growth of youth. They do not know.
like the parent bird, just when to let
tbe fledgling fly and gain food for itself,
and either ruin the child by allowing no
burdens to be borne, or by thrusting
tbem upon . him so aoon that bia pow-er- a

aie injured forever. .

(d) Another perversion of childhood
resoits from tbe surrendering of the par-
ental responsibility and authority to tbe
oaprices f the earliest years. Tbe child
is allowed io assert itself prematurely,
so that there is no real childhood. The
order ot cature Is destroyed. : All aotion,
all idea is confusion.

(e) Still another idea desirsc'ive of
youth and againat that just use of It
