Green Castle, Isd., Dec. 21.
Wm. Mussel, the murderer of Dan-

iel Christ man, at Eaton, Ohio, on
the 7th inst, was arrested there and
had admitted his identity, and that
he had worked for Christman, but
denied the crime, lie is to be sent
to Eaton to-da-

Eaton, O., Dec. 21. AVm. Mussel
arrived here about noon and created
ti c wildest excitement. The olli-cei- s

got him quickly into a carriage
and drove rapidiy to the jail, but
found there a crowd of 500 men,
calling "kill him !" "shoot him !" A
rush was made for the prisoner, but

drew their revolvers and
kept the mob back. Another effort
to get him was made after Mussel
was placed in jail, but it failed for
lack of organization. The crowd
lingers about the jail.

JIDGE LYXCIl .

Takes the Matter in Hand and Avenges
the Murder of Daniel Christman.

. Eaton, Ohio, December 21. Bill
Mussel, the murderer of Daniel
Christman, was lynched here this
evening, and there was never a
neater piece of work of the kind done
in this county or elsewhere. It re-

quired but about half an hour to
complete the job from tho start, and
there was not an accident to mar

--the festivities ot the evening. There
were no outward signs of excitement
throughout the day, but it was evi-

dent from the stern quiet, and de-

termined looks on the faces of the
men who kept pouring into town
that they meant business. This
evening at seven o clock a meeting
was held in the tire engine house,
and those present soon had a regu-
lar organization, and it was resolv-
ed to hang Bill Mussel, well and suf
ficiently, and that right away.

Crowbars, axes, sledge-hammer- s

and ropes were sent for and were
promptly produced. The jail is not
far from the engine-hous- e, and at
7:35 o clock the crowd filed out of
the meeting-roo- snd made direct
tor the prison. On the way a few
of the crowd uttered a yell or two.
but there was no undue excitement
manifested. The jail stands in a
large yard plainly. in view of Main
street, which was lined with men,
women and children, who were bent
on seeing the fiend.

a i :4u o ciociv tne nrst mow was
struck, and at fourteen minutes af-

ter eight o'clock the murderer was
strung up. The quiet, nonchalant
manner in which the leaders work-
ed and the crowd of spectators act-
ed can not be better described than
by comparing them to the conduct
of an ordinary crowd at an auction
of cattle. The prisoner was up
stairs in the Jail, and

Til El!!' WAS NO RESISTANCE

Of any kind offered te those who
were bent on settling the business
of the evening. Repeated calls were
made for Sheriff Dan Peters, but he
did not respond. He was evidently
not at the Jail, i lie crowd Lad to
break through three doors, and
worked with a will, lanterns being
held bv their friends for their con
venience. Nobody was marked, and
nobody made any effort to conceal
his presence, or whatever part he
might be taking in the proceedings.
There were no howling nor firing of
guns or pistols, and the only thing
heard was the casual remarks and
occasional laughter that might be
heard anywhere on the street on any
ordinary occasion.

Upon reaching the prisoner a let
ter trom a girl was read to him. and
among other things it asked if he
had an accomplice. He stated to
his captors that he had not. When

the prisoner w as secured.
He was led out into the Jail-yar- d

and stopped at a tree, where it was
first proposed to hang him. The
crowd changed its mind, and brought
the murderer out on the pavement
in front of the Court House. There
is a lamp-pos- t there and it was de-

cided to do the job there, but the
post was found to be too low. Mus-

sel was then conducted a few yards
to the west, where at the corner of
Main and Barron streets there is a
new dcu ick used in erecting an electri-

c-light tower. A ladder stood
there, which a couple of mi:n moun-
ted with the end of the rope, which
they slung over an iron rod, a part
of the tower. Mussel's coat was ta-

ken off and his hands were tied with
a rope. The noose was placed
around the fellow's neck, and lie was
ordered to mount the ladder. When
he got up there, his ankles were tied
with another piece of rope.

Said a voice. "Swing him off."
"No wait till he says what he has

to saw"
"Have von any thing to say about

the murder?"
'Nothing," was the reply.
"This is your last chance; say

what you want now."
"I have only this to sa;-- . I did

not kill Daniel-Christman- ; you are

on the derrick shouted, "Walk north
when you pull on that rope." Those
who had hold of the rope walked
north. At fourteen minutes after
eight o'clock Mussel was

dan;lix; in the air,
And he swung around thirty or for-

ty times r.s the tension on the half-inc-h

rope untwisted it. When the
hanging began there was not a rip-

ple in the crowd, not a yell nor a
sign of the least sympathy or feeling
for the wretch.

After the body quit - swinging
around it began to sway to and fro.
It was hoisted high up and lanterns
were held up, in order that the crowd
might sec the sight.

