Gravitation: i3 it Universal?

It will be desirablo to commence with
nat great doctrine in gatronomy which
is often recarded as almost universally
established. The doetrine to which we
refer is known as the Iaw of universal
gravitation. It is eustomary to enun-
ciate this law in the proposition that ev-
ery parlicle of matter attracts every
otirer perticle of matter with a force
which varies direttly as the product of
the masses and inversely as the square
of thair distance. Itis no doubt con-
venient to, enunciate the great law in
this very simple manner. It might:
#eem awkward to have to specify all the
qualificationa whick wonld be necessary
if that enunciation is to assert no more
than what we absolutely know. Per-
haps many people believe, or think they
behieve, the law to be true in its genersl
form; yet the assertion that the law of
gravitation is universally true is an
enormous, indeed, an infinite, exageoer-
ation of the actual extent of our infor-
mation.
