Weldon Murder
Determined.

A JURY NAMES THE ORDER IN
WHICIH THE VICTIMS
WERE MURDERED,

An important case growing out
of the dispesition of the personal
property of the victims was tried
in Court last week.

John Nutter was appointed
Administrator of the estate of

'Susan McClurg, Welden’s sister,

and O. W. H. Wright, of the es-
tate of Nancy Hite, daughtler of
Mrs. McClurg.

The suit was brought by an
agreement of Administrators, in
erder that the Court might find
and they be legally advised as to
what to do with the property.

The issue is this: If John
Welden was kiiled first, his sis-
ter, Mrs. McClurg, inherited his
property. Then, it Mrs. McClurg
was killed next, her daughter,
Nancy IHite, inherited frem the
mother, and the property would
descend to Nancy Hite’s nearest

of | relatives by the usual law of

distribution.

But if Nancy Hite was killed
before her mother, she died pos-
sessed of no property, and con-
sequently the Hite relatives
would be cut out and the estate
would go to the relatives of Mus.
McClurg.  About four thousand
dollars of money is involved in
the case.

Messrs. Burgess & Hansen were
attorneys for Nutter, and adopt-
ed the theory that the girl was
killed before the mother.

Messrs. Bright & Grogan were
the Attornevs for Wright, and
maintained the theory that the
girl was killed last, and conse-
quently inherited from the moth-
er. Mr. Burgess’ theory is this:
That the assassin, with ax in
hand, entered by the back door,
into the room where the women
were silting at the supper table.
They took alarm, rushed seream-
ing ouf of the frunt door, the
mother first, the daughter a step
or two behind. A few feet from
thedoor the ayzassin struck the
airl ir. the back of the head, split-
ting open the gkull und pene-
traiting the brain a depth of sev-
eral inches, causing instant death,
{hen turning on the mother, who
ran round the house, overtook
her, struck hera blow on the side
of lier heal, falling her on the
hard beaten path, and then de-
livered a secoud Dblow, cutting
her throat, the ax penelriting in-
to the hard zraund of the path,
and lifting up clay on the bit.—
Then the murderer went back to
{hhe prostrate dead girl and gave
her a final stroke. chopping her
licad almost enlirely from her
body, then drcpped the ax a few
leet from her hiead.

Mr. Burgess sustained his the-
ory by festimony showing that
the mother sat nearest the door
in a potition to first see the as-
sassin; lo be foremost in the flight
out at the {rontdoor. Ihe traces
of clay on the cut in the girl’s
neck were claimed as proof that
the dirt came on the axin the
stroke which cut the mother’s
neck, whilst the cut on the back
of the head, a mortal wound, was
clear of dirt. The testimony of
the women who prepared the
bodies for interment was that a
tuft of red hair was found in the
wound on the mother’s head.

The argument of Mr. Burgess
was able and very ingenious, and
at the closz of his speech the au-
dience ma {e up their minds that
his theory was correct.

Mr. Bright, who took the poesi-
tion that the mother was killed
first, made a masterly argument,
and was universally congratulat-
ed upon an effort. which is rarely
egualed in eur Court-house.

The points in his argnment are
briefly these:

The ax lay by Nancy’s head, a
physical fact undisputed, and un-
der the circnmstances a contreli-
ing fact in favgr of the theory
that Nancy was last killed.

It is admitted that the supper
table sat in a room on the south
side of the house. There wer-=
but two ways of entering this
room—one through the kitchen
on the north side; cne at the
front door on the south side.—
Susan sat on the east side of the
table facing the west; Naney on
the north side of the table facing
the south. Susan’s body lay on
the east side of the house and
near the northeast corner, head
to rortheast. Nancy’s near the
southeast corner of the house,
head to the southeast. Both re-
ceived the first blow from the
rear and both of these first blows
were fatal.

It the assassin entered by the
north door, which 1s tlie theory
of the other side, and one most
probable, he being bare foet,

would not be noticed until he
| entered the north door, and then
| Nancy’s back would be squarely
| toward him, while Susan would
see him at once. Alarmed by his
appearance with ax, she flees to-
}ward the south deor. The assas-
sin fearing her escape, at once

’proprmtmn as it should be for! pursues her, and passes Nancy

situation. The assassin follows
Susan around the house and kills
her there. He fthen turns amd
sees Nancy, whe has followed
out to corner of the house. She
turns to flee through the frount
gate, and reeeives the fatal wound
in the back of her head, falls to
the earth, and the fiend sends the
bit of the ax down through her
neck and into the earth, draws it
up, staining the wound with the
earth, The defendant’s theory
of red hair in Susan’s wound, Mr.
Bright argued, was wholly de-
stroyed by the investigation.

Judge Grogan also made an
able argument covering about
the same points as presented by
Mr. Bright, advancing this idea,
however, that in the murder of
whole families it is a universal
rule that the oldest are killed
first.

The Jury were out all night
and did not agree until about 8
o'clock the next morning. The
verdict rendered is that Welden
was killed first, Mrs. McClurg
second, and Nancy Hite last,
thus giving the estate to the Hite
heirs.

On inquiry we lezrn that the

idea whish most controlled the
verdict was the only fact that
Nancy received the last blow,
which was a death blaw. The
order of the other blows was
merely conjecture. and upon that
one fact all the other testimony
hinged.
It will be remembered that in
the trial of Terrel for killing
Welden, both the State and de-
fense had an entirely different
theory. The theory then held
was that the women were killed
first, the order not being deter-
mined, and that Welden coming
on the assassin or assassins, at-
tacked them and pursue ! to the
cornfield where he met his fate,
being killed last.

The publie, however, will con-
tinue divided on theories, but the
logal question as to the inherit-
ance of the property is most like-
ly settled finally.

A TRIBUTE FROM AN OLD
TIME FRIEND.

Epiron SENTINEL:

I saw in last week’s Santinel
an attack upen tiie gool name
and character of John Terrel
(the father of Bill l‘errel) who
has been dead several years. The
time has arrived, I think, that
this wholesale slander of a dead
man should slop, and that the
men who know him should have
something Lo say against the de-
famation of his character.

I knew Joha Terrel for more
than thirty years, was his famly
physician for that time. I have
bought of him and sold to him
stock, land and goods to the
amount of hundreds of doliars,
during the long aeguaintance
with him.

Inever heard
him swear. nor ever kiew him te
tell a falsel:ood,

He volunteered in the army
and marcked with Sherman to
the sea. e was a cood soldier,
80 the boys say who were in his
company. He came home after
the close of the war broken down
in health and flnally died from
disease, the result of his hard, la-
borious army life. John Terrel
was naver able to do a good days
work after he eame home from
the army. Ilis disease wus kid-
ney trouble that finally devslop-
ed into Bright’'s disease of the
kidneys, and he died from hem-
orihage of the kidneys.

At the time of the Weldon
murder John Terrel was loo fee-
ble to run and overtake and kill
those poor women if he had tried
todo so. At that time he would
not have done the deed if he had
wanted to, for he could enly bare-
ly walk. After the dreadful Wel-
