Cuttii'g Cameo Portraits;
"Well, there are few people who can

afford to do that! ' Sj thought thelsTeW
York Tr.'bui'c rpo' ter as he watched a
man in :t httle room overlooking tipper
Broadway, aa he sat pounding up dia-
monds with a nestle and mortar.
"That's not, the onlv cosily part of
cameo making," said Mr. the
artist, as h" nourdocl away at the little
uncut; ".t taLts yesight, a great deal
of time and patience and years of ex-

perience. Then the onyv. stones, from
which the cameos are made, coat con-
siderable, simctitms as nntch, as .$50.
The choicest have a layer of cream-coiore- d

stone on a da'k, chocolate-coiore- d

base. But seme people like
the led, orange, black, or shell pink
.stone just a well. Yon know they are
found in the U.ugnay mountains and in
Brazil. The onx is a half-precio- us

stone of the quartz family. It is taken
to Europe'and cut into oval or obiong
shapes, and then I have to pay 10 per
cent, duty to get it thtough the custom
house."

The cutter of cameos turned to his
lathe by tiie window 'and rubbing some
of the diamond dust, which he had
mixed with sperm oil, on the end of a
smali drill, began his work. Ho was
making, for a cabinet piece, a largo
cameo, two by two and a half inches,
one of the largest ever cut, of an old
gentleman in Germany, whoso portrait
was placed betoro him. "I have 125
of these softiion diills," said he; "they
aro made soft so as to catch the dia-
mond dust, which is tho onlv thing that
will cut a cameo. A cameo is inde-
structible except you take a hammer
and smash it. It is an old art, anil was
practiced by the llomaps, Greek":, and
Egyptians. Dr. Sehleimauu loundsome
cameos in good preservation that were
piohably 3,000 years old. It takes sev-
eral weeks to cut a large piece like this.
Afterward it has to be polished with
tiipoli, first being smoothed with emery
and oil, using the lead instrument sim-
ilar to those for cutting. It is easier to
cut a profile than a full-fa- ce portrait.
Some people prefer intaglios, in wuich
the portrait is depressed instead of
raised. Tiiey arc made on sards and
carnelians, the former being a dark,
reddish brown and the latter u. clear
red. They are harder to make than
cameos. 1 have to keep taking impres-
sions in wax of the work as I go on. 1
usually cut portraits from photographs,
but sometimes I hac done them ironi
life and even from the casts of dead
persons. I also cut fancy designs of
all kinds for pins, lockets, etc. in tho
night I have a globe containing distill-
ed wat'T with a little sulphate of cop-
per, wh'ch concentrates tne light of
the lamp on my woik." A large cameo
coin- - of Gsronc's "Cleopatia before
Caisar" is held by the artist at $1,500.
