GExrTLEMEN :—By section 1750

feeTings of profoundest gratitude
io the peuple of Logan, who,with-
ant regard to party affiliation. for
four consecutive terms conferred
ipon me the highest position in
their gift, and stood by me with

of the Revised Siatutes of Ohio,
the Mayor is to report to the
Council eoncerning the affairs of
the Corporation and reccmmend

proper, at the first regular meet-|
ing in April of each vear.

As the members of your hon-
orabie body are familiar with
such affairs of the eorporation as
have come before you during the
vear, i shall only call yeur at-
tention briefly to a few things of
a general nature. During the
year a great number of new
dwellings have been built by our
citizens, as well as several new
and substantial business places
erected on the business portion
of Main street, with a number of
others in conrse of constructien,
and in contemplation thereof —
This argues well for our village
and the enterprise of its citizens
and preperty owners, and that
our people are deterinined to
keep in line with the spirit of im-
provement that is pervading our
whole country. In thisjconnec-
tion I would suggest the propri-
ety of your taking such action as
authorized by statute to prevent
the further erection within the
business limits of Main street of
buildings of wond er other in-
flammable material, and that the
ordinance providing for the pub-
lic safety be appropriately amen-
‘ded so as to provide 1ully for
carrying out the intent thereof,
and the enforcement of its pro
vislone,

The financial condition of the
village will be made known to
you by the Clerk’s report of set-
tlement, showing the amount of
receipts and expenditureeand the
condition of each particular fund.

One eof the most important acts
of your body during the past
vear was the division of the vil-
lage into four wards, the boun-
daries of which are we!l known.

A portion of Walnut street
near the Fire Brick Works was
vacated ; Orchard street has been
extended north through out-lots
Nos. 31, 34 ard 35, partly by do-
nation and partly by purchase, at
a cost to the village of $500.

A strip of ground 40 feet wide
was purchased off of the south
side of out-lot No. 22, for the lo-
cation of Vine street. and Lewis
Green dedicated a strip of ground
ofl of the south side of out-lot
No. 21, for the extension of the
same street, east, the length of
said lot. A purchase for street
purposes was also made of the
old railroad track.or bed from
Hunter street, northwest to Wy-
man’s brick-yard, at a cost of
$250, with the proviso that Wy-
man is to d dicate an extension
of said street throngh his premi-
ses at an early date.

During the year the whole No
of prosecutions for violations of
the viilage ordinances was 86;
No. of cases dismissed, 4; No. of
prosecutions fer drunkenness, 715
No. fer disturbing peace other-
wise, 15; No. committed to jail
for non-payment, 16. Fines as-
sessed $31; collected $30 60; un-
collected $50.40. Mayor's fees
assesged $190.50; collected $138-
43 ; uncollected $52.07. Marsh-
al's fees assessed $52.50; colleet-
ed $3055; uncollected $21.95.—
Night Police— John Stedem’s fees
assessed, $47.20; collected $36.44;
uncollected $10.76. Jacob Liff’s
fees assessed. $45.45; collected
$31.55; uncollected $13.90. De-
pot Police assesed $17.65; col-
lected $15.20; uncollected $2.45.
Sherifi's fees collected. $76.80.

A contract was recently made
with the Motherwell Iron Works
for the construction of four cells,
or cages, to be built of iron, for
use in the corporation prison. It
will be necessary for you to pro-
vide some suitable building in
which to place these eages. It
should be substantial and safe.

I wounld also recommend that
the City Building be enlarged and
modified according to the plans
and specifications prepared a few
years ago, and now on file with
the Cle:ks’s papers, as soon as
the same can be done, consist-
ent with ecenomy and reasonable
taxation.

I wonld here renew my recom
mendation made in my former
report that the sidewalks of the
village receive Lhe attention their
