New Straitville, Ohio, August
31. This morning at three o'clock
the hoppers of Mine No. 7, belong-

ing to the Columbus and Hocking
Coal and Iron Company, were
burned, by whom it is not yet
known. Pinkertoifs guards who

have been stationed there since the
strike, say a large force of masked
and armed men came and overpow-

ered them and fired the hoppers.
Different guards tell different sto-

ries, but from what I can learn it
seems thatthe puards had got on a
litle too much bug juice and beer,
and had neglected to keep up their
watch.

All the telegraph and telephone
wires in every direction were cut
by the incendiaries to prevent the
news from spreading.

ENQUIRER SPECIAL.
Nelsonville, Ohio, Aug. 31. For

several days it has been rumored
here that a concentrated attack of

the striking miners would be made
on the imported laborers and guards
now on duty4 either at Straitsville,
Buchtel or this place. It culmi
nated this morning at half past one
o'clock by an attack of armed stri-

kers, variously estimated from seven-

ty-five to one hundred, resulting
in the killing of one guard instant-

ly and the wounding of two others
serious'y, and it is known quite a
number on the other side, but im-

possible to ascertain names.

Until recently Snake Hollow has
been by thirly-fiv- e Pink- -

crton guards. A few days ago they
we-- e transferred to poin's nnd re

placed byguards from Lofean and
that neighborhood, twenty-tw- o in

number, armed with us

and a brace of revol-

vers apiece. At the the time of the
attack but seven guards were on
duty. They pave the alarm and
opened fire. The rest of the guards
rallied and for ten minutes a con-

tinuous fire was kept up. More
than one thousand shots were ex
changed and the strikers at last
driven back.

Wm. Hare, of Logan, an old vet-

eran of the late war, was doing
guard duty at U.e time. The stri-

kers no doubt knew his position, as
he was taken by surprise. He was
lieaid to say, "For God's Pake, gen
tlcmen. have mercy," and was th

shot dead, more than forty
buck shot entering Iiib body, liter
ally tearing away his shoulder
He was an industrious man, much
esteemed and well known in Lo
gan.

Jacob Lift, ex police officer of
Logan, was shot through the calf of
the leg by buck shot not considered
dangerous.

Adam Baurer, a German and un-

married, aged about twenty-five- ,

was shot in the head by buckshot;
scalp Wound, not dangerous.

Barney Donnilly, Albert Riggs,
and William Humphrey, tiack lay-

ers, were asleep n a barn just out
side of the picket line. The ham
was surrou lined by tho strrkers, and
all three captured. Donnelly was
knocked down and badiy beaten,
but tho others escaped.

The guards returned the
fire and the murderers retreated.

Ir
is said he admitted when being ar-
rested of being one ot the masked
party.

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AN ORDINANCE

To prevent Gambling, and to
authorize the Destruction of
Instruments, or Devices used
for the purpose of Gaming.

Section 1. Be it ordalued by the Council
of the Village ot Logan, That it shall be
unlawful for any person within this vil-
lage to exhibit any gambling cable, estab-
lishment, device, apparatus, or machine ofany kind, description, or any name what-
ever, or to play, or assist in the playing, of
any game or trick, with any of the things
abovw described, for the Durnose or with
intent ot wipnlng or gaining money, or
'other thing tf value; and whoever aids,
assists, couusetls or advises the doing of any
act herein prohibited, shail be deemed
guilty, and punished as a principal in said

Sense.
Section 3. It shall be unlawful for any

person being the owner of a place o any
kiihi, toKeepsucn place as a report ler tne
playing of any game or trick, for winning
or gaining money or other thing of value;
or being the owner or proprietor of any
place, to knowingly permit any game or
iricicio oe exniDiiea orpiayen inerein lor
the purpose or intent of winning or gain-
ing money or other thing of value.

Sections. It shall be unlawful for any
person to be found in the village of Logan
playing, at unlawful games as an habitual
occupation, and not having any other vis- -
lulr meansol support and llvelinoou.

Section 1. It shall be the duty of the
Marshal, or any member of the police force
of said village, to take, wherever they may
be found, or In whoaever custody in said
village, any gambling devices, apparatus
or machine, ot any kind, that is kept or
used fer the purpose of playing any game
or trick, lor tlie purpose of gaming or win
ing money or otaer tiling 01 value, ana
lorthwith deliver thesiimeintothecustody
el the Mayor of said village.

Section 5. That upon said apparatus
mentioned in the last section coming into
the custody of the Mayor, he shall cause
notice to be served upon the owner, if
Known and a resident ot nocking county,
toappearata time fixed, which shall not
be less than Ave days from the time of ser-
vices of such notice, beiore said Mayor, at
his office, 10 claim said property, and show
cause why the same should not be destroy
ed ; or it said owner Is unknowu, or if the
place of resideuceofthe owner is unknown,
then said Mayorshall cau&e to be publish-
ed In a newspapor of general circulation
in said county, a notice, describing said
properly, and notifying all persons who
uesire to uo so to apptar at, a time Trunin
thirty dayslrom the date of said publica-
tion, beiore said Mayor, and show cause
why said property bhould not be destroyed.
At the time fixed for said hearing, the
Mayor shall hear testimony, and if satis-fle- d

therefrom that said property is of the
character described in said section 4, and
is kept or permitted by the owner to be
used in the manner prohibited by this or-
dinance, then said Mayoc shall order saidproperty to be destroyed, and the s:inu
shall be so desti-y- eu by the Mrr hal of saidvillage, in the presenoe of the Mayor.

Section C. Whoever violates the provis-
ions of sections 1, 2 anb S of this ordinance
shall, upon conviction, be fined not less
than ten nor more than fifty dollars, or
tuuuucu in me viuugu prison 01 saiu vil-
lage for any period not exceeding thirty
(lays, or both such fine and imprisonment
as the Mayor may deem proper. And any
marshal or police ofheer who willfullr failsor neglects to perform the duties incum-
bent upon them br the provisions of this
ordinance, shall be deemed guilty of an
offense, and upou conviction therefor bhnll
be fined any sum not less than two ormoieman twenty-nv- e dollars, and for abecoud
conviction shall be removed from his of-
fice as such Marshal .or police officer, andhis office deemed vacant from the date of
said conviction.

Section 7. This ordinance shall be in
force from and after Its passage and legal
publication.
