'The Grand Democratic

Mass Meeting at Co-
fumbus.

The Largest Democratic Gather—
ing in Filly Years.

The Crowd Estimaied at One
Hundred Thousand.

Five Thonsand Torch Lights in
Procession.

The Orators of National Repule
Make Enthusiastic Speeches.

Speclal Dispateh to the Enguirer:

CoLurmBus, 0., September 25.—
The Democrats had the greatest
mass meeting and demonstration
of the period here to-day. It is
said by the older politicians to
have surpassed the great events
of 1840.

The assembling of the Buck-
eyve hosts to-day was one of com-
mon interest and enthusiasm.—
They did not travel for days in
wagons, but one excarsion train
after another rolled in with
shouting Democrats and banners
for Cleveland, Hendricks and Re-
form.

The streets were blockaded
with the moving csrrents of en-
thusiastic and earnest workers.—
The bands were going it from
early dawn, and the local clubs
were kept busy doing escort duty
till late in the day. The large
mass came in as visitors, but
many of the clobs were uni-
formed, and others in county del-
ezalions wore badges.

At two o'clock the meeting
opened with Judge Thurman pre-
siding, and making an introduc-
tory speech and happy hits as he
introduced the different speakers
There was grand array of great
men on the stage, which was
tastefully decorated with bun-
ting, Cleveland and Hendricks
banners and floral designs. The
house was packed and enthusi-
asm ran high.

Senator Thomas F. Bayard
made the most brilhant speech
that has been heard duaring the
campaign, being a philosophical
view of the situation, and an ap-
peal for an honest and constitu-
tional administration of the Gov-
ernment. Great events, he said,
and the cure of the evilz in the
body politic, was a thing of no
sndden work. He gave a graph-
ic history of the grawth of the
Democracy since the war, its
strugule against corrupt legisla-
tion and specia! an! nnconstitu-
tional enactm-nts, .. hed ceen
the Senate with orlv rine Dem-
ocrats—not envugh to demand
the veas aud nays—and since it
had been controlled by the party
of the people, the party had at-
tained control of both branches
of Congress, and of the Execu-
tive. but it had been defraud-d
once of the latter. It would go
on till it had the military, naval,
ju liciary. and all civil branches
