The ficry appearance of the west
orn 8ky safter sundown, which ex
cited much atwntion and wonder-
ment in all quarters of the world
last year, has recent!y agzain becowe
a conspicuous phenomenon.

On this point there ean no lon
ger be any doubt. It is ce:tain that
'lie-e red glows referred to, and the
lclu‘iuus appeal'allt-e lll'"lll'ld the sun
in daytime, are not ordinary aspects
of the sky.

The unchanceah'eness of cne of
these phenomena and the intermit
tent appearance of the other render
difficult the attempt to account for
them by a sing'e cause. and yel
there are many circumstances which
tend to show that they have a com:
mon orizin.

The explanation which has been
most wide y uccepted, viz., that the

appearances in guestion are due to
the presence in the atmosphere of
fine dust thrown out by the vo.can
ic exp ostons m the East Indias a
vear ago last eummer. is open to
many objeciiors, :lthought it has
also many circumstanced to ~upport
it. OUneof the most serious objec—
tions to this hypothesis is furnis hed
by the ajpesrance of red g ows sev-
er+l limes after they almost or quite
disappeared.  Af er the Suppowi
tious dust had once settled to the
esrth it would he difficait to account
for its reason to & heigh® of many
miles even by the magical aid of
electricity. which serves usa won-
der worker for sv mny vbscure the
ories.

But whatever the cause of the
strunge sights in the heavens may
he—whether it 18 meteoric dus' or
Irom tie bowe's of the earth, or no
dust at all, but the oper tion of
forces inhe it in the atmosphere
itse f—it is pretty clear by this
time that it thre:tens no peril~ to
the dwellers upon the earth, as bas
been asserted by some of the scoth—
savers who declare that the world
was likely to eame to 2n end. or the
human race to be annihilated, in
1831 on account of the terrors of
the perihe ix and the revelations of
the prramid of Cheops. The great
dry tog of 1783, which produced
appearances similar to those recent-
v wilness, crused it is said various
epidemic diseases smong men and
ammals; but the present phenome-
na are evidenily due to canses which
have no effect upon the sa ubrity
of the stmosphee and so there is
nothing to detract from the plens-
ure which all who deligh' in :he
splendid spectacies of nature must.te
rive from heholding them{  Zones
v.lie News.
