OUT A HELPING HAND.

EpITOR SENTINEL ;

It seems to me you treat the
bill, No. 672, to prevent thei -
timidation of laborers, recently
introduced in the Legislature, i)
a spirit of levity, nol to say un-
fairness, considering the import-
ance of the ends the bill, if en-
acted, is calculated to effect.

I desire to call your attention
briefly tn the condition of things,
the state of the country, that
makes the epactment of such a
law necessary, and then lo how
admirably the provisions of this
law remedy such conditior..

I need not argue the necessity
of the combinaticn of capital, in
the form of cosporations, for thé
purpose of developing our re-
sources, and bringing fourth eur
hidden wealih, beyond that which
could or would be done by indi-
vidual enterprise and privatle
wealth.

It has long ceased lo be a ques:
tion that in this age of progress
the primary object of govern-
ment is the foslering and protect-

lequaled in the history of auy na

ing of the great busiress enter-
prises. : .

This isa business agze, anl we
are a business people, and gov-
ernment mus! keep itsell adjust.
ed to the existing condition.

That such combinations are
dangerous as tending to encroach
upon individual rights and-en-
danger the liberties ol the peo-
ple, has long since heen explod-
ed and is a position assumed now
only by demagogues.

What little danger there might
be from the advantage that com
bined capital may have over in-
dividual capital 1s mostly com
pensated, so far as the publie is
concerned, by the efficacy such
organization anl combination
sives in the accumulation of
wealth and the’ building up of
privale estates.

The prosperily of a nalion de-
pends upon the wealth of ils cit.
izens, and as corporalions are a
means of enabling its citizens lo
accumulate wealth; they shonld
be carefully guarded and pro
lecled.

then select men who have no
families to support, and perhaps
don’t want any, and may thus
live cheaper, or who, if they haveJ
families, don’t care to educate or
give them any advantages; or,

At present, it is true. they are
divided among themselves and
between the different political
parties, in their voting; but
sheuld they ever conclude to
unite and cast their vole as a
unit, They could elect not only

|their own county officers, but

their own legislators and law
givers lo represent and protect
their selfish interests and pur-
poses, and unless the corpora-
tions could in some way or other
procure the services of these of-
ficers after they were elected,
they wouid be wholly powerless
and unrepresented.

Public policy demands that the
laborer shall not be overpaid.—
An excess of money in the hands
of men who are not accustomed
to managing money. who have
not been born to il so to speak,
is most generally acurse tothem
It leads te luxurious living and

an'l endangering the soul.

If the welfare of a nation de-
pends on the welfare of its cili-
zens, then it is a pultlic duty to
see Lhat the laboring classes of
our cilizens be nol overpaid.

It is no task to trace the cause
cf 1he downfall of those nations
that once flounished and have
now ceased lo exist. "

It will be found that luxury
and luxurious living is what ener
vated the citizen and in time
sapped the strength of the state.

If our legislaiu.e owe a duty

more pressing than that of maiu-
laining our corporations, or the
means of our present prosperity,
it is that of preventing our la:
borers from being overpaid, and
rnining themselves by riotous
living.

It may seem like an interfer-
ference with individual rights,
but the public good certaiuly de
mands that such men as General
Thomas, M. M. Greene and the
operators ok the Hocking Valley
ought to be restrained by law in
their disposition to overpay the
laborers over which they have
conlrol.

It is no answer that this dispo-
<ition upon their part comes fr-m
gzoodness ol heart, it is the effect
upon the laborer that is hurtful
And I deny that it comes from
any naturel goodness of heart.
It comes from an indulzence in
a vicious appetite Take the
worthy Treasurer of the Syndi-
cate, for instance. He cares no
more for a dollar when it comes
to paying a working man than a
zood christian does for his soul.

Aud here, right in our midst,
is that generous hearted opera.
tor and capitalist, whom we all
venerale for his many deeds of
charity. keeping forty families ol
laborers through what they elaim
to be **these hard times.” [N. B.
this informalion surreplitionsly
abtained by a villianous report-
er, without the party’s knowl
edge or cousent and when he
was not looking. i

Unless such things may be
prevented we must expect inso-
lence, pride and want of due re
spect upon the parl of our labor-
ers.

It may be claimed that such a
law counld not be.enforced, but
something ought (o be done,
though it be but an experiment.

It m v be urged that the cor-

porations should do something
tv help themselveo and protect

their own :nterests. But I in
sist that they have done and are
doing all that could be reasona-
bly expected of them in that be-
half.

They pool *heirissues and com
bine together. They take the
railroad company into partner-
ship, the only means of trans-
porting the products to the mar-
ket, ahd I am sure that is notice
served, and a standing menace
to every man or other corpora-
tion who would dare try to en-
gage in their kind of business,
and interfere with their adjusi-
ment of prices and the present
prosperity of the country.

