“THAT LADDER.”

Clmbing it by Trigoncmetry.

MicviiLg, .. March 9th, 1885,
To Tue HOCEING SENTINEL:

Dear Eprror :—I have read.in
your valuable paper on several
occasions, of a peculiar quirk in
the minds ¢f the Gounty Board
of School Examiners, with refer-
ence 10 a certain class of matha
matical problemis, popularly
called “Ladder Questions.”

Permit me to call the sttention
of our worthy Board of Exami
ners to the well settled faet, that
the humar. mind, dwelling long
upon any single subject, becomes
biased, upon the same and inca-
pable of proper discrimination.

The class of questions referred
to as “Ladder questions” are al-
most as numerous as the sands
on the sea shore, or the stars in
the heavens, and all to a greater
or less exlent invol ve the multi-
tadinous variations of the rela-
tion and proportion of lines and
angles.

To our mind the whole catego-
ry of problems belonging to the
class named, are clearly outside
the pale of true arithmelic, al-
though some of them are sulva-
ble by certain set formula de
drced from the higher mathe-
matics, but when they are so sol-
vable the formula must be strict-
ly applied. ,

The few questions of this class
susceptible of arithmetical solu-
tion as above indicated, are con
fined to such as contain one right
angle, two sides being given, or
in other figures susceplible of
division in lwo or more Lri-
angles,each of which contain one
night angle and two known sides.

So long as the Examiners see
proper to confine themselves to
the last named division, the
problem may be admitted. But
at Lhe last examination held by
the Board .the following *prob-
lem was given the class for solu-
tion:

“Two ladders are standing in
the street with their bases 20 feet
apart inclined toward each oth-
er forming an angle of 45] de-
grees where they meel at the
top. Find the length of each
ladder ™

This problem does not 2ointain
suffieieut data for an arithmetie-
al solt:tion, nor can it be arrived
at by any combination of the sci
ence of arithmeltic.

Mathamatically speakirg, the

‘given data is the length of the

chord. 20 feet, and the included
angle 45 degress.

Without pausing to give défi-
nition we will state that unless
some further data ix given, as for
instance, the lengih of the eosine.
it is impossible to solve the prob
lem without the use of Trigo-
nomelry.

Arithmetic cannot deal with
angles sines, cosines, co-
versed sines and tangents, nor
can it discover the relatiou they
bear 1o each other.

To inake clear a complete so-
iution of the problem, it wounld
be necessary to give a diagram
which 1 presume you can not
do, in the paper, but 1 will
try to do so without, but I have
some doubts as to my ability to
make it clear.

The chord is a straight line
connecling lhe extremeties of an
arc, and is consequently twice
the length of the sine of one half
the angle. -

Reasoning from this we harve
the sine =qual to one half the
chord, or 10 feet. and the angle
opposite the given side or sine,
equal to one half of 45 degrees,
vis: 22° 30" and the angle at the
intersection of the sine with the
cosine equal to 90°. Omifting
figures, by means of natural
sines, and the following formula,
viz:

-*As the sine of the angle
«.pposile the given side is to the
sine of the angle opposite
the required side, so is the given
side to the required side,” we
find the length of the ladder to
be 26.131 feel.

But the same result may he
arrived at by using the cherd as
given by the Examiners and the
whole given angle, viz: 45°. The
ladders being the same length it
is evident that the angle formed
by the given chord and the lad-
ders must be the same, then 130°
minus 45° equals 135° divided by
2 equal 67° 30". Then as the sine
of 45° equal 10.7071068 isto sine
of 67° 30° equal 10 .9238795,
80 is the chord 20 feet. to the
lenzth of the ladder, 26.131 feet.

There can be no reason of
complaining of the mania of the
Examiners for ascertaining the
length of every ladder that they
can hear of or cowceive of, but
we serionsly objeet to them
