Mr. Dave Fink, near 8t. Joseph's,
one of the prominent farmers of
Perry, visited with bis son in-law
Hise Green, in Logan last week.
Mr. Fink livea on the farm,3 miles
south of Somerset, where grows the
original “Fink”or Long Keeper ap-
ple tree.

About the beginning of the cen-
tury Fink and Dittoe, brothers-in-
law, Penneyivania Dutchmen came
to Obio and took up a large body
of land in the neighborhood of Som
erset and St. Joseph's. They found-
ed the town of Somerset, and made
a grant of land that gave birth to
St. Joseph’s. The old pioneers
brought with them to the west-
ern wilderness, sicks of apple seeds
gathered from the cider presses of
the old home country, and the first
cleared palch was planted in apple
seed.

From the primitive garden nurser-
ies of these two old men, have orig-
inated the best apples of the or-
chards of Ohio.

The trees of that day were all
Secdlings. The Fink apple tree
planted about 80 years ago, stands
on & southern hill-slope, just below
the barnyard, receiving the fertili

zation frem that source. It is one
of the largest trees in the county,
and is in excellent health. For
many years its fruit was not consmd-
ered of value, Iln 856 Johmn D.
Olark, well known as & coal opera.
tor in the Valley, then a young nur-
seryman of near Somerset, exinbit

ed at the Ohio State Fair, the ap-
ples of three successive vears He
crested a sensation among fruit men.
Tne name and fame of the Fink ap-
ple became National, and the pro-
prietor of the tree was compelled
to guard it, in order to save it from
the nurserymen coming a thousand
miles for grafis.

As itjis the Fink apple bas spread

all over the continent. It is the
longest keeping apple known in the
world.

The old tree is gigantic in aize,
elegantin proportion, fruitful and
healt hy, and its owver, Mr, David
Fink, is a gentleman whose hospi

table home is ever open, and in his
ce'lar are always to be found some
of the cider and eome of the apples
of the Long Keeper.
