A Chlld of the Furnaco.

ONR OF THE OLD TIME
FINE-LIGHTERS,

Muoh has been aald and writ.
ten about the oharacter of the
furnnoe men in the Hooking and
Hanging 100k regions, There
has been such a co-minghng of
elements in the genoral make up
of the men, a0 much wildness, so
much oharity, 20 much loyalty to
their employers, so much patel.
otism and suoh general endow-
ment of strength and dndurance,
almost super-human, that a carg:
ful stndy of the subjeot, ansh as
we have not lime lo give, would
be intensely Interesting and
might lead to developmenta that
might bo mutually bensficial to
Labor and Oapital in the seltie-
ment of differences that ench yoar
grow more threatening and omin.
ol

Lust week (here was an old
man in this ofty that is a verit=
able child of the furnnce. Jacob
Levering was born under the
arch of the old Brush Ureek Fur-
naos, Adama county, O, in the
year 1817, Enfecbled Ly the
welght of years and long veasons
of exposure and toil, the flexh, as
he snid 1o the SBentinel man, “iw
weakening, but the wpirit is us
stalwart as ever.”

There are not many furnace
men in the Hocking Valley that
have not met or heard of Uncle
Jake Levering. Heis a type of
the men that have developed Lhe
resources of this great region.—
He has wrestled with famine in
all ite phuzes; he has battled
with epidemics and pestilence;
his hands and fance have been
scaried in (ne coul banks; lhin
limbs and body have been crush-
ed and numbed in the fall of ore
banks; his muscles have been
stifened by the hot breath of
furnaces ; his tkin has been
blackened by the smoke from
hundreds of coal pite; bat, de-
spite all these things, the old
man's eye is as bright asif it still
reflected the fire ot the old fur:
nace that lighted the child bed
on the morn of lus nativity, He
is of the class of men that would
travel a hundred miles through
the wilderness to favor a friend ;
the latch string of his door1sout
to the King; lusdoor is wide open
o the beggar: the calls of char-
ity may be in excess of the world-
ly gouds he has to give; but
nothing can surpass in magnitude
the spirit that impells him to
give his mite to suffering hu-
nanity.

While in conversation with
him, the other day, he said:—
“Now I have worked at a good
many furnaces, so you h=d better
put them down in your book, if
you want {o keep run of ‘hem.
There was Lawrence. Hecla, La-
grange, Pine Grove, Zaleski, Mt.
Vernon, Center, Backhorn, Clin-
ton, Blum, Sciota, Vesuvius, At-
na, Union, Empirve, Junior, Lo

Valley, Zanesville. Ohio, Key-
stone, Buckeyve, Baird, Latrobe,
Hope, Eagle and Hocking.”

You must have moved a good
many times in your lile lime,
Uncle Jake? .

“Moved! Why, I have lived on
nearly every hill in Southern
Ohio. Moving didn’t amount to
anything in those days. * A fur-
nace man could carry all of his
traps on his back. Moving was a
sort of a holiday, We'd dump
our things into a wagon and by
noon would be frying sow belly
in another cabin twenty-five
miles a'way, and just as comfort-
able as if we'd been at the old
stand. It was always home to
ue a long as we could smell the
smoke af a coal pit and hear the
blast of a furnace. A man al
wayf hought .he was having a
good time when le ‘moved, went
to a circus or got a seat in the
amen corner during big meetin’.
If he was moving he could get
drunk and nol stand any chan-e
of heing discharged. 1t was the
same at (e circus. At meeling

the ear of the Lord was to first
raise the roof of the church. I
always occupied a front seat. 1
was a good singer, and though
not always on praying grounds
and interceding terms, would oc-
casionally send up a petition that
wounld skin every sinner in the
church. You see I knew more
about them than the preacher.—
He had an idea that men sinnel,
and I knew it to bea fact.”

You were employed mostly as
a cullier, were you not §

“No. I have done a good deal
of work of that kind, but was not
always employed that way. 1
have worked at everything about
a furnace”

How much wood is usually put
mto apit?

