The Importance of Moral Agencies.
The death of John B. Gough has led

several prominent journals to speak jt
his work aniWiis methods as a tem-

perance reformer. All of them agree
that no man had done more than he to
arouse public attention to the myriad
evils of intemperance, and to create a
public opinionjg favor of temperance
and sobriety, flaring the twenty-fiv- e

years which followed his appearance as
an advocate of total abstinence, no one
man exerted so powerful an influence in
that direction as he. Tens of thousands
heard his lectures, tens of thousands
more heard of them, and his early life
was known in every community. At
trie same time the sentiment of total ab-

stinence and the evils of drink were in--
eulcated by an army of sincere advo-

cates who appealed to the intelligence
and the conscience of the public. There
were few villages in New England in
which there was not an active and vig-

orous temperance society which main
tained a public meeting, ai mis penou
moral forces were relied upon to carry
on tho work of temperance. The rapid
growth of temperance sentiment tltinn."
Siat period proves the efficacy of moral
and intellectual acencies. In time the
reformers found their work impeded by
the traffic and they appealed to law.
Law was a nseful auxiliary when sus-

tained by public sentiment When it is
not, or when any community is so in-

different abal the cvils which law is
designed to eradicate that it willnot
sustain its enforcement, it is a hind-
rance rather than a help. By degrees,
moral agencies came to be more or less
neglected by those who are leaders in
the' temperance movement. Instead of
presenting arguments and appeals to
the head and tueonscience. and of de-

picting the evils, the burdens and the
wretchedness which the drink traffic
entails upon the community, the neces-

sity of law as the means of stopping the
trade is more prominent. The reasons
In favor of temperance and against in-

temperance arc not given as formerly,
the assumption being that everybody is
familiar with them. The demand is for
laws which public opinion will not en-

force (for after all, public opinion un-

der our form of government enforces
the law-- ), and if legislators do not
deem it to bis w isu to enact such laws,
they are denounced instead of the oriL
