Andrew Kepler, onio of the old-
est and most esteemed citizens 0i
cur county, died al his home near
Wabl's Summit. aged S0 years and
10 months, on Sunday, April 17th

Mr. Kep'er was born in Belford,
Pennsylvania, and when he was
ten years o'd removed to Ohiv with
his parents, first locatinz in Perry
county.

In 1837 he was married to Su

sannah Calboun, who at the advane.
ed zge of 79, still survives him.—
Eleven chiidren were the fruls of
this marriage, seven of whom sur-
vive.

In 1832 ke removed to [ocking
counly and purchased a farm, re-
giding ou it until his decath,a pe-
vic. of fiity one years.

Last fall his living children and
descendenis held with Lim a reun.
ion Beven children, forty four
grand children and eleven great
grand children. Soon efter (s
very bappy reunion, Mr. Kepler
took sick, and continued an invalid
until the cl.se of hisg hfe. Duming
Lis long and pamnful sickness, he wss
a paticnt sufforer, and hopefully iovk
ed 0 1hie end of hisearth'y pilgrim-
age, a8 the beginnmng of life ever-
lasting. His remains were interred
hy the side of kindred dust, in the
Geiger cemelery. Neighhors and
friends from miles oround ul
tending, eud thus attestivg to the
dead the respect they had for the
man when living.

Arndrow Kepler was one of our
best cilizens. He wrsa man who
took bat little part in sectarian or
political affairs, but was alweys
known to be steadfast in advoecacy
of the princip'es he believed o be
right.

Iis death breaks snother of the
links tnhat bind this generation
with the pioneers of our county,
leavinga blank in society, and cast-
ing & deep cloud of sorrow wpon,
not only four gonerations of his kin,
but in the entire community where
he lived.

His many relatives and frienls
have our sympathy 1n the bercave-
ment they have sustained.

Mr Kepler was one of the longest
continuing subecribers to the Senti-
nel, in our county. Subseribing
for the puper at its start, and con
tinuing for forty six years i's con
stant patron and friend,
