WAPPER-JAW JOIN.

A Incident of the Early Days of Wis
consin.

“Wapper-Jaw Jolin " wasa gray-haire:
Winnelago, wio wed cecasionally 6
visit the settlemnents in the early dayso
settler Mfe in Wisconsin. Despite hi
strikingly deformed and vgly face, pen
ple who knew him scemed zlways to b
kindly disposed towards hLim. They
bought his curiously wronght willow an
splint baskets, and often gave him foo
and a night’s lodging.

It was in June, 1832, several weeks af
ter the ouibreak of the Sacs and Foxes
remembered as the Black Hawk War
The Sacs and Foxes had scattered thei
war parties all over the north, from Chi
cago to Galena, and from the Iilinoi
river into the Territory of Wisconsin
They occupied every grove, warlaid every
road, hung around every settlement, ans
attacked every party of white men tha
attempted to penetrate the country.

Early in the previous April Jame
Streeter had moved up from northern 1
linois with his small fan:ily, and had set
tled upon « squatter claim in a pocket o
the Black Earth valley,

After their arrival upon the claim, th
young settler and his wife were kept s
busy in building a small cabin, and D
clearing, breaking up and planting
small patch of ground, that they foune
no time to culfivate acquaintances in
region where their nearest neighbor
were nearly twenty miles distant.

As the coming of this family intoth
region wasunknown to the other settlers
its members failed to receive warning
from the couriers who spred the new
of Black Hawk’s uprising among th

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hills south of the Wisconsin river. For
tunately for the Streeter family,its where
abouts was glso unknown to the hostil
Indinns, the cabin being a litte Deyonr
their usual range of attack.

The husband and wife worked on un
disturbed until a cabin had been built
and thres scres of ground thoroughly
broken up and planted to corn, potatoes
and garden secds. The plants had com
up, and had been hoed once, when th
couple found that their small stock o
provisions wes nearly exhausted.

The nearest market for the Streeter
was Dodgeville, more than twe:ty mile
distant from their claim. It was neces
sary that ons of the couple should stay
at home to wateh the cows and the grow
ing crops, aud Mr. Streeter sob out alons
for Dodgeville, with oxen and wagon, t
get flour and other needel articles,

He started on his journey just afte
sunrise one morning. His wife finishe¢
her morning’s work about thecabin, ang
went out with a hoe to work in the field
taking with her the child, a littls girl
years of age.

Though living miles from any neigh
bors, the hardy women of those days of
ten stayed alone while their husbands
were gone for days, and sometimes for
weeks, upon hunting or trapping excur
sions, or to distant marketing points.

Mra. Btreeter worked for some hourr
“hilling up” young polato vines, while
Elgle, the little girl, played with a small
kitten, their one domestic pet. With o
sudden scream, the child came running
to ber mether, and canght her Ly the
drese. Qfra. Strester looked about in
alarm, fearing that a rattlesnaks had
bitten thae child, and discovered the canse
of her fright to be an Indian who had
come out of the brush a few rods dis
tant, and was approaching them.

As the Indian came toward her, his
face mowed and grinned so curiously
that she felt an impulse to laugh until
she eaw that its expressions came from a
deformity.

“Hooglh-oog!” he grunted as he came
up “You go, you squaw, puck a chee heap
klick! You golonga me! Heap Injun
comin’!” and he pointed up the valiey.
“We go yonder!”™ pointing this time to-
ward the Wisconsin.
