BRIDGE BUILDING.

How One was Constructed ln Germany
Entirely by Guesd.

I wne a lieutenant of engincers un-
der Von Moltke, sald Paul Wolfl, of
Washington. Let me give yon achap-
ter from my personal experience io
ghow how thoroughly the German war
department prepared for emorgencies.
One doy n message came to me ot the
barvacks bidding me report in civilian
dress at the railroad station and re-
ceive orders. I went to the station.
A man approached and addressed me
ns Meyer. 1 said: My name is
Wolfi.,” +No,” said he, *‘vour name
is Meyer. Here Is your bag of sam-
ples. You are selling whisky. 1am
selling wine. We will o to such and
such a city and call on Mr. Sc-and-so
and Mr. So-und-s0 and try to sell thom
somo goods. We went, and I made
an effort to sell whisky by the sampile,
but didn't sell any. of conrse. Then
wo proceeded to another city and tried
to sell goods there. After we had
visited severnl merchants and had re-
furned to the hotel my companion
eaid to me: “We.will take a walk and
go across the bridge. We will not re-
turn together. On your way back you
wiil pace the bridge, and going and
coming you will keep your eyes open
to obscrve all of the points you
ean shbout the Dbridge.” Then
for the first time I began to have a
suspicion of what was really wanted.
J strolled down to the bridge and
leaned over the edge, looking at some
workmen who were making holes In
the abutments. Iobserved the plan of
construction from the varlous points
and then went on across the stream.
After awhlle T started back, and on my
way I paced the bridge areh by arch.
In the engineor corps we are trained
to pace distances with great exactness.
I cau walk a block now and tell the
length of it within six inches. I re-
turned to my hote! without having
made o note, but with my head full of
the plan of construction. My compan-
ion joined me. ‘Now," said he, *‘you
will return to the place from which we
started and you will make as complete
@ description of that bridge as you can
furn it in." I carried out the order
and heard no more of the expedition.
A considerable time after that war
came and the German army marehed
to the frontier. As the advance drew
near that bridge T had reported upon
was blown up and fell in & mass of
ruins. The army halted. A ftrain of
freight cars came forward, and (rom
those cars was taken the prepared ma-
terial with which a new bridge was put
togetlier in a few hours and the army
marched over the river and into the
enemy’s country. Every timber and
every plece of metal was ready for im-
mediate use. A new bridge has been
constructed throughout for that par.
ticular crossing based upon my report
~—Globe-Democrat.

Evolution of the Knife,.

“/This ease full of implements which
we have newly placed on exhibition I8
designed to show the development of
the tool which wa call the knife, be-
ginning from the earliest times," said
Prof. Mason at the National mu-
seum. “First. you observe, is the
fragment of flint, which the savage
gplit by banging it on top with a stone
bhammer into & number of fskes The
smaller ones were used for arrow
points and the bigger ones for knives,
theiredges belng split off 50 sharp that
you might almost shave with some of
them. Next you ses the flint inserted
into & handle of split wood or bone,
and, ms further improvements, tha
fastening of this primitive knife in the
handle by the rozin of trees and by
cor: of ona sort or another bound
around to secure it. The most beauti-
ful knife in the collection is this ex-
quisitely molded blade of grecnish
jade. belonging to the stono age,
branded with a walrus tusk. You can
hardly find & more admirably formed
weapon among the products of modern
ocuttiery wares. Most curions of the
modern tools here is thissallor's knife,
square at tho end instead of pointed,
to prevent stabbing In a row, or the
dangerous falling of the weapon from
aloft. Its biade drops out of the end
of the handle when a spring is touch-
ed, 8o that Jack can hold a rope with
one ha.u and open the knife for ser-
vice without the need of ten fingors.™
