Wm. P. PRICE.

It may be permitted, in these
rusbing times, that ; a comrade can
Lialt a brief minute and cast a leuflet
tribute on the hurrymg tides in
testimony of alive regard to the
manes of a departed friend.

Billy Price whose death this
commuuity mourns in eommon sor—
row and whose untimely taking off
startles and saddens the wide circle
of public and prominent men of the
state,was my true, tried and trusted
friend. In the early morning of his
pubiic life, while a law student and
ineipient journalist,he was next door
neigkbor, and every day visitor. As
the years advanced and all through
life to its close, and as duties in
wider circles and loftier positions
separated us, making the commun-
nion of mind and heart less frequent,
the friendship was never less warm,
the devotion none the less faithful.
e was a “stand by” in shade and
shine; in the gloom when the paths
