Herbarium of Ohio Plants.
A fair beginning of a state herba.

riura, or collection 01 me native ami
naturalized plants of the state, is now
to bo found in the botanical depart- -

ment of the Ohio State University, and
is open to the inspection of all persons
interested.

Especial efforts arc being1 made to
extend and improve the herbarium,
and contributions are solicited from

'pupils, students, teachers, and others
interested iD botany. It should show
ully the diitriuulion o cvery spccies

of plant throughout the state, and
every variation that miffht bo due to lo--
cation. character of asil, or other
causes.

Slonstrositics or abnormal specimens
are desired whenever they occur; they
are often very interesting and instructi-
ve. Iev species are finding their way
into tho state, and others are being ex-

terminated. Specimens with labels at-
tached, giving locality and date (also
collector's name), both now, but espe-
cially iu the distant future, will be of
great interest and value.

The hebarium includes not only the
flowering plants and ferns, with their
allies, but also mosses, liverworts, lich-
ens, fungi and algae. Comparatively
few of the specimens represent remoto
portions of the state, and persons living
in the distant or border counties could
make very acceptable contributions.
Printed directions for collecting and
drying specimens will, on application,
be sent gratis by Prof. V. A. Keller-man-.

The alphabetical index to the herba-
rium is on cards, there being a separata
card for each species or variety. Each i

card has an outline county map of th
state, and a mark properly placed indi-
cates tho locality from which each of

xixis card index shows at a glance not
only the number and locality of the
specimens in that herbarium, but also
at the same time the distribution jf
the plants over the state.
