A! by a former nurse, Mary
Holland, wherein many inter

esting stories of tho lives of army
nurses are told by themselves. It was
a happy thought which inspired her.
And she takes hold or the sympathies
of her lemiuiuc readers at once by tell-
ing the spirit whcrc'ivltli she met Miss
Dix's order. She had heard her "call"
to go to war as a nurse, and had tried
to enlist under Miss Abbio May and
also to be one of Mrs. Lander's volun-
teers for Fort Monroe, in the plan that
failed.

Miss Uix's circular read: "No wo-

man under DO years need apply to serve
in government hospitals. All nurses
are required to be very plain-lookin- g

women. Their dresses must be brown
cr black, with no bows, no curls, no
jewelry alul no Jioopskirts." Tho
Quaker Dorothea Dix little knew what
heroism the iast phrase in that order
demanded. Thus the nurse summoned
to duly: "It was fashionable at that
linietowcariiumcnschoops. I had worn
one for some time, and really felt it a
sacrifice to leave it off. Othcr'require-nieii- t

were agreeable, but I felt I could
not walk without a hoop. I said, 'Well,
if I can't walk without it I can crawl,
for I must go, and I will do the best I
can.' Soon after this I took up.a "morn-
ing paper and read that the wounded
were being brought into Washington so
fast that more help was needed at once.
I wroteimmcdiatelyto Miss Dix, saying:
'I am in possession of one of your cir-

culars, and will comply with all your

ck'Mm.

requirements. I am plain-lookin- g

enough to suit you, and old enough. I
have no near relatives in the war, no
lover there. I never had a
and am not looking for one. Will you
take nic'i' In a few days the answer
came, 'Report at once to my house, cor-
ner of Fourteenth street and Xcw York
avenue, Washington.' She labeled me
60 nicely that I think if I had been in a
box of glass I should have gone through
safely, and gave me instructions to pro-
cure transportation."

One very characteristic sketch of any
nurse experience is given by Sirs. Mar-
garet Hayes of Los Angeles in this
book entitled "Our Army Nurses." Her
page reads: "On the 17th of February,
1803, I left my homo in Meudota, 111.,

for Chicago. Arriving there we went
to tlie Sanitary Commission room, and
were cared for by Mrs. Livermore, who
gave us our commission, put us up a
lunch, gave us each a pillow and a small
'comfortable' (there were no sleeping
cars in those days; and started us that
same evening for Memphis, Tenn. An-

other lady went with me who was as
anxious as I to do something for tho
boys in blue. Wo arrived safely, and
I was assigned to the Adams General
Hospital No. 1!, which had just been
opened to receive the sick and wounded
from Arkansas, in ward II, where there
were seventy-tw- o men. I think the
wardmaster was one of the kindest men
I ever knew. Toor fellow! He went
through the war and returned to his
home Willi the regiment, lint only to die
soon after his arrival. There were a
medicine man and wound dresser, and
six nurses were detailed from among
the convalescents. My especial duty
was to cook the extra diet, see that the
patients received it, wait upon those
who could not .feed themselves, look
after the comfort of all, and, in fact,
make myself generally useful. A part
of the time 1 had tWo wards. The boys
appreciated whatever 1 did for them
very much, and presented me with a
valuable gold watch, which 1 still hold
as one of my choicest treasures. I re-

mained at the Adams until
1S, when 1 was transferred to the
Unyoso, and was discharged from there
at the cl.e of the war. 1 ufteu- think
of my 'hoys,' and wonder whore they
al hire. The old ones are mustered out,
tho young are now gray and old, and
would nut know me, nor I them, if we
should meet. 1 was Mrs. Maggie Mes-ero- li

then. They called me 'Sister Mag-
gie.' My first ward 'iirgeon was Dr.
Taylor of Cambridge; next, Ir. Cole of
St. I.ouis. Then came Dr. Lard and
Dr. Keeiion, succeeded by Dr. Study. I
could tell many incidents if I could see
to write them, but am so blind I have
not been able to rend since 1SS2."

Is it not a good soldiery report, and
without a word of complaint at the end?

Here is an extract from the much
more detailed story of her experiences
given by another nurse, Mrs. Kaiser:

"Prly Sunday morning we were
ioi:s-- d by tile drum calling to battle.
The men responded promptly, leaving
me with only one attendant to care for
the iKiplcss sick soldiers who lay on
the dmi ground wrapped only in a
blanket. I gave them some coffee and
haul tack, with a smile, and the assur-
ance that I would get them out of the
way of the flying lead. The camp was
In the range of the battle, and I knew
Ihe regiment iiad no ammunition, and

'must soon fall back, perhaps before 1

Could ever get the men ready to go.
Several hails came tearing through the
tent, creating almost a panic. Wo had
gone there in Ihe dark, and had not
taken ihe liouliie to find our position,
and what to do we did not know. Sud-ilrnl- y

I thought of a lieutenant who
had l"en sick the d:-- y before. I sought
amoi'g tho tents and found him, and he
grw me Hie points of the compass and
'i ! 1 e of a ravine near by where we

y to get the men. Those who
were unable lo walk we carried on
DiAs, ::i J thus ail were transported but I

one old man, who was delirious, and
would neither go nor be carried.

