The 17-year or northern locusts oe
curring this year are an old estublish-
ed brood baying been recorded as
early as 1795 and having occurred
regularly since then at intervals of
17 years,as suggested by their names.
The Ohio eounties in which its rav-
ages may be specially feared are:
Belmont, Coshoeton, Crawford, Erie,
Fairfield, Geauga, Guernsey, Huron,
Jackson, Lake, Licking, Muskingum
Perry, Pickaway, Washington and
Hocking.

Here is some interesting informa-
tion regarding this strange insect
which you doubtless have forgotten
since its last appearance, 13 or 17
years ago. In the first place you
must not speak of it as the locnst,but
as the “cicada.” Itscommon miscall-
ing is due to the fact that in earlier
days was confused with the locust of
the Orient, which differs wery little
from the American grashopper. The
tormer has a thick body with straight
legs, while the latter is slender in
body and has long hind legs, hinged
far above the level of the back. In
the old world locusts bLave been
known to swarm in such dense clouds
as to sereen away the light of the sun
trom broad areas and to stop the flow
of rivers by flying down into tliem
and damming the current with their
doad boaies.  Although there are
traditions to that effect, the cicada
hias never been known to perform
quite-so seriously as this.

The cicada 1s striety an American
inseet. 1t was known to the Indians
longz before Columbus discovered the
continent ire-
dations performed by it are the hack-
ing and gnawing of trees, which is
always done by the female, for the
purpose of depositing her eggs. The
insects of both sexes gnaw the roots
of trees while they are in the under-
ground strge.  Thwigs hacked by the
females usually die within a week.
Large forest trees and old orchards
can generally endure this depreda-
tions which to them seldom amounts
to more than a general wrimming,but
young fruit trees often die after be-
ing thus hacked up by the swarms of
vandals, The agricultural depart-
ment hag always adviced growers not
to get out young trees just betore a
ravage of cicada is egpected in  their
seighborhicods.  Muslin velling, or
paper bags tied over their topt are
about the only means of proteeting
the trees if alveady The
danger from the depositing of the
eggs will in about
weeks alter the first appearance of
the insects, which will oceur in the
last week of May in Ohio, and in the
Southern states a fortuight or three
weiks earlier.

The cicada’s strange characteristic
of living under the ground during the
greater portion of its life and of af-
terward coming to the surface. to
grow wings and die after only a few
weeks in the daylight, makes it the
greatest freak of the insect world.
The 17 and 18-year individuals differ
only as to the lengths their under-
ground periods.

Upon noticing a brood of cieada
vou will notice that abount half of them
are two thirds as largeas the remain-
der in individunal size. This difference
i size has caused the mistaken sup-
p 'sition of wany that the 'arger are
ma les and the smaller the females.
