THE PENSION WAR.

The conflict over the pension laws,
pension lists and pension frauds eon -

tinues to rage with violence in the Re-

publican camp. On the one hand arc
those who look to the political support
of veterans ami have been making use
of it for their own benefit, and on the
other hand are those whose constituen-
cies and home strength demand finan-
cial retrenchment In government ex-

penditures. To remodel the pension
system, as some of the economists sug-

gest, would vacate half the seats on
the Republican side in either hall of
Congress, but to continue the expen-
diture without investigation and

or at least a pretense of it, would
be equally fatal to many a Senator or
Representative. It is claimed by some
that, although it would cost $200,000
to publish tlie entire pension roll. It
would save fifty millions a year in the
frauds such publication would expose,
but that Is mere assertion, not support-
ed by either proof or probability. Such
a publication, however, might satisfy
popular clamor and silence much com
plaint.

Both the Democratic and the Repub-
lican party are pledged to a support of
the pension system, which neither can
escape. When a Presidential election is
approaching too much assurance can-
not be given by politicians that It will
not only be preserved, but enlarged
and extended. The Democratic Presi-
dential convention of ISOtS declared em-
phatically against arbitrary purging of
the pension rolls, and insisted that en-

listment and service should be the sole
test; while the Republican convention
of the same year claimed for the sol-
diers fair treatment and generous
recognition, and denounced tiie Pension
Bureau as deserving condemnation for
reducing pensions.

But the Republicans havcMie Presi-
dent and Congress, and it is for them
to deal with the pension business.

SIcKinlcy'n AVords and Dccde.

He wants American work-
men to have a living wage. He is sor-
ry that the people are suffering in New
Knglaud.

pressions of opinion are credited to the
President liy a correspondent of the
New York Journal.

Doubtless the President's emotional
nature has been touched by the stories
of destitution and suffering which
come to him from New England.
Doubtless, for the moment, he really
feels sorry for those unfortunate work-
ers thrown out of employment in the
dead of winter. But emotion is not
practical philanthropy; it is not even
justice.

If President McKiuley is sorry for
the workingmen why does he place
enemies to lalmr in positions of power?
Why did lie appoint Governor (Jriggs
Attorney VJeneralV What is John W.
Griggs' record? He voted against a
bill to make.wages a preferred debt In
cases of Insolvency. He voted against
a bill to establish a half holiday on
Saturday. He voted against a bill to
prevent child labor In factories oper-
ating Intricate and dangerous machin-
ery. He voted against a bill making it
illegal for an employer to prevent his
employes from bcnniing members of
labor organizations. He voted against
a bill requiring lire escapes on factory
buildings more than three stories high.

That Monetary Convention.
Those business men discussing tlie

money question at Indianapolis have
but one object in view. They desire to
establish the gold standard in the
United States.

This monetary convention has not
been assembled to discuss what is best
for tho people, but to devise means by
which the hands of the money power
may be strengthened. Were it not for
the free silver majority in the Seuate
the Republican party would place the
yoke of gold on the necks of the tolling
masses without an instant's delay. For-
tunately this aetiou Is out of their
power.

His trick of sending Woleott
abroad to talk for silver, while taking
(Jage to Washington to lobby for gold,
can have no effect except that of post-
ponement of ills real purposes, and the
announcement of them must some day
come, when perhaps both Gage and
Woleott will be disavowed, and disap-
pointed.

DUELING IN EUROPE.

Borne Peculiar Methods Am one the
ltalinna and Sianiurd.

Though forbidden by law and punish-
able by Imprisonment in a fortress,
dueling Is very common among the of-

ficers of the German army, says Cham-
bers' Journal. Until recently they have
been bound by the military code of
honor to accept challenges, though they
were not allowed to light a tradesman.
In 1SS7 an ollicer was expelled from
the army for refusing to accept a dial
lenge. Rut the Emperor or Germany
prohibited dueling a short time ago
and decreed that disputes should be
settled by a court of honor.

In Austria the duel, though less com-
mon, is'far more deadly than in France
and Germany. Pistols are the usual
weapons and the antagonists are
placed only a few paces from each oth-
er. With the sword long and furioiu
duels are also fought out. Roth mili-
tary men and civilians light with great
bitterness.

Russian duelist3 stand fifteen yards
apart and they are allowed to advance
live paces at a given signal and Are at
will. If both parties advance to tho
limit before firing the distance between
them is reduced to live yards. Shout!
one lire and miss the other is allowed to
advance his live paces before returning
fire. Sometimes one Is mortally wound-
ed before liring, but has still sufficient
strength left to advance live yards,
take steady aim and shoot his opponent,
dead.

In the Baltic provinces this san-
guinary method is replaced by one still
more horrible. The combatants stand
only three paces apart; the pistols are
held pointing upward, and at a given
6ignal they are lowered and discharg-
ed. It would seem impossible to avoid
killing one's man at such close quar-
ters, but this is not the case. The duel-
ists are both so anxious to get the first
shot that both often miss, the sharp
downward movement of the arm caus-
ing the bullet to be buried in the
ground or only wound the lower ex-

tremities. Sometimes four or live
shots are exchanged without either
party being Injured.
. Among the Italians and
Spaniards dueling Is" a common every-
day method of settling disputes. The
6word Is the usual weapon, though the
stiletto Is also frequently used. Some-
times, In order to insure the death of at
least one of the combatants, they are
tied foot to foot and light it out with
daggers.

Breadwinners or the United Stntes.
In 1S70 there were 12,505,923 persons

engaged In supporting themselves and
the remainder of the people that is to
say, 32.43 per cent, of the total popu-
lation were so engaged. In 1SS0 the
number of breadwinners was 17,329,-09- 9,

or 34.07 per cent, of the total popu-
lation. In 1S90 this number had risen
to 22,735,CG1, or 3G.31 per cent, of the
total population. By "breadwinners"
Is meant all who are engaged either as
wage earners or salary receivers, or
proprietors of whatever grade or de-

scription, and all professional people-- In
fact, everyone who was in any way

employed In any gainful pursuit. The
figures quoted show that the propor-
tion of the total population thus em-
ployed is constantly Increasing. Anal-
yzing the statistics, we find some re-

markable results, and In general that
tlie number engaged In the lowest
walks of business, laborers and the
like, Is decreasing is proportion, while
those employed In the higher walks
are increasing In number relatively to
the whole population.
