F. Harnuglou, Logan, O,

Early Life ia Logan.

Published b rofjii2st.l
The following reminiscence of Win,

our readers.

Mr. Editor, Dear Sir: I hore give
you a short history of my early
and connection in Logan, in the first

years of the towns existence4. I was
born in Lancaster, May 8lh, ISIS.
My parents moved to Logan iu IS22.
I was a citizen of that place uutil
1845, so that yon see I grew up with
the town from its infmcy. Logan at
that time was almost a wilderness,
there being but 17 houses in tho
town. I think that I am the only
porson now living that whs. a citizen
of Logan in 1S22, except it should
bo one two members of the Bowen
family; if there are any others I
would be glad very much to hear
from thorn either by letter or through
the coluins of your valuable paper,
I knew much of the people of Logan
in those early times, and am prohibly
the only person living that such
personal acquaintance with the early
history of Logan Hocking county.
1 send you with this a plat of Logan
drawn in 1822, which may be of in-

terest to you. It was then a very
small place then in comparison with
it now. There was no recular streets
then; more than two-third- s of Main
street was grown up with hnzel bushes
with only a path through it. Very
tew wagons traveled tiirough it at
that time. I would liku to write a
long history of Logan at that time
but I am in my oightioth year and
so paralyzed that Ijcan not write much.
Until 1S20 there were only three of
us boys in town, namely: Samuel
Wallis, William Gallagher and my
self. In the latter part of 1828 we
had Joe Rochester added to our num-
ber. You will see by the plat that
Hunter street on the notth. First
stroot on the south, Walnut street on
the cast and High street on tho west
were the boundaries of Logan at this
time. Outside of this, jutt paths
run through the brush. You can
take the plat and some time write a
description of tho village at this early
date.
