A New “Wild Beaunty” Intro-
dneced to Pienicers.

On last Friday, acceptingan inva-
tation from Col. R. E. Hill, Super-
intendant of the Brice Gas Syndieate
in Hocking, to come aml see a gas
well ““drilled in" and take a pictnre
of it, equipped with kodaks, and
accompanied by Miss Elrie Yenert,
an artist and an expert “snap shot,”
we went to Millville, and thence on
the public road a mile from the
village to the farm of Mr. Marshal
where the well is located,

Mr. Hill met usin the lape, and|®
escorted us to the Well, r-hnwml nr
all round, and explained “all the
mysteries of the Well, the wonder-
ful magician whose touch awakens the
slumbering forces ot light and heat
in the cluches of the granite two
thousand feet below where we stapd.

We Girls took a dozen “snap shots”
at the works, secured good pictnres
of the things around about the well,
but could not see or kodak the gas,
but we heard it hiss and whistle and
shreik and roar and blow like the
voice of the unbridled storm.

The well is located ina glade at
the opeing of a glen which rock
bound and "in a horse shoe bend ex-
tends back about a quarter of a mile.
