CRIMINAL AGGRESSION.

President MeKlnley has undoubtedly
been guilty of criminal aggression in
Ills assumption of war making power
In the Philippines. In necember, 1S9S,

the President insiiueted Gen. Otis to
enter upon a war of conquest and sub-

jugation. This was liefoie the peace
treaty with Spain was signed.

Hefeniug to this fact, Kraucis A.
Brook, i well-know- n Boston lawyer,
says:

"But the crowning ofl'ensc of Presi-
dent MeKlnley in this matter is the use
made by him of the tieaty-makin- g

power as the means of acquiring from
Spain dominion and control by the
United States over the political condi-

tion of a remote people against their
will, and by employing the army and
navy to accomplish that end. We sup-

pose that the treaty-makin- g power was
conferred on the President by the con-

stitution in the interest of peace, and
that it is a gross abuse and perversion
of that power to employ or avail of It
as an excuse for subjecting an unwill-
ing iK'ople to the dominion of thp Unit-
ed States, as is now being done by the
President."

President MeKlnley has taken upon
himself a fearful responsibility. A re-

sponsibility ungranted by the constitu-
tion and unapproved by the people.
There would have been no war in the
Philippines if MeKlnley had offered the
same terms there which were granted
to the Cubans. Upon MoKinley's con-

science must rest the burden of caus-
ing the death of thousands of Ameri
can soldiers and the expenditure of
hundreds or millions of the people's
niouey.

It is vain for the President to claim
in his message to Congress that lie has
simply been engaged in maintaining the
authority of our government. He has
made war without authority, and Con-

gress, with which body the war-makin- g

power rests, should recognize this

fact and demand an accounting. But
should Congress fail to do tuit- - owing
to the fact that it is now a creature of

the Republican administration, the peo-

ple will not fail to make such a de-

mand and the result of the Presidential
election of 31W0 will be to deprive Mc-Kinl-

of any further power to usurp
authority ami to court criminal aggres-

sion.

Farmers anil the Trusts.
Bo the farmers realize that the Re-

publican party proposes to keep the
trusts in power? Realizing this, do they

not also realize that they are taxed by

the trusts much more heavily than by

the Government, and that to vote the
Republican ticket Is to vote a contin-

uance and an Increase of this tax?
Take the matter of steel nails. Last

year befoie the trust was fully organ-

ized the farmer sold his wheat for 05

cents a bushel and bought a keg ot
nails, needed on the farm, for $1.G5.

How Is it this year, when the Republi-

can party has encouraged, fostered and
protected the nail trust? The farmer
sells his wheat for 02 cents a bushel
and pays ?3.STi for a keg of nails. Some-

how or another this farmer lias been
cheated out of three bushels and a half
of wheat. Who did it? The Republi-

can party, which upholds the nail trust.
Another illustration of just how these

lovely Republican trusts work is given
by the Cincinnati Enquirer as follows:
"The workingman. earning ?i) a week,
who last year put a tin roof on his front
porch, paid $2.43 for the box of tin, and
had !i(.r3 left out of his week's wages.
This year when he put a trust tin roof
on his back porch he had to pay $4.ST

for the box of tin and had $4.15 left out
of his week's earnings. That man has
no doubt discovered who btole the
$2.40."

With these facts Jn view, what are
the fanners and the "workiugmen going
to do about the matter? It would seem
the course of wisdom for them to vote
against the Republican party, which is
taxing them to the very limit of en-

durance. They know that they cm
hope for nothing but a continuance of
tills taxation as long as the Republican
party remains in power. Will they con-tinu- e

to aid the oppressors and to place
the yoke on their own necks?

Dilemma of the Protectionists.
There are things working together

for good in our taiifT system. We are
pleading with the strongest for the
the open-doo- r policy. Can we justly
piohibit trade at home which we de-

mand abroad? Wo sue seeking a world
market for our manufactured product.
Will our people submit to paying more
for any of these products at home than
they are sold for abroad? We are
competing successfully with the

"pauper labor" of tbe world.
Will we at home believe it is longer
necessary to protect ourselves against
it at home? We are aroused by the
existence of trusts; we are determined
to control or destroy them. Can we do
either when, and so far as, they are
protected by our tariff laws?

Wo have for these many years paid
bounties to all sorts of private enter-
prises, indirectly and in unknown
amounts. This tax was paid by the
consumers in proportion to their neces-
sities, and not in ratio to their ability.
We are now asked to pay a bounty di-

rectly to ship owners out of the com-

mon licasury. .Will the people stand
it? The" beneficiaries of the old sys-

tem are grown bold and ask from the
treasury as a right what they have
before taken iudiiectly fioni the indi-udual- s.

