Blew Himself into Identity.
Samuel llagerty, a prosperous and

wealthy fanner, living three miles south
of Payne, Ohio, committer! suicide in a
most shocking manner. He took a quan-
tity of dynamite and went to the field, an-
nouncing his intention to blast stumps. A
short timo afterward the neighborhood
was aroused hya violent explosion. Fear-
ing something was wrong they hurried to
the scene and found a few scattered rem-
nants of the despondent man. An inquest
established the fact that the deceased had
placed several pounds of the explosive in
a large stump, sat thereon and deliberately
lighted the fuse.

Attorney General G rices Rcsicns.
Attorney General Griggs has hauded to

the President his resignation, to take ef-

fect March 31. Mr. Griggs intends to leave
Washington for his home in .New Jersey,
where hereafter ho will reside. His in-

tention is to resume immediately the prac-
tice or his profession. It is stated by his
authority that he will be associated as
counsel with the linn of Dill, Itomeisler &
Baldwin, of New York City. Mr. Griggs
also has formed a partnership with Mr.
Dill, of Jersey City, under the firm name
of Griggs & Dill, for practice in New Jer-
sey.

Frank D. Baldwin
of the Fourth United States Infantry-- , and
one insurgent oSieer and twelve men with
Bijtcen riiles to Col. Walter S. Schuyler
or the Forty-sixt- h Volunteer Infantry.

'For Fair Play.
Washington special: The fact that

Russia is inquiring what the United States'
naval strength in Asiatio waters fs, leads
some diplomats to believe she is quietly
preparing for a war, and would like to
purchase some of our ships. It is under-
stood that the United States, England,
Germany and Japan will oppose a secret
treaty between Itussia and China by which
the former will control the Manchuria.

The condemned man
made no request except that the coffin be
kept out of his sight. By a special act of
the legislature, the law prohibiting public
hangings was recently repealed, and this
was the first execution under t lie new law.

SHOOTS A GIRL-KIL- LS HIMSELF.

Lovesick Youn Man Falls to Murdtr and
Succeeds at Suicide.

Garfield Trihble. aged 21, shot and
mortally wounded his sweetheart, Stella
Snow, 17 jears old, the daughter of Mrs.
James Snow, residing four miles north
of Br.i7.il, hid., and thou shot himself.
Tribble ami Miss Snow had been keeping
company for three years, and were en-
gaged to lie married, but recently Thomas
Sipes, a young farmer, engaged board
and lodging with the Snow family, and
frequently accompanied Mis Snow to
church and social gatherings. This in-

censed Tribble, who a few weeks ago
reprimanded his betrothed for permitting
Sipes to accompany her. Finally a quar-
rel resulted, and they agreed to break
their engagement. Tribble. however,
was deeply infatuated with Miss Snow,
and besoiulit her to reconsider the stand
she had taken, but Miss Snow was ob-

durate, and the other day he called at-

tired in a handsome suit ot black cloth-in- s

and secured a conversation with Miss
Snow. He placed two chairs side by shin
and told tbe girl to sit down. She obey
ed, and he seated himself in the other
chair and then asked Stella if she was not
sorry she jilted him. She answered no,
and Tribble instantly drew his revolver
and fired three shots at her, one taking
effect in her right side, the other in the
left side of the ueck, and another bullet
passing through the fleshy part of her
right arm. He then walked out in the
front yard and fired one bullet into hi3
own stomach and another in his brain,
which caused his death in a few hours.
Miss Snow cannot recover.

GIRL SITS ON THIEF.

to deliver the first. Mr. Humphries, who
was o2 years old, wa3 well known in
musical circles throughout tho country
as an oratorio singer ot ability. He was
unmarried.

LEPROSY IN THE PHILIPPINES.

Dlseass Is Prevalent Plans to Establish
Leper Colony.

