Before leaving
his room in Xonak's Hotel, he gathered
together all of his papers, taking thjtti
from his pocket, from his vali-- e and

Czolgosz says that he made a circuit-
ous aud aimless trip about the eity, and
that at some point, which he cannot now
describe, lie came upon an open sewer.

ing searched, and, if such a thing is pos-

sible. thop papers will be recovered.
On authoritative information it can he

She has hecu in Buffalo
three times since July lli. having left the
city the last time four days before the
attempted assassination. Emma Gold-

Carl Roewer, the sou of Mr.

strangulation at his home on the Troy
pike, near Dayton. Young ltoewer was
making ready to attend the Carnival at
Dayton, and while drying his face with
the long towel lie became entangled in its
folds, lu his efforts to release himself he
drew the towel tighter and tighter until
death ensued.

Auditor of State Guilbert has received a
communication signed by
citizens and taxpayers of Itichland County
that he investigate all the financial trans-
actions of the county. Practically all taxes
recovered by the inquisitor of htat county
were found to have been allowed to tiie
inquisitor, his lawyer and the County
Auditor, and on that account the State
Auditor had already begun to investigate
the tax affairs there.

We
were then In North Carolina, between
Cheraw and Fayetteville. Kilpatriek
knew that Haider's Infantry were re-

treating toward Fayetteville. iu front
3f htm, and that Wade Hampton's cav-
alry were behind him, and he posted
his three brigades on the evening of
March 9 to intercept the latter. Hamp-
ton, litiding Kllpatrlck's division inter-
posed between ills own command and
Hardee's coniruantl, resolved to attack
Kilpatriek before daylight ou the 10th,
surprise his camps, and disperse ills
uii'ti. He made the attack and cap-
tured KllpatrlckV headquarters, artil-
lery and many of ids men.

"Kilpatriek told me himself of bin
part in the affair. He slept that night
Iu a house at the intersection of the
Morgantown road and another, with
his artillery parked near. Toward
morning lie pot up and stepped out on
the front porch. While lie was stand-
ing there In his night shirt several
men in Union uniform rode up anil in-

quired for Kllpatrlck's headquarters.
The General was suspicious and re-

plied, 'Down the road half a mile.' The
cavalrymen turned without a word and
galloped down the road, and jut then
Kilpatriek sjiw the enemy charging in
force down on his sleeping camp. He
ran around the corner of the house unci
made a bee-lin- e for the swamp near.

"The rebels rode pell-iue- ll through
the camp, drove the artillerymen from
their guns and scattered the cavalry
blvcnacked near headquarters. Mean-
time Kilpatriek caught n horse, mount-
ed him bareback and, riding back in
his night shirt, rallied his men. charged
the rebels, recaptured tils artillery and
headquarters and drove Hamilton's"'
men in disorder from his camp. He
told me that it looked like a hopeless
case at first, but when his mot: one be-

gan to light the firing brought more,
anil that when he ordered the charge he
never felt bettor in his life or surer of
victory."

"I was in that fight, myself," said an
old Tenth Wisconsin battery man, "and
I rcmemlcr some things better than
even Kilpatriek himself. One of his
brigades never reached the post as-

signed to it for that night. It was, In
fact, ten miles behind, because the guns
of one part of the battery (two Bod-man- s

of the Tenth Wisconsin and four
captured guns) could not move as rap
idly as the cavalry. I had eight horses
to each gun, and yet the roads were
in such condition that we could not get
up to our place In line for the night ami
the brigade camped so far to the rear
tis to leave open the road Kilpatriek
had ordered covered. Hampton dis-

covered this gap and so was able to
ride almost unmolested on Kllpatrlck's
camp.

"Hampton's scouts were pretty well
informed ns to Kllpatrlck's where-
abouts and the plan vas to capture
him. But it was Kllpatrlck's habit to
wake his escort and artillerymen every
morning and it was this habit that

him that morning. He had al-

ready spoken to the sentinel on duty
to wake the men when the squad of
cavalrymen in Union uniforms rode up.
The rebel charge came like n whirl
wind a moment later, and it seemed
that everything had been captured or
overwhelmed. Several other officers
were sleeping upstairs In the house oc-

cupied as headquarters by Kilpatriek.
The house was surrounded at once and
the officers were ordered to surrender,
but all except one refused to come
down.

