people of the I'nited St.ites should not
be taxed out of millions of dollars for
the benellt of a few rich men engaged
In private business, Mr. Hatina's patri-
otic answer is that the ships whose
owners are presented with large bags
of public money can be converted into
auxiliary cruisers in time of war.

These ship owners are also patriots
like Mr. Ilanna. When their imperiled
country shall need their bounty-plate- d

vessels for naval purposes they will be
more than willing to let their Imperiled
country have them. They have proved
that. The St. Paul, the St. Louis, the
Xw York and the Paris of the Ameri-
can Line (subsidized heavily under the
guise of mail contracts) were pressed
into service as auxiliary cruisers dur-
ing the Spanish war. That war lasted
but a few months, but here Is what
these subsidized ships cot the Govern-
ment:

"Here were four
vessels which we had been subsidizing
from the time they llrst put the Ameri-
can flag at their ieaks, under the pre-ten- se

that they were to miv us in our
emergency, and when that emergency
came these liberal, patriotic owners
were so exacting and exorbitant, or our
Government was so liberal both, I pre-

sume, because they had the right to
drive a hard bargain, and they did
that we paid in the six months they
were in our service enough to build one
of the vessels. If not two."

It would be cheaper for the United
States to build auxiliary cruisers out
right than to rely on getting them by
way of the thieving subsidy route. Mr.
Ilanna and his comrades in treasury
raiding, besides being patriots, are de
voted friends of American labor. It Is,
they tell us, largely because they want
to maintain the standard of sailors'
wages at a high figure that they desire
to enrich their ship-owni- friends.
Yet when Senator Patterson offered an
amendment providing that no ships
which employ Chinese crews as Is the
custom on the Pacific shall receive any
bounty under the subsidy bill, Mr.
Hanna and the other Republican
friends of American labor promptly
voted to reject the amendment.

The ship subsidy bill is nn open
fraud. Its real and only purpose Is to
pick the pockets of the American peo-

ple In the interest of the millionaires of
the shipping trust. New York Journal.

The People SInst Foot tbc Bills.
The necessity for protection to our In-

fant Industries engaged In swallowing
up adult foreign Industries Is evident
to every true protectionist. It is glori-
ous to sell goods to foreigners for .half
what we pay ourselves, and we must
not deprive ourselves of the Joy and
glory of carrying our goods In our own
subsidized ships. The Philadelphia
Ledger remarks:

"That is a very magnificent offer
which the American tobacco trust
makes In order to gain a market In Eng-
land, namely: To sell Its goods practi-
cally at cost for four years, and, be-

sides this, to distribute a bonus of
$1,000,000 a year among the retailers
handling Its goods. Its American cus-

tomers are expected to be so dazzled by
the splendor of this example of Ameri
can enterprises that they will fall to see
that they must pay for it."

If the people will only consent to foot
the bills, Messrs. Schwab, Rockefeller,
Duke, Griscom and others will export
the American flag on American ships,
filled with American goods, at knock-
down prices. The trusts will keep enly
the profits, allowing the great American
people to reap all the glory.

GOVERNMENT OF BRAZIL.

Couatitutlnn Cloaely Modeled on That
of the United States.

The Brazilian constitution Is closely
modded on that of the United States,
the framework of government being
the same In all essential particulars.
The executive, legislative, nud Judicial
departments arc separate and Indepen-
dent. The Presidential term Is four
years, with ineligibility to
and the President and Vice President
are elected by absolute majority on a
direct popular vote. The common-
wealth Is. like the- - I'nited States, n
federal republic, made up of the old
provinces of the empire, twenty In
number, as States, and a federal dis-

trict. The Cabinet, appointed by and
responsible to the President, Is made
up at present of six Ministers of State,
for (1), finance; (2), Justice, Interior,
and public Instruction; (3). war; (4),
marine; (.".). foreign affairs; (fi). Indus-
try, communications, and public works.

The term of President Campos Salles
expires In 1002. With Moraes and Sal-
les the Brazilians have turned from
the military and naal men, whose am-
bition has been the bane of the young
republic, and have sought capable civil
administrators. Both of these men rep-
resent the educated class of Brazilians
who made it poxolble for the Emperor
Pedro to express his pride in ruling
over a nation of bachelors and doctors.
President Campos Salles was before his
election to the Presidency Governor
of Sao Paulo, the third of tho States
in population. He held republican
Ideas during the empire, and has ren-
dered useful service since the republic
was declared. He was the candidate
of the moderate or conservative re-

publicans, who favor the upbuilding
of Brazil by participation in the
world's life, hospitality to foreigners,
who may assist Its prosperity, and a
gradual and Judicious advancement of
reforms; as against the Jacobins, who
are hostile to all foreigners, reaction-
ary, nnd Inclined to a government In
which the military element shall pre-
dominate. Chautauqua Magazine.

IMPURE BAKING POWDER 8EIZED.

The New York Board of Health Find It
Contains Alum and Rock. Declare It

Dangerous to Health and Dump
It Into the River.

The New York papers report that the
Health Department of that city has
seized as dangerous to health nearly
two tous of cheap mixtures sold for
baking powders aud dumped them Into
the offal scow to be destroyed. More
of the powder was found In a Sixth ave-
nue department store. Tim report of the
analysis of 'the Health Department
stated that It was "an alum baking
powder" containing alum and pulver-
ized rock.

The different Health Authatities seem
to have different ways of repressing the
sale of bad baking powders. In Eng-
land they have prosecuted the grocers
under the general law and broken up
the traffic. In MIt-our- i the sale of alum
baking-powde-r is actually prohibited by
law. In New York they seize the un-

wholesome stuff and cast it Into to
river, without any discussion. The lat
ter way is certainly effective.

The alum baking powders are usually
offered at a low price, ten to twenty
cents a iound, or with some prize, as a
temptation to the housewife.

Consumers can protect themselves by
buying only high-grad- e baking powder
of established name and reputation.
Do not be tempted by the grocer to
take something else as. "Just as good"
or "our own brand," for the trials show
that the grocer himself is often de-

ceived by unscrupulous makers and Is
selling nn alum powder without know
ing It.

There are several good powders on
the market; let the housekeeper insist
on having what she knows is right,
and not be induced, to risk, the life of
the family for an imaginary saving of
a few cents.

Hit Umbrella "Was Returned.
A well-know- n English dean recently

had the misfortune to lose his um-
brella, and he rather suspected that its
appropriation by another had not been
altogether accidental. He therefore
used the story to point a moral In a
sermon in the cathedral, adding that
If Its present possessor would drop it
over the wnll of the deanery garden
during that night he would say no
more about It.
