Mr. Littlefield. of .Maine. Is authority
for a list of trusts which was lately
published in the Congressional Kee-or- d,

which gives nearly ItiMI trusts and
combines, with a total capitalization .f
$14,000,000,000. This good Republican
authority is a complete answer to the
charge that the Deuoernts had padded
the list published in the Democratic
campaign book for political effect, as
the last-name- d list contained but iJ87
corporations, with a total capitaliza-
tion of $G,07:.443,X.-i- l. This list was
compiled in the summer of 1002. and if
the list given by Mr. Littletield is a
correct one, there has been an Increase
since then of more than double the
number of corporations and capitaliza-
tion. With suchfacts staring the Re-
publicans of Congress In the face. It
would be naturally expected that some
legislation would be enacted to dis-
lodge the most obnoxious trusts that
are protected by the tariff padded In
their interests. Two or three Republi-
can members of Congress did attempt
to lower the DIngley rates and Intro-
duced bills for that end, but the Ways
and Means Committee, which Is con-
trolled by the protection Interests,
would not report such bills to the
House, so that discussion and a vote
might he had thereon.

A great majority of the voters are
favorable to reform, but under the rule
of King Caucus arc unable to obtain it.
now long will those Republicans, who
plainly see that trusts are robbing
them, submit to this corporation dom-
ination? A few independent voters
added to the Democrats in the close
Congressional district, and States
could defeat the ring that now controls
Congress. Will they do It?

For the past six years many Re-

publican candidates for Congress have
promised to vote for reform, but when
eleeted have quietly succumbed to the
trust and combine influences when
they reached Washington. Will the In-

dependent Republican voters be will-
ing to accept the same promise In
1904? These voters must remember
that the Republican party is pledged
to protection, and the Democrats, by
inheritance and tradition and by party
platforms, have always been commit-
ted to a- - tariff for revenue, and are
therefore the party through whom
reform must come.

Extrnvacance of Cons-rcaa-.

The people of the United States have
become so used to hearing about mil-

lions that but few really appreciate
what a large sum a million dollars is.
and yet to even count It, at the rate
of one for each second of time, would
require over 277 hours, or nearly 23
days of 12 hours each of continuous
mental work. The Congress of the
United States, which has Just ad-

journed, voted $1,554,108,514 during Its
two years' work. This sum would re-

quire 35,742 days to count, or OS years
of 12 hours a day, with no time for
eating or even speaking. It Is esti-

mated that one-thir- d of this enormous
sum, which Is beyond the computing
of an man during his life, is either
wasted or used for purposes for which
the taxpayers do not receive any ben-

efit
It is only four years ago, during war

time, that a billion dollar Congress
was denounced, by even Republican
newspapers, as profligate of the peo-

ple's money, and we were told that
new taxes would have to be imposed
if the extravagance was continued. For
the year ending June 30th, 1897, the
appropriations for all purposes were
$396,802,027, but that was the last
year appropriations were made by a
Democratic Congress. Now more than
double that large amount is to be
spent. The Republican administration
has increased the expense of running
the government more than four hun-

dred millions of dollars In seven years.
If this extravagance continues It will

require in the year 1910 that the st

Congress must appropriate over
three billions of dollars to keep up the
pace that the Fifty-sevent- h Congress
has set Can the people stand this tre-

mendous drain on their earnings? Is
It not necessary to take stock and fig-

ure out Just where the leaks are, and
retrench accordingly? The business
man, the farmer and .the mechanic
who have launched on a sea of extrav-
agance are obliged sooner or later to
steer their bark closer to the wind and
seek a safe harbor from the financial
storm that surely follows fair weather.

Every man, woman and child Is now
taxed over ten dollars ever' year to
support this extravagant Republican
goverumeut That means that each
head of a family pays over fifty dol-

lars, which Is more than doubled In
sin Indirect way by the enormous
profits which the trusts and combines
cxtcrt through the working of the pro-

tective tariff. If the cities and towns
of the United States were run on the
same extravagant plan that the Fed-

eral government Is, there would be a
general going Into bankruptcy.

