Chanced Attitude of Legislation In
Regard to Woman's Poiltlon.

No more significant evidence of wo-
man's increasing independence is af-
forded than the changed attitude with
which the lavr regards her status after
marriage. To realize the radical re-

form that has heen effected in this
regard during the last fifty years we
have only to recall the "marriage pro-
test" of Lucy Stone, the famous ad-
vocate, of equal suffrage. Upon her
marriage in 1835 to Henry B. Black-wel- l,

both she and her husband sign-
ed a "protest" against "such of the
present laws of marriage as refuse to
recognize the wife as an independent,
rational being, while they confer upon
the husband an injurious and un-

natural superiority, investing him with
legal powers which no honorable man
would exercise and which no man
should possess." Among the laws pro-
tested against were those giving the
husband the exclusive control and
guardianship of the children; the sole
ownrshij) of the wife's personal es-

tate, unless previously placed in the
hands of trustees? the absolute right
Jo the product of the wife's industry,
.and, finally, protest was made against
"the whole system by which the legal
existence of the wife is suspended dur-
ing marriage, so that she neither has
a legal part in the choice of her resi-
dence nor can she make a will, nor
sue or be sued in her own name, nor
inherit property." Then the newly
marriedcouple cited this as their

, creed:
"We believe that personal Independ-

ence and equal human rights can never
be forfeited except for crime; that

- marriage should be an equal and per-
manent 'partnership and so recognized
by law; that until it is so recogni2ed
married partners should provide
ngainst the radical injustice of pres-

ent laws by every means In their
power." Housekeeper.

vance, while the mail man went back
to arrange the pack of the rear ani-
mal. In about this way the three trav-
elers arrived close to the city of Oaxa-ca- .

Just as Santos went Into Ileal
street with one of the mules, loaded
witli silver, the mail man found it
necessary to remain uhind to attend
to the other obstinate mule. After
waiting a long while for the mail man,
who seemed to have no intention of
putting in an appearance, Santos and
his amasia decided to go on to the
house of Tiburcia Santos, aunt of San-
tos. When they arrived at this house
they discovered that the load of the
mule was nothing less than a fortune
in silver, and they formed the con-

clusion that the mail man was a thief.
It did not take the Santos people

long to decide what to do with the
$2,000 that was in their possession.
While they were enjoying themselves
in the sight or the riches which had so
suddenly fallen to them a brother of
Juan Santos arrived on the scene and
demanded one-ha- lf of the money. In
the quarrel which ensued this fellow
threatened to denounce his brother to
the authorities unless his demands
were acceded to. Then Aunt Tiburcia
made a bargain by which she gave
?100 to each one of the persons hav
ing knowledge of the affair and kept
the remainder for herself. Other rela-

tives came In the case and It was nec-
essary to buy them off. One of the
neighbors also learned what was go-

ing on and received a sum of money
in consequence. After all was settled
Santos rode the mule to a hill outside
the city of Oaxaca and left the animal
there.

Xo sooner had all the $2,000 been
divided and partially squandered than
the mailman arrived in the city very
much alarmed and sought the lost
mule and Santos. A friend of his I.

formed 1dm of the whereabouts ol
Santos. He went immediately to the
house of Santos, but, getting no satis-
faction, called upon the postmaster
and the authorities of Oaxaca and in-

formed them of his troubles. These
officials immediately instituted ener-
getic methods to find the thieves and
in a short time all were aprehended
as well as 1,700.

The District Judge of Oaxaca, as a
result of the trial of the accused per-
sons, sentenced them to periods of Im-

prisonment ranging from eleven
months to eight years nnd nine
months. Six persons were convicted.

FEW --BOGUS SILVER COINS.

Government Detective Tells Why
Counterfeit Dollars Arc Scarce.

A bank cashier of long experience
stated recently that fully one-ha- lf of
the silver dollars In every day circu-
lation were counterfeit He declared
that as there was only a little more
than fifty cents' worth of silver in a
dollar counterfeiters were making
them of the exact purity and fineness
of dollars coined by the govcrnmeut.
The bank clerk said that the makers
were clearing about twenty-fiv- e cents
upon each dollar made. This story
went the rounds of the newspapers
and was believed by most people.

