An Inviting Prospect.
Will Canada in the next quarter of

a century take the place of the United
States as the great wheat exporting
rection of the western hemisphere?
Everything points that way. In the
opinion of experts the United States
has reached hlch water mark as a
wheat exporting country. The Increas-
ing population over there has reached
the point when home consumption Is
becoming annually greater in propor-
tion than the Increase In wheat pro-

duction. As a matter of fact, wheat
production Is decreasing over there as
the land becomes more valuable and
by reason of the demand for other
forms of produce for home consump-
tion. It Is said that the wheat crop
this year Is not more than TO per cent
of the crop of 1001 and much below
the crops of 1902 and 1903. It Is esti-

mated that this year the United States
surplus for export will not be over
100,000,000, which 18 less than any year
since 18T8 with two exceptions. Not
only Is this the case, but a considera-
ble quantity of the best Canadian
wheat Is being imported into Minne-
sota and also Chicago.

All this tends to keep the price of
wheat near the dollar mark, and 'dollar

wheat" Is the loadstone that will
attract farmers to the Canadian North-west- ,-

where land Is cheap and can be
farmed on a wholesale basis, particu-
lars of which may be had from any
agent of the Canadian government
The reduction of American exports
will have the double Influence of in-

creasing Canadian production and
keeping up tho price. It constitutes
a roseate prospect for this country,
and needs no optimistic enthusiasm to
foresee the near expansion of the
Dominion Into the actual position of
the "granary of the empire."

stance has been cited In Wall street
circles where as much as one thirty-secon- d

per cent has been lost through
abrasion alone In shipping gold coin,
which would be nt the rate of more
than $300 In a shipment of $1,000,000.

"All of us," said the Colonel, "are
inclined to be impatient with the old
soldier who does not take care of him-
self, nnd who drifts down to poverty.
General Newberry stirred mo up on
the question tho other day nnd the
story Is worth telling, not in pnlllatlou
of a soldier's weakness, but In Justice
to n common soldier's memory.

"On the 24 th of October OfQcer
Ryan on the West Side picked up an
old soldier who had fallen on the

rstreet nnd sent him to the county hos
pital, where ho died nn hour after-
ward, reviving Just enough to glvo his
name Joseph Kimball. He was with
out a home, n wanderer, and his son
nnd daughter had not known his
whereabouts for many days, but the
incident being published, their atten-
tion was called to it, the daughter vis-

ited the morgue, and found nnd iden-
tified tho body of her father. Grant
Post, No. 28, of Chicago took chnrge
of the funeral and gave Kimball the
burial of their order and bore him to
an honorable resting place In their
grounds nt Elmwood. It was a beau-
tiful service and tho bier nnd grave
were decorated with flowers and noth
ing but the virtues of the dead sol
dier were remembered.

"When the regular rites had been
performed, General Walter 0. Newber-
ry was asked If he desired to make
any remarks. Wo all know that New
berry was one of the strictest disci
plinarlans of the general officers of the
old army living In Chicago, and I did
not believe he would have any remarks
to make on such an occasion. But he
had,' and he began by saying: 'This
mnn was a hero. He was a hero be-

cause he performed heroic and special
deeds which entitle him to that dis-
tinction.' Then I knew there was a
story worth telling, and It came In
thus wise:

"'Kimball was a member of my
regiment,' said General Newberry, 'a
wild and reckless boy, but one who
never failed to faithfully perform any
duty devolving upon him. My mind
U carried back to that terrible day of
June IT, 1864, when the army had
reached the front of Petersburg and In
their desire to capture that city pro-
ceeded forward in several assaults
upon the enemy's lines. In one of
these, the Twenty-fourt- h New York
cavalry leading a charge upon a bat-
tery, a compact body of men received
a discharge of shrapnel which killed
nnd wounded 113 of their number, and
It being but a battalion, practically de-
stroyed it In that terrific fire men
lay, in one Instance, five deep upon
the field at 11 o'clock at night, twelve
hours after the assault Under a
bright clear moonlight from the federal
works was observed a movement
among what were supposed to be the
dead, and I, turning to the men be-

hind the works, said: "I will make
a corporal of any man who will at-
tempt to succor that living soldier."

