BTITUTION OF OHIO.

IIEINIIL ELECTIONS FOR STATE. COUNTY AND
LOCAL OFFICES.

Be 4t resolved by the General Assgmdly of
the State of Ohio: ‘ﬂ“

S2cTioN 1. That a proposition shall be
nbmluql to the electors of this state oo
the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November, 1805, to amend the constitution
of the state of Oblo, said amendment to be
designated “Article XVII” and to read a3

follows :
Arrices XVIL

Section 1. Elections for suu and county
officers shall be heid on the first Tuesday
after the first Henm in November in the
even numbered years; snd all elections for
all other slective officers shall be held on
the first Tuesday after the first Monday In
November in the odd numbersd years.

SEcTION 2. The term of office of the gov-
ernor, lieutenant governor, attorney-general,
socrotary of state and treasurer of state
shall be two years, and that of the auditor
of state shall be four years. The torm of
office of the judges of ths supreme court

and elrcuit eourts shall be such even num-
ber of wears not less than slx (6) yenrs as
may Bo prescribed by the general assembly ¢
that of the judges of the common pleas
ecourt six (6) years and of the judges of
the probate court, four (4) years, and that
of other judges shall be such even number
of“years not exceeding six (6) years as may
be prescribed by the genoral assembly. The
tarm of office of luxtfrm of the peace shall
be such even number of years not excesding
four (4) years as may be preascribed by
the general assembly. The term of office of
the mombers of the boanrd cf pubiic works
shall be such even number of years not
exceeding six (8) years ax may he so pre-
seribed : and the term of office of nll elective
county, towpship, municipal and _school
officers shall ba such even number of years
not exceeding four (4) years as may be so
preseri

And the peneral
power to so extend existing terms of cfice
as to effect the purpose of Section 1 of thia
article.

Any vaecancy which may occur in any
elective state office other thsn that of a
member of the generzl mssembly or of gov-
ernor, shall be filled by appointment by the
gorarnor until the dizabilily I1s removed, or
& successor elected and qualified Every
such vacancy shall be filled hy election at
the first general election for the office which
Is vacant, that occurs mora than thirty (30)
days after the vacancy shall have occu
The person elected shall ill the offes for
the unexpired term. All vacancigs In other
elective offices shall be filled for the unex-
plnd term !n such manacr as may be pre-

ribed by law.
