GLAD TO TALK,

WILL TELL ALL

Mrs. Harry Thaw on Her Attitude
In the Coming Trial.

DENIES VALET'S STATEMENT

Claims She Was Married to Thaw
Abroad and That She Will Produce
tho Proof in Court Chiof Counsel,

f the Prisoner Among the Callers
at ths Tombs.

New , York, July 4. "When the
time comes, I shall be only too glad
to talk and tell all. I shall not flinch
at the ordeul, nor will I break down.
My one thought now Is to be of service
to my husband."

Thl statement whs made by Mg.
Harry K. Thaw, Just before she was
admitted to see her husband at the
Tombs, and is the first time she had
consented to talk of her probable at-

titude in the couilng trial of Thaw for
the murder of Stanford White.

Mrs. Thaw also denied the state-
ment in the ante-morte- testimony of
Valet Bedford" to the effect that she
was not married to Thaw abroad pre-
vious tortile ceremony porformed by
Rev. Dr. W. L. McEwan in Pittsburg,
at the request of Thaw's mother ."I
was married fo Mr, Thaw abroad."
said Mrs Thaw, "before the ceremony
In this country, and I have the proof,
all statements to the contrary not-
withstanding. I shall produce the
proof at the trial."

Mra. Thaw paid her usual visit to
her husband at the Tombs, remaining
In conversation with him for a con-
siderable time. 'She was awaited out-
side by the usual large crowd of curi-
osity seekers that gathers each day to
watch her come and go.

FOrruer Judgo Olcott, Thaw's chlof
counsel had a conference with his
client. He was accompanied by a Mr.
Keck, who la said to be the nttorney
for the Thaw family at Pittsburg.
When Judge Olcott left he carried
with him a bundle of about seventy I

lotters which Thaw had received
through the mails. Judge Olcott
stated that owing to the number of
lotters. sent dally to Thaw he would
have some member of the law 11 rm
open them In the future before they
reach him and thus' save the young
man considerable annoyance.

Assistant District Attorney Garvau
secured possession of the reports of
the three detectives, I. W. Itorke,
William, McDonald and Harry Raleigh,
who were employed by Thaw to watch
the movements of Stanford White.
Thaw will go to trial on the charge ot

No News of Missing Vessel.

Located at Seattle by the Police.
Result of a Raid.

Seattle, Wash., July i, After an In-

vestigation, begun at the lnstancuof
tho German government, the local po
lice raided a house formerly occupied
by August Rosenberg a bricklayer,
and found a plant equipped for mak-
ing bombs and Infernal machines
Rosenberg, who 'was known us a man
of anarchistic tendencies, left Seattle
(or Hamburg, Germany, on May 1, At
about that flmc the German govern-
ment received ar warning from Seattle
that an attempt would be made to as-

sassinate the German emperor. The
German consul at S.eattle subsequent-
ly received a cablegram from Ham
burg, Instructing him to Investigate,
The articles seized included more than
200 bombs and other explosives, cruci-
bles, a iurnace and considerable scrap
Iron.
