DRAGGING THE ROAD

A MISSOURI FARMER'S DEVICE FOR
IMPROVING THE HIGHWAYS,
How 1, Ward King Tnvented Hia
Noad Deng=Highwnars Put In Wx.
eellent Conditlon nind Malntnined

wt Bmull Cont by the Plan,

Probably no lnvention for rond lm-
provement has heen talked about and
weitten nhont ne much os the King
tond dedg. and It bos aroused groat
Interest wmong the fnrmers through-
out the countey. In the following
artlcle from Parming will be found
some now and Interssiing fnote about
thingnethod of Huproving country high-
wadd at smindl cost:

Ten yeanrs ago a Mispurl farmer
who hidd grown tired of wading through
a “slongh of despomd” evory spring
when the roads were soft, snd who had
ween his nelghbiors lose time, money
and patience when thelr wigons were
hub deep In the mire orf (el horses
tugging and stealniog i thelr hnrhess
to got a balf load to murket, declded
that there must be some remedy for
thig condition, One duy In thinking it
over he made the astonishing discovery
that what made the ronds muddy was
mwud, and that If the romd wis workoed
fnto such a shape that the swater wonkl
drealn off [nstend of sonking Into the
ground arter every praln the roads
would cease to be muaddy.

He rigged up a homemade con-
trivance out of an old wooden punip
stock that the frost had spotled aad un
onk post: By meaus of three pleces of
fenee board e nallpd these together
go thut they were held paraliel to eqcly
other. Then he made a rough plank
platform on which to stand and by
menns of wire hitched his team fo this
clumsy affalr at such a poiut thot It
woltld drag aloug over the road with
i slant of about forty-five degroes,

He began with the road that ran in
front of lis own larm. When It was
at its worst he drove up nnd down
from hi=z own “rant gate to that of his
nearest nelghbor. Like a huge mason’s
trowel smoothing off mortar, It serap-
ed ulong, eutting down the ineguulities
and rough places and filling up the
wigon ruts. He Kept at i, and, after a
number of draggings, In place of the
flnt basin that had served ag o water
course for every storn to settle in, he
had built up a ropd with n crown and
surfuce thut was smooth enough to
shed water “like a duck's back.” In

Probably 1 had many times
before observoed this fuct, but ot nutil
now hiad It occurred to me to lugulire
Into s cause, Examining the eduges of
the wallow, I was hapressed with the
fact that It wis alwost os hovd s o
plece of earthenware, Clenvly this was
bechuse the wallowing of the bogs had
wixed or ‘puddied the earth and the
witer together, forming o kind of ci-
ment whileh dried inte a hord and
praceically waterproofl surfice”

The ecost of making sidd operating
thils dreige 18 so small and the idea that
I embodied in it Is so glmple that the
wonder of It s that s wppdiention
s mot alrendy  become  unlversal,
Konds enn be worked up into an exeel-
lent conditlon and muloinlued at o
cost wf from 53 to $10 u mile.

D the road as soon after every
riain as possible, but not when the muad
I8 In such o contition as to stiek to the
drng,

Do not drag a dey road.

Drag whenever possible at all sen-
gonz of the year, 1 g road is dingged
immedintely before a colil spell it will
freege o a gmooth condition.

The width of traveled way to be
malntained by the dreag shonld be from
elehiteen to twenty lfeet.  Dirst dregg a
Httle more than the widih of n single
wheel track, then grodunlly lncrease
untll the desired width 18 observed,

Always drag a little enrth tosward the
center of the road untll it Is ralsed
from ten to twelve Inclies above the
edges of the trovelsd way,

The nmount of earth that the drag
will carry along cian be very consider
ably controlled by the driver, sccoril
ingly ns he stands nenr the cotting
end or nway from it

When fhe ronds are first deagged
after a very mudidy spell the wagons
should drive, If possible, to one slde
untll the roadway hins & chance to
frecze or partinlly dry out,

The hest vesults from dragging are
ohtalned only by tepeated applications,

Rewoember that constunt attention iy
neeedsary to maintaln an eurth road io
Its hest condition.

Ole Peterson, one of the most ardent
advocates of good ronds in Minnesolu,
Is muking a strenuous effort to arouse
the people to support the proposed cans
atitutional amendment, to be voted on
in November, empowering the state
legisluture to muke u diréct tax levy
for roud purposes, suyvs the Good
Hoads Magnzine, In discossing state
ald he recently sald: “You will find
thut from 40 to 45 per cent of the tux-
nble property of the state is in elty
and villnge property, and 1 thiok It no
more than just and proper that this
portion of wealth should be taxed in
connection with other property I the
stnte for the benofit of better eountry
rongds. ‘The citizens of rural districts
ghould be tharoughly conversunt with
these faects, in order that they may
fully renlize the benefit of state ald
unil that they may better apprecintae
the hportanes of the proposed amentd-
ment. If |t s adopted the legislature
can levy one-foueth of a mill, andd that
quarter of o mill will bulld some nlce
stretehes of highway™