The victim wore an old slouch hat
all through the ceremony.

At twenty-on- e minutes after eight
o'clock the rope binding the murder-
er's ankles was removed. A moment
later a big man with a lantern moun-
ted the ladder, and, alter coolly and
carefully feeling the hanging msn's
pulse,-exclaime- d in a loud voice,
"He's cold as hell!" This announce
ment was received with cheers. At
8:30 o'clock Mussel was pronounced
dead, but his body was permitted to
hang there an hour longer. It was
then taken down and Undertakers
Jefferson fe Churchill took charge of
the remains.

When it came 'to taking the corpse

down without the presence of the
Coroner somebody suggested that it
was against the law.

"It's as legal as it was to put him
where he is," was the rejoinder.

After the man was said to be dead
and the job was considered to have
been completed, the
CROWD CONGRATULATED EACH OTHER.

On the neatness and dispatch with
which the work had been done.
Those who had come from neighbor-
ing towns and other places by wag
on Hitched up and unconcernedly
drove off' for their respective homes.

I he scene ot the hanging and the
Jail were visited by those of the
citizens of Eaton who had been too
late for the ball, and the evening
ended as any other might, so far as
an- - trouble or turmoil was concern-
ed. It is not probable that any
thing will ever be done with those
who engineered the job, although it
may be that a blulf will be made.

A VISIT TO THE JAIL

Tonight shows that the locks were
cut off' with a cold-chise- l, as though
they had been cheesed. A prisoner
named Freeman said that when Mus-
sel heard the mob coming he begged
him for God's sake to give him a ra-

zor, stating that he wanted to cut
his own throat, butFreemaii was too
busy crawling under his bed for
safety, and refused to let Musse'.
have the razor or anything else. An-

other prisoner took sick and spent
his time in vomiting while the crowd
was in Jail. Mussel's toungue stuck
out several inches, and turned coal
black after he had hanged awhile,
but the ghostly sight was all the
more satisfactory for that.

A few days ago Isaac Lane a well-know- n

fanner, residing one mile
west of Mount Healthy, Hamilton
county, O., met with an accident
which threatened to end his life. He
was out in the barn, when he fell on
the prongs of a pitchfork, which pen-

etrated his leg just below the thigh.
One of the prongs was broken off' in
his leg, as he supposed. Two phy-
sicians were summoned, who made
an examination of the wound, but
they failed to locate the piece of
steel. They probed the small open-
ing, but could discover nothing, and
at once came to the conclusion that
Mr. Lane was mistaken. They in-

sisted that the brokon prong must
be somewhere in the barn, and some
of the boys on the place were sent
to look for it; but they could not
find it. Mr. Lane persisted that the
piece of fork was still in his leg.
which was swollen and very painful.

A day or two after the occurrence
Mr. Lane put his hand on the under
side of his leg and felt some hard
snbstauco. Without waiting to
summon a doctor he, with remarka-
ble fortitu te, took his knife and cut
a hole at the place where the Inn!

He made
a deep incision, and running his fin-

gers into the opening caught hold
of something and pulled it out. It
proved to be the prong of the pitch-
fork and was over six inches in
length.

Interior Heat of the Earth.
The German Government is hav

ing a deep shaft sunk near Schlade- -

back, with the object of obtaining
various kinds of scientific informa
tion,and especially trustworthy data
concerning the rate of increase of
the earth's temperature as we de
scend into the interior. The exca-
vation is being carried on by a diam-

ond-tipped borer driven by water.
At the beginning of this year the

shaft had reached a depth of (;219
feet, which is bclived to be the low-

est depth yet reached by boring.
inc temperature at successive

stages is ascertained by an ingeni-
ous instrument which serves as a
special thermometer, the principle
ot construction being the fact that
as the heat increases the mercury
will expand so as to flow over the
lip of the tube in greater and great-
er quantities.

The measurement of thedifference
of these overflows will give the rate
of temperature.

It has been ascertained that the
temperature at a depth of 6,219
feet was 49 degrees centigrade, or
120 degrees Fahrenheit If the tem-

perature increases regularly at this
rate, the boiling point of water
ought to be reached at a depth of
13,500 feet, and at 247,500 feet we
should find the heat at which plati-
num melts. This would go to show
that the earth's crust cannot be
more than of its ra-

dius.

2ctA monster pension scheme

It is estimated, .that bills to the
extent of $25,000 have thus been
laid away; .but Gns Lowenstein, of
Cincinnati, who has the contract for
furnishing meat, grew impatient and
was paid $7,000 in onclump the first
of the present month, and for the
first time the Republican manage-
ment admitted a deficiency of $3,-00- 0.

The real facts are that the insti-