And it will be found that their
position is no empty threat. Any
one that would attempt to goin-

better still, perhaps enables them
lo. colomize a community with!
foreign cheap labor. |

These labor unions to an ex—|
tent prevent these things and are
therefore disadvaatageous to the |
corporations.

We cannot prevent men com
bining together in that way by
law perhaps, and as long as they
are so selfish and careless of the
general good they will probably
conlinue to do so.

The only thing left is to
strengthen the h nds of these
corporations, lo enable them lo
protect themselves from the vi-
cious encroachment of such
Unions.

You may say this is a kind of

to their kind of business, pay
more money for labor or in any
way seek to injure the public by
interferring with the present
happy state of affairs, wounld find
when all hands had got through
with him that he had exactly
the same chance lo succeed as a
cat in hell without claws.

As an instance, W. P. Rend
found what it was to fool with
men who are banded together to
stand for their own rights
and the public gaod. Ir it had
not been for the intermedling of
a blundering old judge in Col
umbus he would have been bro-
ken up and taught a lesson that
would bhave lasted him a life-
time.

Now if chere is anylhing that
is disgusting to a man who wants |
to pursue his enemy by the erim-
inal law and bring him to terms
through the courts it is the in-!
fernal specification leclmicalmes|
and necessity for proof, and then the
question of custs comes in.

Now this law is generalin its terms,
whoever threatens another from work-
ing, ete,. shall go to the penitentiary.
It 18 not so much needed to convict
any one under, that would be trouble-
some and require proof, But how ad-
mirably is it adapted to arrest people
uader. The most tender conscience
coald be accommodated in being sworn
to the affidavit charging the laborers
with threatning peoplee What is a
threatuing is a matter of opinion and
il the conduet of the laborer amounts
to a threat in the opinion of the swear-
er—why, don't that clear his con-
science. And look you to the question
ol costs, too. It is made a penitentiary
offlense. Now for all the minor offenses,
the penalty whereofis fine or imprison-
ment in the county jail, the prosecutor
must give security for costs, and if it
turns out there was no merit in the
prosecution he must p#y them Not so
this law. As many prosecutiens may
be brought under it as you choose and
alter the prosecution has served its
purpose the public may pay the cost.
Now as to the working of the law:

‘I'he combined operators fix the price
at forty cents per tor, or in the fullness
of time, thi.ty cents per ton. The lza-
borers couclude, being bad men and
selfish, having no regard for their wives
and little ones, that they wout work for
that price, and they hold a meeting and
resolve 50 much. This is of course re-
bellion, though by a lameness in the
law it is not so defined. But not sat-
isfied with this they go farther and re-
solve to do all in their power te induce
other men notto work, and prevent the
shipping in ol what they term “vicious
pauper lubor.” Thisis athreat. Afii-
davits are prepared at once and war-
rants issueil for the arrest of every one
of them, Now if officers can be found
who will be willing to serve such” war-
rants the whole »f them are arrested.

'Ihey are bound overto answer it the
next term ol court, they are unable to
give bends. ‘lhey are put in jail, and
released upov a promise to go to work
or if not permilted to work, to leave
the country. 1f it s finally discovered
that the action did not amount to a
threat, what matter if it is dismsssed.
I'he purpese has been served. Jailis
held over the cuiprit until he is taught
not to strike or axk for more wages. T'o
accept whut is given him, being thank-
ful that he is permitted to live in this
country at all.

By ail meaps let this law be passed.
It is an acto! s mple justice to Lhe cor-
poration employers.

There is one thing, however, our leg-
islature should be careful or, and that
is thut no legislator siip cthrongh a luw
making it a penitentiary offense for one
corporation ur combiunntion of curpor-
ations themselves to break up vrinjure
any other corporation or person iu
business.

Should such a law be enactede and
enforced some .of our must prominent
and eminently respectable busiuess
men would be in the penitentiary. I
am not ona of those who think inmates
of the penitentiary have no rights. 1
think they should be protected and not
made worse by evil associations,

LONDON BIOWN .

The Dynamiters Resume
Their Work of De-
’ struction.

A Day Chosen When Ouly In-
nocenl People Were in
Danger.

T wenty-F. ur Men, Women and
Children Slightly, and Ten
Badly Hurt.

The Buildings Badly
Damaged and Render-
ed Daugerous.

Mex Disevisee A8 WoMEN dUS-
PECTED oF PLAcCING THE INFER-
NAL MacHiNES.

Only a Few Perscns Arrested and
These Afterwards Released.