“Sometimes more. and some-
{imes less, Usually, though, they
put in forty cords, and if it is
good wood should yield from 40
to 50 bushels of coal to tho cord.
They used to roll logs up into
heaps and coal them. In all
conling jobs there is one or more
shanties where the*men cooked
for themselves. The pits requir-
ed carclul watching at all hours.
The mlls between this place and

they thought the only way to get;

the Ohio River have bonn steips
ped of timber to furnish fuel to

the furnaces. At some points
they have worked up the second
growth, and I am told that at one
or two pluces they have even sut
off the third growth of timber~
Relore the war the men were
paid 35 cents per cord for chop=
ping wood, Then when the war
come on It run up to §1 00, but
has dropped back to 40 conta. At
20 conta per cord it kept a man
soratohing to make both ends
meel. It wanonly for some kinds
of work that & man got any mon.
ev. Ifhe had mght work at the
furnnce or a conling job, he re-
celved part money and part trade,
but if he was ginning he done
well il he got enough corn meal
and bacon to keep his family,—
Oune of the best wood choppers 1
ever know was Tom Oall,  Give
him good timber and for one day
he could cut ton cords of wond
and do it easy. T'en cordy in lots
ol wood, but the country wied to
be full of good choppers.”’

What was the average oul-put
of the charcoal farnnces !

“l would say about 8 tons;
some run over that but not many,
It was iron in those daya and no
discount. It is my opinion that
the Balrd Furnace, though using
stone coal, comes nearer making
a grade ol iron that would com.
pare with it better than any 1
have struck since the good old
days.”

How dil they get the iron to
the market from the inland fur-
naces !

“It was hauled across the hil
in wagons, from some points.—
The wagons were very heavy and
were drawn by from tour lo six
yoke of cattle. Uccasionally you
would find a furnace on a stream
of some size. If there was no
special demand or hurry toriron,

boats and load them, and then
when a flood came, run them out
to the Ohioriver. This was hard
and dangerous’ work, and was
usually given over to the strong-
esl and most trusted men about
the works. Once in a while a
boat would be lost, bul iL was not
often. The bulk of the iron was
hauled .on wagone, however.—

From four to six tons yeie con-

. ﬁidered a load, and il took some

ancy driving to get over the
roads they had in that country.”
Who were some of the crack
drivers in Lthe early davs?¥

*They had so many that it is
hard to tell. The bestil think
that were ever up in Lhis counl:y
was Jim Call and Jim Coon —
Coon used to work at Baird's fur-
nace and died there éeveral years
ago Hecould make a team pull
every pound that it was able to
pull. Ox dnivers had their tricks
as well as other people. You
could see a team pull onto the
stock yard, and at a single word
from the driver would nearly go
wild, Well, they were drilled to
that thing. When a driver got
outot sight of everything and

gan, Franklin, Five Mile, Iron¢person with his team, he just

burned them up. It didu’t take
many lessons of this kind to
learn them what they were to
do.”
How were wages (hen compar-
ed with the present !
“They were some lower. Fi-
lers and iron gullermen were
paid nbout $30 a month, and
keepers about $33. The keepers
and helpers about a charcoal fur
nace had to work. Talk about a
stone-coal furnace being hard lo
keep. They're not a patchen to
the charcoal plants. There is
just as much difference belween
the two as there is between the
little creek ager and big Bcioto
shakes,”
How were times before the war
in Southern Ohio?
“*Not much worse than they
have been in the Hocking Valley
for the last Lwo yeéars. It was
tough as the devil sometimes, but
we pulled through. It has been
a hard matter for the laboring
man to do that here.”
How were the old furnaces
built ¥
“Right against the hill. The
stock yards were on the bluff. A
bridge or bridge house, as it 1s
called, run from the bank to the
lop of the furnace and over this
the stock used 1n the furnace was
taken. Bometimes you would
find a plant like the old Logan
furnace, where the stock was ta-
ken to the top on an inclice.”

Has there been many changes
in men and customs since you
commenced furnacing?
#“Well, 1 should think so.—
There was old Andy Mitchel rais-
ed twenty-two children. If peo-
ple went into the business that
way to-day, they would have to
put another story on-the Infirm-
ary. If there is two children
comes {o a family now, they
think Providence has been too
kind. I never whimpered. I knew
if I could not keep track of them
any other way, I could run them
in once a week with hounds and
count them up, and as long as
the furnace and hills lasted and
the old man counld waggle his
foot, there was no danger of slar-
vation.

If a furnace man wouldn’t fight
when he had just cause, there
was danger of him dying off, If

the furnace owners would build|

'ho couldn't live one season on
roots and berries, you would
know he was not raised in the
woods. Stomaches were temper-
pered with polk berries, and that
in onn reason why an anclent
furnace man can tackle modern
whiskey without fear of a here-
after, But here=I will be baok
this way next week, and we will
tnlk more about thess walters,