"A captain' came in, wounded in t lie

left shoulder, and so once more I wenl
to the camp and returned with what 1

could carry, then bound up tho wound
to stop the blood. By that time an or-

derly came with the command to gel
the men as far down the ravine as wc
could and an ambulance would meet
us there. As soon as all was in order
I took a rifle and started for the battle
ground. When I readied 1 ho line I

found our men in great numbers, and
worked as long as 1 could find any-tilin- g

to do with. After using my own
skirt and handkerchief and everything
I could get at I went down to the river.
There I saw such sights as I never want
to see again. Wounded men. mules and

horses, tents and blankets in tho wildest
disorder. The surgeon was attending to
putting men on the boat. lie sent mc
aboard to do what I could. There were
men wounded in all imaginable ways.
Soon an amputation table was prepared.
Meanwhile I sat down on the floor with
my back to the partition, frying to rest
a moment, as I had been passing
through so much sinfo before daylight.
A woman came out of a stateroom just
in time to sec me there, and, walking un
to me, she said in sharp tones, 'Why
don't you go to work?' As I had been
on my feet all that dreadful day with-
out food and working in blood, I
thought her question called for a reply,
and I asked, 'Why don't you go to work
yourself, and see how you like it?' She
said, 'I am at work taking care of my

husband, who lias his thumb shot, and
is in that stateroom.' I quietly walked
over the wounded men to see him. II
had had his thumb well dressed on the
field! Then I went to dressing wounds,
and worked" with the surgeon all niglil
and all next day. Monday night I

slept on the colored woman's bed for
two hours, then went to work again."

And here is the close of the story ol
experience signed by Jane M. Worrnli,
Roxbury: "While there (in Raltimore,
in a ward of thirty-liv- e cots, mostly
occupied by men from Libby Prison) I

had a very singular case. The surgeon
Slid lie had never seen anything like it.
A Confederate hoy, only 1(1 years ol
age and very ignorant so far as book-learnin-

was concerned, was brought to
the ward with a field amputation, but
his doom was sealed. He had lockjaw
and lay for twenty-fou- r hours, when
all 1 could do for him was to wet a piece
of linen in brandy and lay it across his
mouth, so that he could breathe, the
moisture from it. lie came out of that
dreadful state perfectly rational, and,
after taking some nourishment, asked
me to pray with him. I did so, and read
the fourteenth chapter of St. John,
which I read to ail my patients who
would listen to me. Then ho talked
about two hours, using the most beau-
tiful language about the Itihle and the
glories of heaven. Kverybody who
could do so came lo hear him. At last
lie said to me, '.Mother, don't you see
the angels coming? They are holding
out their hands to take me home.' Then
he dropped away like a child going to
sleep. Just before the hospital closed
li typhoid cases were brought to the
ward. One died and I contracted the
fever in its worst form, and, although
everything was done for me, I barely
escaped, and have never been well since.
I feel that my heavenly Father blessed
me all through my work and carried
me through my sickness. I was in tiia
service a year and a half, and have the.'
honor of being breveted Major."

And nobly Major Worrnli earned bet
honors. In this book is recalled the

of the army nurse who, worn out
in war service, went home to die, and,
dying, asked that she might lie buried'
with the old Hag wrapped around her.

When Harriet Scott of Charleston was.
at Armory Square Hospital she saw and
spoke with Lincoln, and thus tells the
tale:

"One day President Lincoln visited
tho hospital, bringing grapes (with two
men to carry the basket), himself giving
to all who were allowed to have fruit,
shaking hands and speaking kind words
to each one. Noticing the small red flag
at the foot of some of the beds, he said:
'May I ask, nnrse, what those nags
mean:'' 'They mean low diet, sir.'
'What's low diet;' 'Winc-wiic- milk
and water, rice gruel, always some-
thing very light. Walking with Presi-
dent Lincoln through the ward to the
door, he said: 'Well, nurse, we often
hear the remark that these are days
that try mens' souls. I think these are
days that try women's souls, too. I

shall remember you and all the noble
women of the North when this land is
at peace.' "

The stories or tlx- - Sisters or Mercy at
the end of the book (not told by them-
selves, of course) are singularly touch-
ing.

PHTHISIS NOT CONTAGIOUS.

Doctors Condemn the Action of the
New York Hoard of Health.