All these things ami more
aie driving the system of protection to
the wall. MeKlnley did not even men-

tion it in his message. Protectionists
are driven to a dilemma fioni which
I hey cannot escape. The territoiial
expansion has forced them to it. Trade
expansion would have done it, any-
way. They cannot advocate either ex-

pansion and hold to protection at
home. -- Milwaukee Journal.

Seamen Denounce Ship Suli-tiilic- s.

The action of the National Seamen's
Union, at the annual convention In Chi-

cago, on Saturday, may cost the llanna- -

P.iyne ship subsidy bill the votes of
some niembeis of Congress who hail
b'-e- won to its support on the suppo-

sition that it would be popular among
the seamen, as well as among the inter-
ested ship owners and shipbuilders. One
of the strongest claims made for the bill
is that It will tend to build up the mer-

chant marine of the United States, and
so give employment to a great number
of Ameiiean seamen. Special efforts
have been made to secure the support
of the labor interests for the measure
on that ground. That element of ths
labor class most directly interested, the
seamen, cannot be brought to look at It

lu this light. At the national conven-

tion a resolution was adopted severely
contlcmuinr the scheme and declaring

it "vicious, uncalled for, and of no ben-
efit to labor in this country." President
MeKlnley strongly teconiinended the
principle of the bill in his recent mes-
sage because it would bring "more work
and wages to our countrymen." lie
will be pained to leain that the class of
"our countrymen" lie supposed would
lie most particularly benefited with
"more woik and wages" emphatically
deny iitv;ropolti-- ami t eject his pet
measure as "vicious.." Cleveland Plain
Dealer.

How "Openi.iji the Millh" JIuu Worked.
MeKlnley hit upon a happy phrase

tlneo years ago, designed to keep the
attention of the voters away from his'
attitude on the xIIht question. It was
to the effect that it would be better to
open the mills lather than to open the
mints.

l'or a w bile after MeKinley's election
the process of opening the mills went
on not due iu any way to his election,
but because the United States v;-i- s par-
ticipating in the world-wid- e iccovery
from seven years of lean picking.

As soon as possible MeKlnley pushed
through Congress a bill for higher tar-
iff protection, the trusts sprung up in
a night, and the process of shutting
down the mills was beguti and is In
operation to this day. Scarce a day
passes in which some trust does not
shut down a few mills for the sake of
limiting the output, ciea'Jig an inade-
quate supply, and thus giving excuse
for high prices and Increasing prices.
Consolidation of office fotces, reduction
of number of trawling men. economy
in rents, reduction of advertising, and
many other means have been employed
by the trusts to make more money with
less expense than formerly. Helena

THEY TELL SOME INTERESTING
ANECDOTES OF THE WAR.

How tha Bojm of Both Armlea Wltlled
A.wax X.lfe In Camp-Forag- ing Ex-

periences) Tlreaorae Marchea Thrll-linf- f

Scene on the Battlefield,

A group of old soldiers, both Confed-
erate and Federal, wero recently swap-plu- g

stories of the civil war. At last
they fell to comparing the greatest acts
of bravery that each had known, and
the Southerner told the following story:

"It was a hot July day in 1804, and
Gen. Grant was after us. Our men had
hurriedly dug rifle pits to protect them
selves from the Federal sharp-shooter-

and dead and dying Feds were lying up
to the very edge of those pits.

"In one of the pits was an ungainly,
raw, d boy. He was a retiring
lad, green as grass, but a reliable fight-
er. We never paid much attention to
him, one way or another.

"The wounded had been lying for
hours unattended before the pits, and
tho sun was getting hotter and hotter.
They were suffering horribly from pain
and thirst. Not fifteen feet away, out-

side the ritle-pi- t, lay a mortally wound-
ed officer who was our enemy.

"As the heat grew more Intolerable
this officer's cries for water increased.
He was evidently dying hard, and his
appeals were of the most piteous na-tut- e.

The d boy found it hard
to bear them. He had just joined the
regiment and was not yet callous to
suffering. At last, with tears flooding
his grimy face, he cried out:

" 'I can't stand It no longer, boys!
I'm going' to take that poor fellow my
canteen.'

"For unswer to this roolhardy speech
one of us stuck a cap on a ramrod and
hoisted it above the pit. Instantly It
was pierced by a dozen bullets. To ven-tur- o

outside a step was the maddest
suicide. And all the while we could
hear the officer's moans:

" 'Water! water! Just one drop, for
God's sake, somebody! Only one drop!'

"The tender-hearte- d boy could stand
the appeal no longer. Once, twice, three
times, iu spite of our utmost remon-
strance, he tried unsuccessfully to clear
the pit. At last he gave a desperate
leap over the embankment, and once
on the other side threw himself flat up-

on the ground and crawled toward his
dying foe. He could not get close to
him because of the terrible lire, but he
broke a sumac bush, tied to the stick his
precious canteen and landed it in the
sufferer's trembling hands.