Marine Hospital Surgeon Perry, quar-
antine oflicer for the Philippines, has for-

warded to Washington an ollicial report
on leprosy in the Philippines. He says:
"Leprosy is widely prevalent over the
entire archipelago, but the greatest num-
ber of cat.es exists in southern Luzon and
the southern islands. It is quite preva-
lent in C'elui, the number of lepers beiug
estimated at 2.000. The total number of
cases in the islands is estimated at 20,-00-

but the actual number is not known,
and a census is ditlicult on account of the
majority of cases being in the rural dis-

tricts. The cases in Manila and sur-
rounding country are isolated in a

hospital uuilcr the auspices ot
the Manila Board of Health. There is
also a leper hospital at Cebu. Au at-

tempt at segregation and isolation of the
lepers in the islands lias been made by
the army official, and several months
ago orders were issued from headquar-
ters directing that a hospital in each dis-

trict be set aside for the isolation of the
lepers that could le apprehended, and a
board of army officers was detailed re-

cently to investigate several islands for
the purpose of selecting a suitable one
for a leper colony, the intention being to
deport all cases of leprosy to this place
for segregation and isolation."

COLLECTOR KILLS HIMSELF.

Charles Llnvlll: Takes His Ltje In o Chi-
cago Bank.

Charles Linville, for years a trusted col-

lector of the Union Trust and Banking
Company at 133 Dearborn street, Chi-
cago, shot and killed himself at his desk
in the offices of the company. The shoot-
ing, coming without any warning and
while the collector was apparently busily
counting money which lay on a desk be-

fore him, caused the greatest commotion
among the employes. A physician was
summoned, but before his arrival the
wounded man had expired. No reason
can be given for the suicide, and so far
as is known Linville's accounts are well
balanced. He was 32 years old and had
been employed by the Union Trust Com-
pany several years. He leaves a widow
and several small children.

OHIO WOMAN WRECKS A SALOON.

Mrs. Mel Hayes Breaks. Plate-Glas- s and
Pours Liquor on th: Boor.

The Carrie Nation craze struck Butler,
Ohio, when Mrs. Mel Hayes, wife of a
barber, smashed Taylor's saloon windows
and wrecked the fixtures. The woman's
husband and several other men were in
the saloon when she made the attack.
Several well-aime- d rocks demolished the
plate-glas- s windows, and the woman,
single-hande- went in and reduced the
fixtures to kindling wood. The liquor
was poured out on the floor, the proprie-
tor making no defense. All the others,
including Hayes, made their escape at
the rear and scaled a ten-fo- fence.

HELD AS CAPTIVES OF INDIANS.

Message In a Bottle Reports Wreck of the
Rover and Bondags of Men.

A message found in a bottle picked up
on the beach at Galveston, Texas, says
the schooner Kover of New York was
wrecked at Cape Horn, and that the two
writers of the message Joseph and
James, Swift are captives of the Terra
del Kurgan Indians.

Pastor Accepts His Defeat.
Rev. Mr Harris, the pastor who was

locked out of his church at Fort Recov-
ery, Ohio, for preaching sanctification,
has resigned. He said he would step out
if a passage of scripture could be quoted
showing he did not preach Bible teach-
ings. A verse relating to brothers creat-
ing dissension was read and immediately
the pastor quit his charge.

Pirates Are Worsted.
Mail oriental advices give details of a

sharp fight between an Italian cruiser
and a large Chinese junk, with forty
pirates aboard, which was caught over-
hauling a small trading junk, a portion
of whose crew and passengers bad been
killed and injured before the cruiser
reached the scene. Only eleven of the
pirates were left alive.

Louisiana May Raise Tea.

MUTINY IN A MINE.

Kansas Convicts Holdine Guards as
Hostnces Arc Awcil.

Three hundred convicts, maddened by
long hours of labor and hard prison fare,
mutinied iu the mine at the State peni-
tentiary at Lansing, Kan. They seized
their guards and for thirty-si- x hours held
them as hostaces 720 feet under ground.
In the meantime thoj stalked in bands
through the workings of the shaft, cry
Ing death to all oilicers of the law and
threatening to blow up the mine.

For thirty-si- x hours the desperate pris-
oners had absolute control of the mine.
They refused a guard to ascend
in the cage, but every now and then sent
aloft a note to the warden offering to ne-
gotiate. The warden rejected all offers.

"We will kill the guards, blow up the
mine and die ourselves," came a mes-
sage.

Still the warden was defiant. Convicts
and guards in their power were becom-
ing more desperate with hunger. They
had lived on the corn provided for" the
mules in the mine. Rumors were spread
that the guards had been slain and these
set all Lansing and Kansas as well wild
with excitement. .