"While they were still In consultation
anil wondering if Kilpatriek was a
prisoner, and while Hampton's men
were scattering through the camp, in-

tent on pillage, a Lieutenant of the bat-
tery crept out to one of the guns, load-
ed it with canister, and turning It in
the direction of the exulting rebels let
drive. The effect was tremendous.
Our own men, hearing the gun, rallied.
The rebels in range, believing that the
full battery was ready for business, got
into a sort of panic. And then came
Kilpatriek, riding bareback iu his night
shirt. My recollection Is that he rode
a mule, not a horse, ami this made the
picture the more grotesque. But his
j lien went In with bugle blasts and
shouts and soon were masters of the
situation.

"The officers in the house came down
stairs to join In the pursuit of the fel
lows who had a few minutes before
demanded their surrender, and in n
rough and tumble light the camp
cleared and everything taken by the
rebels recaptured, except Kilpatriek's
favorite horses. This tight was one of
the most dramatic of the war, aud yet
it was not regarded ns of much import-
ance at the time. If Kilpatriek had not
gone Into the light in his night shirt
the men in the ranks would not have
talked so much about it.

"We artillerymen had ome queer ex
periences during the war. At one time
J had i:--y headquarters in a small. house
on one side of a road, and used rooms in
a house on the other side of the road
for kitchen and dining-room- . Some
years after the close of the war I met
a lady of aristocratic antecedents In
Wisconsin, who recognized me ami who
paid she wanted to thank me for a
great favor done her during the war. I

had never seen the woman and was
greatly puzzled until she explained that
when I occupied the house she referred
to she was a refugee, with absolutely
uo means of support, and that my cook
fed her for two or three mouths on ra-

tions drawn for my table supplies, and
said nothing about It. After that she
Joined her own people and came north."
--Chicago Inter Ocean.

Here is a brigade of us in battle line

across an old meadow; our right nut!
left joined other brigades. We have
thrown down the rail fence, gathered
log ami brush and sod, and erected a
breastwork. It is only a alight one, but
enough to shelter us while lying down.
A division of the enemy breaks cover
half a mile away and comes marching
down upon us.

They are going to charge u, says a
writer In the Detroit Free Press. Or-

ders run alonjr the line and we are
waiting until every bullet, no matter
If fired by a soldier with his eyes shut,
must hit a foe. I select my man while
he Is yet beyond range. I have eyes
for no. other. He Is a tall.'fioldlerly
fellow, wearing the stripes of a ser-
geant. As he comes nearer, I imag-

ine that he Is Iookiug at me fixedly as
I aim nt him. I admire his coolness.
He looks neither to the right nor to
the left. The man on his right ! hit

and goes down, but he does not falter.
I am going to kill that man. I have

a rest for my gun Cn the breastworks,
and when the order conies to lire I can-
not miss him. He is living his last
minute ou earth! Wo are calmly wait
ing until our oltey shall prove a ver-
itable llanie of death. Now they close
up the gaps, and we can hear the
shouts of their ollicers a they make
ready to charge. My man I still op
polte me. He still seem to be look-
ing at me and no our e'.e. I know
the word Is coining iu a few second
more, and I aim at his ehe-- t. I could
almost be sure of hitting him with a

stone when we get the word to lire
There I a billow of Maine a billow of

smoke a fierce crash and 4.000 bill
lets are fired into that couipict ma'
of advancing men. Not one volley
alone, though that worked horrible
destruction, but another and another,
until there was not : living man to lire
at.

The smoke drifts slowly away men
cheer and yell we can see the meadow
beyond heaped with dead and dying
men. We advance our line. As we
go forward I look for my victim. He
Is lying on his back, eyes half-shu-t and
fingers clutching at the grass. He
gasp, draws up his legs and straight
ens them out again, and is dead as I
pass on. I have killed my man! My
bullet struck liiin tearing that ghastly
wound iu his breast, and I am entitled
to all the honor. Do I swing my hat
aud cheer? Do I point him out aud
expect to be congratulated? No, I
have no cheers. I feel no elation. I
feel that I murdered him, war or no
war, and his agonizing face will haunt
me through all the years of my life.