Republican Trust-lius- t inc.
The Republican members of Con-

gress may be backward In enacting
laws that the people demand or de-

sire, but when they come to creating
new offices with fat salaries their in-

dustry Is unquestioned. Having estab-
lished the new Department of Com-

merce and Labor, of course It had to
be provided with officials and clerks
and money to pay them, and other ex-

penses. There are thirteen bureaus,
which are already provided for by ap-

propriations already made. Mr. Cor-telyo- u,

the new Secretary, has fur-

nished an estimate to Congress for the
other three bureaus, which are neces-

sary under the new law, and asks for
$000,000 for salaries and nearly .1 mil-

lion dollars for various expenses. No
doubt all that he asks Congress to pro-

vide is necessary If a real trust-bustin- g

department Is Intended, but until
the Republican leaders are assured
that there will not be any too strenu-
ous work In that direction, there will
be no such extravagant sum voted
as Mr. Cortelyou asks for. The trusts j

By a proclamation given out recently.

Governor Nash designates Friday, April
17, as Arbor Day.

John Sceso, ac,ed 3.", was killeil at the
Morgan Engineering Company's .shops.
Alliance, by a car.

John P. Davis of Coallon. was instantly
killed by a fall of slate. Cone Delaney
was seriously In jureil.

Steve Ragoski, a laborer at Mingo
Junction steel plant, was struck by a
crane and fatally crushed.

Miss Ida Evans of Harshmauville. aged
25, shot herself with a shotgun. It is said
she brooded over a love affair.

The2-year-o- ld child of Councilman John
Cummingg of Kent, ate seven powerful
medicine tablets and died soon afterward.

William Peterson, aged 50, an inmate of
the Seneca County Infirmary, became
suddenly insane, and raved so violently
that ho broke his neck, dying instantly.

W. L. Iecdom, a prominent leaf tobacco
dealer of Manchester, fell from the second
floor of a barn, breaking his leg and

other injuries that are probably
fatal.

At the Uirard local option election tho
drys won by a majority of 32. Seven
hundred votes were polled. The result
puts more than a dozen saloons out of
business.

The falling of a traveling crane at the
factory of the Webster, Camp fe Lane
Company, Akron, caused the death of
Emuiett Crockett, aged 55, and seriously
injured George Foss.

'Chief of Police Gus Kuemmerllng of
Hamilton, has tendered his resignation.
Chief Kuemmerling has made an enviable
record in office and iiis withdrawal is a
surprise to all. Mr. Kuemmerling will be
tho collector for the Mason Brewing Com-
pany.

At Ashtabula, Jay Wilcox, aged 21, an
American Express messenger, and Charles
Weideman, his roommate, were fooling
w itli revolvers when Weideman accident-
ally shot Wilcox through both lungs. The
victim died. Weideman gave himself up to
the police.

Governor Nash has appointed Captain
E. T. Miller of Columbus, to be Assistant
Adjutant General, to succeed Colonel W.
T. Taylor, resigned. The new appointeo
is well known in Ohio military circles,
lie was connected with tho Fourth Regi-
ment at Columbus.

The body of Mathias Blasine, a wealthy
farmer, was found in a ditch near his farm
at Custar, by a searching party that bad
been scouring the country for two days.
Only a few cents was found In his cloth-
ing and it is generally believed that Bla-
sine was robbed and murdered.

The North Bloomtield Banking Com-

pany, capital $25,000, which will establish
a bank In North Bloomtield, organized as
follows: President, George E. Howe;
Vice President, A. E. Huntley; Secretary
and Treasurer, H. II. Hone; Assistant
Secretary and Treasurer, D. W. Russell.
The company will erect a building.

The Supreme Court lays down a legal
principal in a syllabus given out recently
that relieves municipalities of certain
liabilities in "slippery walk" cases. Anns
Gudeman sued the village of Leipsio for
damages for personal injuries. In tha
lower Courts she was given judgment,
which was reversed by the Supreme Court.

Mrs. M. B. McClanahan, who killed her-
self at Piqua, by taking carbolic acid, left
a will written upon the margin of an old
weekly paper, which was found in her
room. It read: "You will give all that
belongs to me to Willie's (Biddle's) fam-
ily." While the bottle of acid bears tho
name of a drugstore, there is no record of
the sale, and theclerks do not remember
selling the drug.' She had acted strangely
for some time.

By the failure of the Central Bank some
years ago, Jacob Korg, than Treasurer ol
Crane Township, Wyandot County, lost
13,518 of public funds which he had on
deposit. The amount was repaid to the
township, and the last Legislature passed
a hil ordering that the money be refunded
to him. The Trustees refused to pay it
back and he brought suit. Judge Young
decided the act to be special legislation
and unconstitutional.