Thomas R. McMauus, the .govern-
ment's secret service operator here,
whose business it Is to know all about
counterfeit money, said:

"I read that statement when it was
printed. It was too ridiculous for seri-
ous attention by experts, but- - as it
was believed by a great many people
it might be worth while to say that of
every 100,000 silver dollars in circula-
tion not more than one is a counter-
feit with any percentage of silver In
it. It is true that a man could make
a dollar with the same amount of
silver in It that the government puts
in it if he could pass it, and many peo-
ple wonder why it Is. not done more
than It is.

"The reason is very simple. All gov-
ernment coins are stamped out of
sheets of cold metal. This gives the
coin a clearness and sharpness of line
that could never be approached In it
coin made of molten metal run in a
mold. Au expert can tell at a glance
a coin that has been run In a mold,
because the metal does not fill out the
lines and corners. So, as a first prop-
osition, your- - successful counterfeiter
of coins must first set up machinerj
that would stamp the coins out of cold
metal.

"Ajilant of this kind would cost so
manj thousands of doJIarsth.it no man
with that much money would think or
investing it in so risky a busiuess.
That is preventive Xo. 2." The second
is that such machinery in operation, if
located In a city,' Would shake the
building and be so noisy that ifwould
soon be discovered. It "would be out
of the question to operate such a plant
in the country;" of course." Inquisitive
people Would-soouho- se it out, and the
government's operators would soon
pounce upon It. So," in brief, I've told
you why" the bank cashier's story was
a very silly one. You can add, to give it
further effect,, iliat an expert can de-

tect a- - counterfeit silver Coin the mo-

ment he sees and touches jt." Kansas
City Star.

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Currency Legislation.
The character and action of the Re-

publican party in Congress has always
been questionable, but If the opinion
of a leading Republican business man,
who is not a politician, is anyways
near the actual condition of affairs, it
certainly is time that there should be
a change In party control. An open
letter from J. B. Corey, the retired coal
magnate, and uncle of W. B. Corey,
president of the United States Steel
Trust, to President Roosevelt, which
says:

"It Is reported, and Is going the
rounds of the public press, that you
propose to call an extra session of
Congress to tinker with our national
currency, hi order to afford relief to
tiie Wall street stock gamblers and
multi-millionai- adventurers, whose
stocks and bouds fill our national bank
vaults and which have brought on the
prevent panic. As an American citi-
zen, feeling a deep interest nnd pride
iu tiie good name of the American
people and the honor of our national
government, I sincerely hope that the
dignity of our nation, the good name
of the American people, as well as
the tuccess of your own administra-
tion, will cause you to refuse to com-
mit such a grave mistake as that of
calling an extra session of Congress.
If you will stop and consider for one
moment, the fact will appear that the
majority of the men composing our
national Congress are as mentally unfit
to legislate upon a financial or curren-
cy measure as they are morally In-

capable of resisting the temptation to
fall victims to Wall street stock gam-
blers and adventurers. It Is a

fact that the political and
business interests of the American peo-
ple are never as safe and free from
disturbance as they are when . Con-
gress is not in session."

That Is a more incisive and harsh
indictment of the Republican party in
Congress than Democratic newspapers
or speakers have ever made, and It Is
hardly possible to doubt Its truth, com-
ing from one so well informed as the
writer Is. He appears to be as well
acquainted with the Wall street ele-

ment tnat controls the Republican par-
ty as he Is with the personnel of the
majority In Congress.

Is It not a travesty on statesmanship
that the business men of the country
have to appeal to the President not to
call Congress together? Congress,
which should legislate for the benefit
of the whole people. But if It Is a
fact that the majority of the Repub-
licans are such scamps as Mr. Corey
says they are. It is no wonder that
scandals are prevalent In the Post Of-

fice, the T'ar and Interior, nnd other
departments of the government. The
only check on these departments being
the oversight of the representatives
that the people have elected.