'"Joe Kimball, a boy of 18 years,
rising in his place, volunteered to per-
form the duty. The field was being
swept by the enemy's bullets, nnd hav-
ing been supplied with a canteen of
water, a flask of whisky and a sponge,
he was put over the works, crept
through the abattoir, and down upon
his face nnd stomach 100 yards away,
covering himself behind the bodies of
the dead comrades, pulled this wound-
ed soldier who proved to be Lieuten-
ant Randall of Company B of the regi-
ment from under a mass of mangled
bodies, clearing the blood and sand
from his mouth, and, administering
water and a little spirits, revived him,
and, as a cloud shaded the field for
a moment, threw him upon his back
and ran to the works, safely bringing
him inside. Lieutenant Randall was
wounded In five places and lived for
ten years, paralyzed in his arms and
lower limbs, and all that time blessing
the courage of that gallant boy.

"'But this Is not nil that this sol-
dier did to make hira n hero. The fire
of the enemy across that field that
night was a prelude of their retreat,
and the early morning found our line
following them over that bluff, through
the woods and across the ravine, next
circumscribing the city of Petersburg.
The Twenty-fourt- h New York cavalry
again took the lead In the assault, and
with carbines only made a rush, cap-
turing a part of the enemy's lines and
holding it for forty minutes. The In-
fantry support, owing to the rapid
movements of the Confederates en-
abling them to enfilade the valley over
which they must cross, were unable
to reinforce this gallant assault made
by the Twenty-fourt- and a grove of
timber lying immediately upon the
right, being recognized as a danger-
ous cover for a force to come out nnd
aweep around our rear, taking us pris-
oners, I ordered Corporal Kimball to
lay aside his gun and go through the
woods to the outer line and observe
any action the enemy might take to-

ward such a movement, and to hasten
back and Inform me upon any attempt
on their part to do so.

" 'In about twenty minutes Corporal
Kimball approached me In haste,
bringing his heels together, saluting,
nnd wiping the blood from his lips,
informed me that a brigade was
formed for Just such a movement as I
bad anticipated. In spying the enemy
he had covered himself behind a tree,
the enemy's sharpshooters firing upon
him, cutting the scalp Just in the hair

a scar which his body bears now
nnd the blood had run down over his
face, covering it entirely. This gal-
lant and prompt performance of his
duty enabled the colonel to fall back
to the creek under a bluff and save the
regiment

" 'So I say that Kimball is entitled
to the credit of having saved the en-tir- o

regiment from enpture that day,
and such nets are heroic. Therefore,
I am authorized to say that this sim-
ple soldier, who lies before you, was
a hero. I have gone Into detail, not
bo much for his glorification, but to
give his son nnd daughter, who are in
attendanco in these last rites of their
father, a reminder that any weak-
nesses that have been displayed by
this soldier in ids later life were the
result largely of this wound in the
head, followed as It was In later years
by a sunstroke, rendering him unac-
countable for his acts. I assure them
that their father's life has not been
wasted, but that he bore a glorious
part In that eventful war which made
heroes numerous yet be was one of
the greatest of all,' j

"That was the story, and It waj
worth the telling, most of all, on such
an occasion. The Twenty-fourt- h New
York cavalry, it must be remembered,
lost June 17. 1804. forty killed nnd 101

wounded, including seven otllcers. On
the ISth the regiment lost eighty-seve- n

killed nnd wounded and five officers.
In the assault of that day Colonel Wil-
liam Raulston, Twenty-fourt- h New
York cnvnlry, commanding the brig 0,

was wounded, nnd four other com-
manding officers of the brigade and
division were wounded, nnd at IS
o'clock nt night Newberry wns tin
senior ofilcer of tho division, and
crossed back to the lines of the main
army, which were the advance lint
from that time until tuo next April,
nine days before Lee's surrender."