London, Jan. 25.—9:30 p. m. The
west end of Westminister Hall is
full of wreckage caused by yester-
day’s explosion.

It is believed that one of the con
spirators entered the crypt, passing
a policemen at the entrance, and de-
posited an infernal machine at the
bottom of the steps.” The police-
man removed Lhe parcel, which ex.
ploaed m-king a hLole in the floor
three feet in diameter. twisting the
iron railings and smashing the iron
and lead work of all windows in the
hall. The policomen’s hair was
singed and fuce burned- His cloth.
ing was torn from his hody by the
force of the explosion. He is rtill
alive, uaf no hopes are entertuined
of his recovery.

The foundation of the hall is un-
injured. but the roof is badly duam-
aged, The bases of the statues of
William the Fourth and George.the
Fourth, which are overturne:l, are
greatly injured.

THE WORK (iF THE DYNAMITERS

An wspection of the Parliament
buildings to-duy showed that ex-
cept the beautiful window overlook-
ing the staircase at the south end of
Westminister Hull, scarcely apane
of glnss es-aped destruction The
foundations of the buildings were
badly shuken The roof of the
erypt, in spite of i's massi-e
strenygth, was greally damaged,
nfts bein, visible here aud there —
The floor ot the House of Commons
presenis a sirange spectac'e, being
covered with heaps of massive frug-
ments. The elaborate carved ouk
en wall behind the seats, benea'h
the gallery was comple cly thrown
down. The floorin: of the stranger’s
and Speaker’s galleries is so torn up
that it is deemed unsafe to venture
acrues, The Deers’ gallery suffered
lhe'-molfdamnge_ The side galler-
ies and reporter’s gullery were not
injured.

THE CAUSE OF THE EXPLOSION.

The parcel which caused the first
explosion was wrapped in brosn
cloth and two feer lung by one foot
wide. A gentleman complains that
the shuck of the explosion broke
une of bis blood vessels.

FORCE OF THE EXPLOSION.

The force of thisexplosion was ex-
erted was almost entirely on the
side of the room where the mcm-
bers ot the Government and their
Libers! followers have seats. Had
Commons been in session at the time
of the explogion it is belicved rhat
no less than two hundredd members
would have instantly been kilied.
This would have necesaurily have
inc'uded Gladstone and several of
his Ministers. Even more strange,
if possily'e, than this is the fict that,
under the s1me circumstances,
neither Mr. Parnell nor any of his
followcrs wou'!d have heen injured
at all, for recently they huve been
sitling on the opposite side of the
House among the Conservatives, and
Tory quarters escaped almost undis—
turbed- The police affect to see in
this singular evincidence a carefully
planned warning to the Goverment.

The glass roof of the House of
Commous was completely ehattered.
The clock in the House stopped at
precise'y 2:13 p. m. A heavy beam
which foymed one of the supports
to the gal'ery, under which Mr:
Charles Bradlaugh is still accus-
tomed to sit when he visits the
House, was projected into the Speak-
er's, chuir, geriously injuring it.

BLOWING UP THE WHITE TOWEK.

The explosion of the Tower of
London oceurred at exactly 2 p. m.
According to the earlicr reports it
was the most successful which has

building known as the **White
Tower,” at the southeast angle of
the building, on the river front. It
was fairly filled with vi-itors at the
time, and most, if not all, of those
who are known to be hurt were
moving about 1n the tower al the
time cf the exp'osion,
THE RUIN WROUGHT.

About 8 rty viritors were in the
tower at the time of the cxplosion.
The explosive agent was deposited
in what is known as the banqueting
hall of the White Tower. The hall
is nuw used as an armony, and in
it were stored a Jurge number of
Martini rifles, which were destined
shortly to be issued to the
volunteers. It was behind a rack
of these that the dynamite was plac-
ed. The dynamite played its mad
dest freaks with the rifles. Many
of them were twisted into the most
eccentric shapes imaginable, and
their distorted torms were scattered
about the apartment in a marvel of
confusion. All the glass and other
fragile articles in the hall were
smashed. A large hole was crush-
ed through the floor at the spot
where the dynamite lay. Directly
overhead a similar hole was blown
through the roof. The woodwork
was set on flre by the exp’o=ion, but
be'ore any serious damage had been
done by the flimes they were extin-
guished.

The number of those injured by
the exp'osion is as follows: At the
Tower, six injured seriously and
fourteen s’izhtly. The wort inju-
ries werc sustained by Constables
(@x and Cole and Civil Engineer
Green, who was visiting the Par-
liament buildings. Over a hun
dred wisitors were in the House of
Commons when the explosion oc-
curred in Westminister Hall. Most
of them rushed out of the building
to ascertrin the cause of the report,
and thn- many lives were saved.