The action of the New York Board fo
Health in directing that all eases of con-
sumption be registered nnd treated like
Siphtherin, measles nnd contagious s,

has aroused the indignation of New
York physicians generally. They are al-

most a unit in their condemnation of the
iction and the opinion of one is practically
that of all.

Dr. Robert Hunter, who has made a
specialty of treating pulmonary diseases
for fifty years, and who says he has treat-M- i

or observed 50,000 cases, said: "I can-D-

find words witli which to express my
Indignation at tho Board of Health for
this foolisii action, which will do no good
md more harm than any one cau contem-
plate. To begin with, consumption is not
i communicable disease. History shows
this. There never was a caso that was
tontractcd by contact with another case.
The germ is not given on? by the person
Buffering from the disease. It is in the
ir.
"It used to he believed that the disease

rcas hereditary. Weak lung tissue runs
in families, and a person with weak lungs
of course "will succumb more readily to
Ihe disease, as the air he breathes is filled
tvith the germs of tuberculosis. It is but
six years since the existence of the germ
rrns discovered, and now the Board of
Health proposes to break up 20,000 fami-
lies nnd isolate that number of individ-
uals to experiment with that of which
Ihey can know but little. They say they
intend to isolate the more dangerous
rases only, hut who is to decide which
rases are the more dangerous cases? It
is simply a plan to put away 110,000 in-

dustrious, ambitious people who are a
benefit to society and whose presence in
the community can do no harm. They
are to be separated from humanity for-
ever. Even those who are permitted to
remain in the community will suffer as
much as those who are isolated.

"Think of the workiiigmnn branded as
5 pest distributor. What can lie do? Who
will work beside him? Who will go into
bis store? He cannot ride on the street
cars or go to church. They might just as
well isolate persons suffering from ring-
worm. If your skin is healthy you can-
not have a ringworm on your face. If it
is not healthy the germ of tho ringworm
that is even-wher- e in the air will estab
lish itself in the skin just as the germ of
consumption will establish itself in the
weak or diseased lung tissue, whether you
are in a sick room or a pine forest. There
is as much consumption in the country as
In fhe cities, and persons who never come
in contact with consumptives are as lia-
ble to the disease as are nurses in hos-
pitals for consumptives.

"In decreeing consumption contagious,
like smallpox, and decreeing measures
looking to the imprisonment of those af-
flicted with it in pest houses, the New
York Board of Health inaugurates a war
of extermination, not against consump-
tion, but against consumptives, and com-
mits the most g invasion of
personal liberly ever attempted by any
medical organization since tho founda-
tion ol the art of medicine."

0lditie9 of State Legislature.
The tuberculosis law has been suspend-

ed in Connecticut.
Tlie women of a Missouri town which

lias just passed an anti-hig- h hat bill have
demanded of the town council that a law
he passed to prohibit men going out be-
tween the acts.

Tho Maine commissioners of pharmacy
are anxious for some change in the law,
.so that they may bo better able to cope
with tlie rum drug stores which have
sprung up in the different sections of the
State.

A bill before the Legislature of Mis-
souri provides for the utilizing of idle
convicts in reclaiming swamp land in
the southeastern part of the State. It is
said that by digging ditches and building
levees they can reclaim fully b",000,000
acres.

A bill has been introduced in the Min-
nesota Housc'Of Representatives making
the Governor and the Governor-elec- t eli-
gible for election to the United States
Senate during the term for which they
have been chosen to the State executive
office.

There is now in the hands of n commit-
tee of the Indiana State Legislature a
bill to compel nil proprietary medicine
concerns doing business in the State to
piace upon eacn pacKngc a innei giving
the formula used in the preparation of the

'contents.
The California Legislature is preparing

to relieve Stanford University from tax-
ation burdens. Up to the present time
California has not made allowance of this
sort and has collected about $30,000 a
year of the clear income of ?K0,000 which
tho university has had.

a bill to hold baggage men re-

sponsible for tlie baggage they smash. He
proposes to fine them every time they
throw a piece of baggage from a car door
to the platform instead of gently trans-
ferring it to a truck only a few inches
lower than the bottom of the car.

An offer to purchase all that could lie

procured soon resulted in tlie discovery
pf several fine specimens, all of which
fell into the hands of Isadore G. St.

In support of this contention
he quotes five Independent native ac-

counts, and was also able to adduce the
testimony of Lieutenant Weigall, a
brother officer, who himself caught a
glimpse of an unknown hairy animal
ou a branch at the edge of the jungle,
but was unable to approach it before it
took fright. Owing to the constant
rains, the jungle in the Solomon Islands
is exceptionally dense, and there are
hardly any tracks in the interior. These
conditions would distinctly favor tho
survival of an animal of the supposed
kind if it once reached tho island. 1