"You never heard such gratitude In
your life. Perhaps there was never any
like It before. The officer was for tying
his gold watch on the stick and sending
it back as a slight return for the dis-
interested act. But this the boy would
not allow. He only smiled happily and
returned as he had gone, crawling amid
a hailstorm of bullets. When he reached
the edge of the pit he called out for his
comrades to clear the way for him, and
with a mighty leap he was among us
once more. He was not even scratched.

"lie took our congratulations calmly.
We said It was the bravest deed we had
seen during the war. He did not answer.
His eyes had a soft, musing look.

" 'How could you do it?' I asked in a
whisper, later, when tho crack of the
rifles ceased for a moment.

" 'It was something I thought of,' he
said simply. 'Something my mother
used to say to me. "I was thirsty, and
ye gave me drink," she said. She read
it to me out of the Bible, and she taught
It to me until I never could forget It.
When I heard that man crying out for
water I remembered It. The words
stood still in my head. I couldn't get
rid of 'em. So I thought they meant
me and I went. That's all.'

"This was the reason why the boy
was ready to. sacrifice his life for an
enemy. And It was reason enough,"
added the soldier, with a quavering
voice. Metropolitan and Rural Home.

A Hundred Dollar Pie.
Jim Waters Is one of the best known

newspaper men In Washington. He
was here long before the war nnd has
certainly been here a long while since.
His venerable horse and antique green
wagon have been contemporaneous
with much of the history of the capi-

tal and have likewise formed no small
part of the same. Jim and the horse,
and probably the wagon, have known
every newspaper correspondent and re-

porter in the city for the past forty
years. All his life Jim has been gather-
ing information tons of It at a cent a
pound. To be brief, lie deals In old
newspapers. And he deals also In a
goojil story now and then.

"I have just been over to camp at
Dunn Loring, said Jim to a Star re-

porter, "and I went over to see If there
was an opening for any business iu my
line. I did a good deal of business
during the war in several lines.

"I sold thousands of your Star extras
for 25 cents apiece. That was In the
Union camps. I sold hundreds of theni
in the Southern lines for several times
that. And 1 sold a good many things
besides newspapers, too, I can tell you.
For a year I did a rushing business
with an old wagon iu It. More than
once I was chased by the cavalry on
both sides, but I knew the lay of the
land and 1 always got away to bob up
secretly .somewhere else.

"The best stroke of business I did
was in selling pies In the camps. I
got rid of tons of them and they paid
well. Soldiers seem to like pie better
than any other class of human beings.
I suppose It reminds them of home and
mother. Some of the pies I used to sell
them must have reminded them of their
grandmothers. Now and then the
baker couldn't make pie fast enough
to keep up with my trade and then I

had to make them myself. That was
the kind that probably made the boys
thinks of the old folks at home.

"I think the best customers I had
were the Pennsylvania bucktails.
Great Scott! But they were pie

Every one of them stood six
feet in his stocking feet and the way
those long-bodie- d citizens could put
away my goods was a caution.

"One of the pleasantest recollections
I have of my army experiences was of
a little transaction on a pretty June
day when I sold a plain old custard pie
for tlte gentle sum of one hundred dol-

lars. 1 had disposed of all my stock
except this one old pie that had been
around with mo all day. As I was
coming across the Long bridge I met a
Jersey artilleryman. He stopped me
and asked me If I had any pies. At
first I was tempted to tell him I hadn't.
But he lifted the lid of my big basket
and saw the one pie. Then he rammed
his hand deep into his trousers pocket
and pulled out a bill. Grabbing the
pie with one hand he shoved the bill
at me and went on. I called out to
iilm that there was some change com-

ing to lilm.
" 'Oh, go to blazes with your

change,' was all the politeness I got
,for my honesty, and I took up my
basket and went on.
. "I hadn't gone far before I looked at
the bill, which up to that time I had

suppose-- to be a dollar note. To my
surprise it was a
bill of the Allegheny Bank of Cumber-
land. That was In the last days of
the wildcat system of banking. I
thought I had been fooled with some
worthless paper, but reconciled myself
with the thought that the pie wasn't
any better than the bill. In fact, I was
sine that the pie was bad, and there
was yet some doubt about the bill. The
next day I took It to the bank and to
my evei lasting sin prise they cashed It
for $03.00. The Jerseyman had evident-
ly won It at poker and did not know its
value. He probably thought he was
playing a good joke on me.

"Those were good old times. We
shall never see their like again. Think
how Impossible it would be for any-
thing like that to happen now." Wash-
ington Star.

And it should be
so constructed as to retain its proximi-
ty to the ground, despite the rocking ol
the car. This could be devised, and it
ought to be.