"Go down with a party and shoot them
down," urged the citizens. Warden Toni-linso-

said: "No; I'll starve them out.
To descend the shaft would mean the
murder of scores, for some are life-ter-

men and desperate beyond comprehen-
sion." t

As Tuesday night wore on the warden
held a consultation with his officers, and
It was decided to attempt a rescue of the
guards and also to overawe the convicts
and force their surrender. Selecting his
men, the warden, with seven or eisht
guards, heavily armed, entered the hoist
and were soon speeding downward.
When near the bottom of the pit a heavy
fusillade was opened, the shots being
Srcd toward the top of the shaft.

This took the convicts by surprise, and,
thinking that the shots were intended for
them, they hastily fled, leaving the
guards, who were soon joined by their
comrades, after which they were sent to
the top. The armed guards then start-
ed nfter the convicts and soon had the
ringleaders under arrest, when the others
gave in and surrendered unconditionally.
The work of taking them to the surface
began, and before morning the convicts
were again behind the bars of their cells.

CIVIL WAR IN RUSSIA.

Students Shot Down at Cathedral and
Anarchy Is Threatened.

Unless prompt measures are taken by
the Russian authorities it is believed
that a revolution, beginning in St. Pe-

tersburg, will spread like wildfire all
over Russia. The seditious element,
consisting of university students, social-
ist demogogucs and the oppressed wage
earners, is massing its forces against
aristocracy and the Greek hierarchy and
even threatens the life of the Czar. The
plotters have already attempted the lives
of two ministers.

The worst of the .riots that have been
ot daily occurrence during the past fort-
night took place Tuesday on the occasion
of a solemn mass in the Cathedral of
Our Lady of Kazan for the repose of the
soul of M. Bogoliepoff, tbe minister of
public instruction, who was shot and fa-

tally wounded by Karpovich. The police
fired their revolvers and It is said that
five students were killed and eighty
otbers cither seriously or slightly injured.
Wholesale arrests, including many wom-
en, followed the rioting.

The attack by the police was extreme-
ly brutal. Women who made no demon
stration were treated in the most cruel
manner. Alarm pervades in high Rus-
sian circles. The police have notified
house owners to have their dvorniks, or
house police, report for duty nnd hold
themselves in constant readiness.

A remarkable feature of the demon-
strations has been the prominent part
taken by women of the higher classes of
the university.

COST OF A BIG STRIKE.

Millions of Dollars Lost in Chicaco in
One Tear's Time.

The tremendous cost of labor difficul-
ties is clearly portrayed in the Chicago
building trades strike which is now thir
teen months old. Reports from Chicago
are to the effect that in the conflict the
workmen lost in wages more than $5,000,-000- ;

the building contractors lost over
$7,500,000 in profits, and the material
suppiy men another $7,000,000 through
material unsold. In addition, the retail
business of the city has been at a stand-
still for the past year.

The strike was declared by the Build-
ing Trades Council, which at that time
had 20,500 members. Other labor unions
in the building trades, outside the coun-
cil, had a membership of over 29,000. In
addition, there were over 3,000 unorgan-
ized men.

There was some trouble between the
Building Trades Council nnd the Build-
ing Contractors Council, and, as neither
side was willing to yield, a strike fol-

lowed. The value of the building in pro-
gress nt the time of the strike was 0.

In three months this shrunk
to $3,500,000, and the amount of build-
ing work planned, but stopped on account
of the strike, was $50,000,000. During
the progress of the strike five persons
have been killed and 221 assaulted and
more or less seriously injured. It is esti-
mated that nearly 54,000 persons have
left Chicago for other cities as a direct
result of the strike.

REJECTED BY BOTHA.

Peace Terms Olfcrcd Ho Not Please
liner Leader.

Joseph Chamberlain, the British Co-

lonial Secretary, informed the House of
Commons Tuesday that Gen. Botha has
rejected the peace terms offered him.
Gen. Botha, Mr. ChamberlaV said, had
conveyed the information in a letter to
Gen. Kitchener, in which he announced
that he was not disposed to recommend
the terms of peace Gcu. Kitchener was
instructed "to offer him, to the earnest
consideration of his government. Gen.
Botha added that his government ami
its chief officers entirely agreed with his
view. Tile responsibility for the con-
tinuance of guerilla warfare to the bitter
end consequently rests with Gen. Botha,
and those whom he was consulting. This
was the impression which Mr. Chamber-
lain clearly conveyed.