Fought for the Flnjr.
Tilde" Jerry Moore, an old colored

man, who says that he is about 7S
years old, and who lives at 1000 Vin-

cent street, has nn interesting relie of
the Civil Wnr in the shape of an old
tattered Hag, which he got at the sliye
of Fort Wayne, Morris Island, Charles-
ton harbor, about oiie mile from Fort
Sumter, says the Baltimore American.
The old Hag lias numerous bulletholes
In it, but It Is iu a fair state of preser-
vation. "Uncle" Jerry lias attached a
pole to It and huiics 'it out of the win-
dow every Fourth of July.

"Uncle" Jerry was born on Eutaw
street and was owned by Mrs. Itachel
Sank., who also owned his mother.
Jerry was kidnaped, lie said, by a
man who was going to send him to
Richmond, but Mrs. Sanks got a law-
yer and her slave did not go. She saw
that lie got enough money to go to
Pennsylvania. That was just before
the war.

In July. 1SC3. he joined the First
Pennsylvania Colored Volunteers, U.
S. A. The most important engagement
"Uncle" Jerry thinks he was In was
the siege of Fort 'Wnguer, which, he
says, took seven mouths to capture. It
finally capitulated and Jerry was walk
ing guard on the breastworks when a
bomb landed between his feet. Jerry
said he picked the bomb up and threw
it away. This act was greeted with
cheers by ."00 soldiers.

His company (E) was in a fierce bat-
tle in Georgia near Lake City, in which
battle fourteen officers were killed and
a great number of privates. At the
close of the war "Uncle" Jerry's regi-
ment had only 200 men left out of 800.
"Uncle" Jerry has a medal, which was
given to him for meritorious conduct.
He says his mother died about two
years ago nt the age of 113 year.

To My Many Friends: I am pleased

to make a report to you of the pleasant
visit my wife aud I had In Western
Canada.

We visited the territories of Alberta.
Assinlboia, and Saskatchewan and
found them far surpassing our imagina-
tion, but little did I expect to find such
rich, loamy soil, so much of It. and so
uniform In Its level prairie lay. I do
think the soil of Canada as a rule
equals if not excels the finest prairie
farm lauds of Indiana.

Upon Inquiring about
the expense of raising a steer, a farmer
replied that he did not consider It
would cost any more than 1 or $0 to
develop a steer.

I truly think Canada offers a tine
opening for a young man or a man
who is renting land iu Indiana. One
hundred and sixty acres of good black
land will cost you only $10 at the time
yon enter it. and by plowing and cul-
tivating five acres each year for three
years, gives you one hundred and sixty
acres of good land for ?10. This land
can lie liought from the railroad com-
panies, private corporations or the gov-
ernment for 3 to 54 per acre.

From a financial standpoint, I believe
that for n series of years (five), a young
man can make $10 in Canada, whereas
he would only make $1 here, and I reel
sure that 1 spent more money to get
my eighty-acr- e farm In White County,
Indiana, cultivated than it would cost
me to cultivate eight hundred acres in
Canada. This may seem a strong view
to take of the matter, but wltsn you
take into consideratlou Ihe clearing,
ditching, fencing and the expensive
breaking In of the stumps, and then
compare the expense to that of land
needing only the breaking, you will
conclude that It Is not such a wild or
exaggerated statement as tou mlghrat
first think.

I eujoyeJ the balmy, breezy atmos-
phere, which was bracing and refresh-
ing, and the cool nights which made it
so pleasant for sleep.

On making inquiries regarding the
winters In this country I learned that
the people never suffer from the cold,
ns the weather is dry and Invigorating,
and In a great many places farmers
and herders allow their stock to run
outside the year round.

One great advantage to the settlers
In Western Canada Is the free cream-
eries established by the government,
and run exclusively, iu the Interest of
the farmer.

I visited Thomas Daley, a farmer
near Edmonton. Alberta, who showed
me oats he had raised. oine f liV
took the first prize at the I'arls Expo-
sition last year. The same yielded 110
bushels to the acre In 1SD0.