President Roosevelt may refuse to
take the advfee of Mr. Corey and call
Congress In extraordinary session, "to
tinker with our national currency. In
order to afford relief to the Wall street
gambler," but that would not be a
good card to play when Just entering
upon the Presidential campaign. Those
voters, and they are the great major-
ity, who have no Interest In Wall street
stock jobbing are not asking President
Roosevelt to call Congress together be-

fore the regular session begins, for
they know that the legislation desired
by them, namely, tariff reform and
trust control, is not possible from Con-
gress as at present constituted,

The Republican majority in Congress
will try and get together on some leg-
islation to make a showing that will
Jielp the party In the Presidential elec-
tion, but as the people are not call-
ing for financial laws to suit Wall
Mreet, they will hardly be satisfied
f.vith the being given
the bread and themselves the stones.

Extra session or no extra session,
there Is no hope for the people from
Congress and no probability that Pres-
ident Roosevelt will recommend the
legislation that will curb the trusts
and by reducing the tariff tax lower
the eo"t of living, instead of fattening
tiie trusts and combiues.

Labor Disputes.
The Employers' Association of Chi-

cago pretended to have gone to a great
expense to try and discover what the
increase of the cot of living has been
during the last five years. They em-
ployed a corps of experts to unravel
the knotty question, who have report-
ed that the Increase has been 13 per
cent during the time mentioned. An-
other corps of experts employed bv
Dun's mercantile agency have for
years been figuring on the same propo-
sition and every month publish the
result of their investigations. Over a
year ago Dun's announced that the
cost of living had increased 41 per cent
from the lowest point in 1807, and as
their figures are accepted, the world
over, as reliable, the absurdity of the
results of the Employers' Association
rxperts is apparent. Dun's figures are
based upon the average prices at cer-
tain dates of 350 articles of consump-
tion, with due allowance for the rela
tive importance of each. Since the
highest point was reached In 1002,
there lias since then been a decline of
nearly l! per cent, and from Aug. 1,
100-J-

. to Aug. 1, 1903, there was a re-

duction of '2M per cent, which will
probably be again raised when the fig-

ures are published for August of this
vear in consequence of the large ad-
vance In the prices of cereals. Any-
way, the increase from 1S07 to the
present time has been about 35 per
cent. Every provider for a household
has probably discovered that this raise
iu the cost of living has take? place.
Ever since the Dingley bill was pass-
ed in 1S07, there has been a steady
Increase of prices until the climax of
1002 when tiie beef trust and the coal
Ini'jt put the prices of their products
out of all reason.

As most of the 350 articles of con-
sumption are controlled by trusts and
combines, it is unlikely that the price
of their products will decline until the
monopoly that the tariff protection
gives the trusts is abolished or dimin-
ished. There will be slight fluctua-
tions as during the past year, but no
trreat decline until a panic causes a
lack- - of consumption of everything but
tho necessities or 'the monopoly of the
combines through the tariff, is taken
from them.

The Employers' Association of Chi-
cago ,has been fighting the demand of
the labor unions. for higher wages,
and this one-side- d attempt' to prove
'hat the cost of liflng" has only In- -
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creased 15 per cent and that therefore
wages should be only increased in like
ratio, will hardly settle the dispute.
Wages must keep pace with the cost of
living or the laborers cannot partake
of the prosperity that the trusts, com-
bines anil corporations are boasting of
and to attempt to prevent that adjust-
ment by fictitious figures is only to
Incite strikes and lockouts.

Graft in the Philippines.
The exploitation of the Philippines

by those of our own trust magnates
who are Interested In extending their
operations to those Islands has been
quietly going on, but the big thing,
the building of a system of railroads,
Is now to be undertaken. Secretary
of War Root Is evidently anxious to
help his corporation friends by giving
them government aid to build the pro-
jected rallroadviu Luzon and the oth-
er Islands. The proposition Is to guar-
antee the Interest on the amount of
the cost of the roads, which would be
sufficient to induce capital to Invest In
the enterprise. This of course means
that a deal has been made between the
War Department and the railroad pro-
moters, for official information is given
out that "engineers have been making
surveys In the Islands and railroad
men have been In consultation with
the Secretary of War on the project
and It has reached such a stage that
it Is believed early action will be tak-
en looking to the building of railroads
on an extensive scale."