Sheridan's Other Ride.
"Not much of a giant in size," as he

expresses it, was a lad who enlisted
In the Twenty-sixt- h Massachusetts
Regiment when he wns 18 years and
3 months old. Because of his youth it
was generally his fortune to be de-
tailed at headquarters. When, In
1SG4, his regiment was attached to the
new Nineteenth Corps, he became or
derly to General Philip H. Sheridan,
nnd In that capacity, as he tells the
story In the Boston Globe, he took part
In an enrlier ride at Winchester than
that whicli made the general famous.
Says the veteran:

One day In the dead of wlntet
when matters were pretty quiet, there
was qulto a fall of snow at Winches-
ter, and it occurred to Sheridan that
he ought to have a sleigh ride. A pair
of old runners was found In some
one's vacated stable, and the problem
of a body for the runners was solved
by some roving soldiers who ran
across an old bath tub in a deserted
home, and brought it to headquarters.
"Just tho thing," said Sheridan.

Tho blacksmiths were ordered to
prepare the outfit for use as a sleigh.
They did their best The old tub was
attached to the runners, a pole was
put on for a pair of horses, and with
numerous buffalo robes the turnout
was made to look like a respectable
family affair. Then the horses, a bay
and a white, were hitched to the im-

provised sleigh. "Jump in, orderly,"
said Sheridan. I took a seat at the
general's side.

"What's tho matter with this, order-
ly?" said the general, as he whipped
up the horses. Having all I could do
to hold on, I made no reply. The old
bath tub, nt the rate we were going,
wns liable to drop to pieces at any
moment

"Now, orderly," said the general, "If
that white horse had a little more mud
on him he would be a better match for
the bay.

I said nothing, but I thought the
white horse would get all the mud he
wanted. Much to my relief, the gen-
eral soon espied a lady whom he knew
and asked her to take a ride. She
gladly accepted the Invitation, al-

though if she had known what kind of
contrivance Sheridan was navigating
she probably would have declined the
honor of a spin with the commanding
general.

"Well, orderly," said Sheridan, "I
guess you will have to walk back.' I
walked back willingly, and Sheridan
survived his sleigh ride In a bath tub
to drive Early out of the valley and
be in at tb3 finish at Appomattox.

In a Hospital for Forty-tw- o Tears.
Left deaf and dumb after a severe

attack of scarlet fever when she wns
a child 12 years of age, Miss Eliza
Adams has passed forty-tw- o yars in
tho Louisville City Hospital in com-
plete ignorance of tho place of her
birth, her proper name or who her
parents were.

This peculiar character arrived in
Louisville in tho fall of 1802 from
Nashville, Tenn. She had been de-

ported with the crowds of women and
children of the United States govern-
ment sent out of that State when the
armies of tho North and South were
making its green pastures gory with
the blood of the Civil War, and In tho
deportation she became separated
from her parents and family.

In Nashville n great camp was pre-
pared for the protection of these peo-
ple and for several weeks Eliza
Adams was confined In this place.
Finally she became ill of scarlet fever,
nnd owing to her age she was soon
sent north. Raving in delirium, she
reached Louisville and was taken to
the City Hospital.

She had no friends nnd no one who
arrived on the same train with Jier
knew her name or anything of 'her
pnrentage. Finally, under tho care of
Mrs. Gnrey, the superintendent, she
began to improve, nnd within fire
months nfter she reached Louisville
became perfectly wclLso far as mind
and body were concerned, but the rav-
ages of the disease had destroyed her
hearing and power of speech. Owing
to her tender years, her memory was
also partially impaired, and nfter sho
learned to tnlk by the sign language
used by deaf mutes she was unable to
throw any light upon her history.
Shortly after she became well Mrs.
Garey took compaslson upon the af-
flicted orphan and adopted her as her
daughter, giving her the name sho
now bears.

Many efforts have been made to
learn something of her history and
parentage, formerly by Mrs. Garey be-

fore she died, two years ago, and later
by friends connected with the hospi-
tal. These have been entirely unsuc-
cessful owing to the meager informa-
tion which can be gleaned from her
memories of her younger days, nnd
In all probability her parents have long
since passed nwny.

Those of English Students Are Won
Than In This Country.

American students nre hardly up to
the British standard In the playing of
college pranks. Not long ago on a
wager a freshman of Trluity College,
Cambridge, dressed in his sister's
lothes and called on the head of the

college to complain that "her brother"
was being brutally by tho
:ollege authorities. He wns. so "she"
isserted, overworked, underfed and
cruelly Hogged.