The ministerialists -- accepted Gen. Bo-

tha's answer philosophically as a proof
that the war must go on until the Boer
leaders were captured, says a London
correspondent, and the Chancellor of the
Exchequer might as well pigeon-hol- e his
more favorable budget and warn taxpay-
ers to prepare for the worst, the sugar
duty as well as the increased income tax.

The pro-Bo- Liberals, who are look-
ing for strange revelations from Holland,
are predicting that Gen. Botha will have
a version of the negotiations quite dif-
ferent from the one authorized by the
foreign office.

PRICE OF WAR AND CONQUEST.

The total appropriations for military
and naval purposes made by the Re-

publican Congress aggregate
This mentis tb.it the head of

the aernge family of live persons must
pay tills year about J?2S as bis share of
the taxation necessary to meet tills
military outlay. The New York World
Tiiotes William Pitt us saying:

"To levy a direct tax of 7 per cent is
a dangerous experiment in a free coun-
try, and may excite revolt; but there is
a method by which you can tax the
Inst rng from the back.:inil the last bite
from the mouth without causing a mur-
mur against high taxes, anil that Is to
tax a great many articles of daily use
and necessity so indirectly that the
people will pay them and not know It."

Tbe men who are responsible for
these enormous appropriations act
upon tiie theory that because federal
taxation is not direct taxation thu
American people will be slow to resent-
ment. The Federal method of ludlrect
tnxntion is somewhat slow in reaching
the Individual, or rather It should he
said that the individual Is somewhat
slow In realizing, but the burden exists
and the individual pays his proportion
of taxation although be dbes not read-
ily recognize tho burden. When we
sec the government expending billions
of dollars In order to maintain

policies we do not realize
that someone must foot Hut-h-

ill. We
do not seem to appreciate the fact that
money does not grow ou trees. The
present administration appears to have
no concern for tbe value of money, ami
it Is squandering dollars at a reckless
pace. Bryan's Commoner.

Good Chance for it Deficit.
The bill to reduce national taxes goes

Into effect on the 1st of July, with the
exception of a few paragraphs which
take effect Immediately. The reduc-
tion effected by the bill is estimated at
$40,000,000. It is $10,000,000 more than
the reduction recommended by Secre-
tary Gnge in his report of last Decem-
ber, and at least $40,000,000 more than
he now thinks can be spared In view of
the exceeding liberality of Congress.

The facts justify the conclusion that
the general government will need more
rather than less revenue in the imme-
diate future. The most important of the
facts tending to this conclusion are
these.

During the Inst calendar year the
revenues of the national government
except from postage and sales of public
lauds, amounted to $574,400,000, round
figures. The postal revenues are less
than the postal expenditures, which
also are omitted from the treasury
statements. Mr. Gage was recently
quoted as saying that tbe revenue un-

der the laws as they then stood bad
reached the maximum, nnd that a
shrinkage rather than an increase in
the customs receipts was to be antici-
pated. Other treasury officials v-- re

quoted to the same effect.
By the bill which passed the receipts

of $574,000,000 for the last calendar
year will be cut to $534,000,000 for the
next fiscal year, for which appropria-
tions of at least $030,000,000 have been
made. There Is an excellent prospect,
therefore, of a deficit of not far from
$100,000,000 unless the Republican Sen-
ators were greatly mistaken about
the appropriations. But there is
a surplus of nearly $14S.W0.00O
in the treasury, exclusive of trust
funds. The next Congress, however,
will either have to lay more taxes or be
less prodigal than the present one has
been. And the latter, with shipping
bounties and a costly canal to provide
for. will be no easy matter.

Staccerinc the British Taxpayer.
In the beginning, the British Ministry

estimated that the South African war
would eost $50,000,000. Already Great
Britain has paid $407,000,000 ou ac
count of this war, and the estimate for
the war expenses during the coming
year amounts to $350,000,000. It will
be remembered tiiat Ooin Paul said
that if Great Britain conquered the
Boers it would be at a eo,st that would
stagger humanity. The cost iu human
blood has already "staggered human-
ity," and the cost In dollars and cents,
now rapidly Hearing the billion dollar
mark, is bearing dowji heavily upon the
British taxpayers. Bryan's Commoner.

Commissions in
the army ought never to bo political
gifts. They bhould be open to all re-

gardless of political or social or per-

sonal influence. Military oilicers of the
United States should owe their com-

missions to their own merit alone, and
their allegiance solely to the constitu-
tion and laws.