The scheme seems to be that the gov-
ernment Is to give the railroads char-
ters and right of way over the gov-
ernment land and guarantee the inter-
est on the cost of building the roads.
This will be an incentive to swell the
cost of the building of the roads so
that the insiders can at once secure a
good rake off. The railroads will then
have to be capitalized for probably at
least double what they actually cost
and the government will have guaran-
teed Interest on the watered stock.
This Is n nice scheme for the friends
of Secretary Root and as he Is about
to retire from the cabinet, there Is no
reason why he will not himself partici
pate In the proceeds.

How the government the people
who pay the taxes will come out in
the deal can be readily imagined and
that freight and passenger rates will
be exhorbitant Is a certainty. That
the government will be called upon to
pay the Interest and eventually the
principal on the securities issued on
the railroads is the history of all like
undertakings and that the taxpayers
of the United States will be the even-

tual sufferers is almost a certainty.
Graft under the present administra-

tion is becoming epidemic.

Needed at Constantinople.
Instead of cruising around summer

resorts and gambling establishments
the European squadron of the United
States navy ought to be stationed In
reasonable proximity to the place
where Its services are most likely to
be required. If that had been done
months ago we should have been
spared some rather embarrassing de-

velopments.
If Rear Admiral Cotton's squadron

had been lying within easy reach of
Constantinople instead of at Xlce
there would hnve been no necessity
for a theatrical parade of executive
orders dispatching the warships to
Beyroot to avenge the murder of a,
gentleman who, ns It turns out. Is still
alive and enjoying rugged health. The
squadron would have been at hand
ready, if necessary, to enforce de-

mands for reparation right at hea-
dquartersready to drop a few

shells into the yildiz kiosk
If the demands were not complied
with. We should thus have been
spared the mortification of hustling a
squadron 2,000 miles on a fool's er-
rand.

There was and there still is every
reason why our European squadron
should be stationed within striking
distance of the Turkish capital or even
before that city.

Our naval forces on this side of the
ocean can probably fill the social en-

gagements necessary to maintain
those high requirements deemed essen-

tial by the late Admiral Sampson. The
European squadron ought to be doing
business. Chicago Chronicle.

Are We a Nation of Champs?
Congress never raises any Inquiry

"as to the goods that pass across the
Mississippi; why should they worry
about goods that cross the St. Law-
rence?

8TARTINQ THE DAY BIGHT. "

First Half Hour Otlen the Hardest
Part of the Twenty Four.

most impossible to rise and go about
the duties of the day.

"It is all owing to the ounce of pre
vention which I take in the morning."

"Believe me, it is bettei
than a pound of cure taken later in
the day. I always make it a point ot
starting the day right. I never hurry
in the morning, no matter how much
I may rush during the day, and I al-

ways have something to stay my
stomach,' as the people
say, before I get up."

"Do you have your breakfast in
bed?"

"Xo, indeed. But I do take my ounce
of prevention in bed that Is, I take
aCcup of clam bouillon or beef tea.
Who brings it to me? you are about
to ask. Xobody. I get it myself with-
out rising. Xo, it Isn't very much
trouble. The necessary arrangements
are made before retiring. On the lit-

tle table at the head of my bed I put
an alcohol lamp, a tiny saucepan, a
bouillon cup, a teaspoon, a box of
bouillon capsules or a bottle of clam
juice, salt, pepper, and a tin box or
a covered cracker jar holding some dry
wafers.

"In the morning when I awak"e. It
It Is anywhere near my time for rising,
I light the lamp and set the water to
boil. I have to cross the room to get
the water, but that takes only a mo-

ment. Then I put a bouillon capsule
or a dash of clam juice into the cup,
pour in the boiling water, and stir
briskly. The bouillon capsules which
I use are already seasoned, but the
clam broth needs the addition of salt
and pepper. I drink my bouillon as
hot as I can, eating two or three dry
warers witn It. Then I He down again
for fifteen minutes, after which I am
ready for my bath, and let me add
that it is always a salt one.

"The whole expense is not more
than four or five cents a day, and the
trouble amounts to almost nothing. I
have been a different woman since I
learned to begin with a relish Instead
of forcing down a few mouthfuls as I
used to do. Try my plan and see If I
am not right." Xew York Times.