The benevolent old head a man
much more sinned against than slu
ing listened to these charges In help

less amazement
"But, my dear young lady " he

exclaimed.
Thereupon "she" burst into a storm

3f sobs and would not be comforted.
Ills protestations of Innocence only
made "her" weep the more copiously.
The dear old man never had a worse
quarter of an hour.

The following week he saw the
Freshman play a woman's part In n
comedy and tho truth slowly dawned
upon him. Meanwhile, the Freshman
had collected the bet nnd spent the
money in n "party," which ended In
half, a dozen students trying to fight
the police force of Cambridge and
spending the night in Jail.

The old "town and gown" riots.
which used to be such a strenuous
feature of life in English universities,
peldom occur nowadays, hut there was
ono In Oxford not many years ago
which raged for three days and nights
uninterruptedly. Over 500 policemen
were eventually required to restore the
peace. Houses and shops were wreck-
ed and many a townsman and gowns-
man had to be patched up in the local
hospitals afterward.

Being nn nrdent politician, It Is nat-
ural that the undergraduates should
make the college elections, which nre
fought on political lines, exceedingly
lively affairs. Some of the leading
universities return members of Parlia-
ment to represent them in the House
of Commons, but they nre elected by
the dons and graduates without much
fuss and excitement The real fun is
over the election of the chancellor, the
lord rector, or whatever the honorary
head of the university may be called,.
for in that election the undergradu-
ates take a hand.

This position is sought by the great-
est men in the land men of the cal-

iber of Gladstone, Salisbury, Morley
and Balfour. And they are willing to
go through a most severe ordeal to
win it

A great statesman who sways the

FIXING HIQK NOON AT SEA.

Wireless Telegraph? Expected Soon to
Orercotne the Difficulty.

The most momentous improvement
in navigation since the Invention of
the chronometer, more than 140 years
nco. has Just been foreshadowed in a
modest pnragraph In the report of the
chief of the bureau of equipment of
the United States navy.

"It Is believed," says Chief Man-ne-

"that the development of wire-

less telegraphy will enable these (time)
signals to be distributed over water as
well as over land, and that before long
every ship at sea. In addition to every
land station, will receive daily noon
signals from the standard observatory
clock."

What does that mean Nothing less
than the elimination of the last ele
ment of uncertainty from the problem
of finding the position of a ship at
sea. Hitherto the one weak point in
navigation has been the difficulty of
carrying standard time on a voyage.

Observations for local time ns well
as for latitude have been exact, but
the comparison of local standard time
for obtaining the longitude has In-

volved n certain amount of guess work.
The best chronometer is not quite in-

fallible, and some allowance, which
may not be precisely right has always1
to be made for errors.

But with time signals received from
a national observatory every day at
noon the mariner will know his way
over any part of the wide ocean as ac-

curately as If he were threading a
buoyed channel. The chronometer
will Join the cross-staf- f and the astro-
labe on the junk heap of discarded
makeshifts.

And of course a ship that can com-

municate with the shore for one pur-
pose is equally in touch with the world
for any other communication it needs
to make.

Progress or American Press.
In addition to its other distinctions

the year 1904 marks the completion of
two centuries since the first American
newspaper was started, says Leslie's
Weekly. That paper was the Boston
News Letter, whose publisher nnd
editor was the postmaster of that
town. Although the News Letter con-

sisted of a sheet of only T Inches by
10, printed on both sides, It wns tha
only paper that England's colonies in
the new world hnd for over n decade
and a half. Philadelphia got the sec-

ond paper established in America and
New York got the third. All these
were technically weeklies, but often
In the early days there were Intervals
of two or three weeks between their
successive appenrances. The first
dally paper In the new world was the
American Dally Advertiser, printed In
Philadelphia. After nearly a century
had elapsed since the first newspaper
appeared on this continent or in 1S0O

there were only fifteen dailies nnd
190 weeklies in the United States.

The contrast between those days
ond y is striking. There nre 24,-00- 0

newspapers nnd periodicals of nil
sorts weeklies, semi-weeklie-s, tri-

weeklies, monthlies and quarterlies
published in the United Stntes In 1901,
of whicli 2,400 are dailies and 10,000
weeklies. Any one or two or threo
of New York's daily papers of 1904

has a larger circulation than did nil
the daily and weekly papers published
in the United States in 1S04.
