“I'he rules fur grades are—natlonal
rouds, 8 per cent; departmentsl ronds,
4+ per cent; principul and secondary
lociwl rouds, & per cent, which s the
maxiomum allowed, except in extremely
mountaiuons regiors or on the most
dithcult  sections of the less Im-
portunt roads, where there s too
little traffic to warrant the expense
of reducing the grade to within the
rule.  ‘The wethod of constraction for-
merly was to grade the bed level gaond

SUTCLET IN DAIRYING,

I Ie e Smnll Leaks That Caone the |
Fallures,

Lifttie leaks In the dairy are the
cnude of every fallore in the dalry.
The man who roios hig business by
some wild venture can Justly lay all
Mie blime to a wpleit of gambling. He
hns got the digepse called “gat rleh
quick” which has bheen the ruin of
thousands o this money made age and
has nothing to do with the business he
I regularly followliong, When it comes
to a lfelong occupation like that of
ditirying we must make preparation
for wtopping all the leaks we can and
thus add to the profit of our work.

The trouble with most of us s that
we overlook, don't see, these amall
leaks that make such a Inrge total
when ndded up at the end of the ses
son's work, snys Howe and Farm. To
begin with, most of our dialrymien are
not equipped for detecting these leaks
For lnstunce, one haw often heard that
hiny eut when too old has lost n con-
sldernble portion of Its feeding nutri-
ment—that ls, when the horsesd or cows
eat It they do not get as much benefit
from It as It It had been cut several
days soouer,

But the farmer anawers it |8 much
harder to cure it in & half ripe stage,
with risk of loga from raln, and, aguin,
If he sells It he getds more because It
welghs wore, This first excuse |8 no
excuse al all, for without trouble you
cannot make money. It is this dodging
trouble thut keeps many, If not most,
farmers poor ull thele lves, If you
have to feed your hay on the farm,
then In order to get the greatest ln-
come from It you should have {t lo the
very hest couditlon, and the only way
to do that Is to take more trouble with
It, put it up In smaller cocks, so It will
cure more rapldly, work o little harder
and fuster to avold the rdlp, and you
muny times sove n great deal more
money in the outcome of the crop,

Milk Easily Talnted.

A dirty tln bucket will Injure the
quality of the milk and aflect Injurl-
ously the butter made from that milk,
no matter how carefully the work Is
done sulmoquem]‘

Do not let dirt met Into it and keep
It cold enough to muke good butter,
and then you have mastered the situa-
tlon. One thig about the milk room—
have the floor on the ground and
made of cement, for youvare sure to
gplll more or less milk or eream that
will gpoll and talut the alr of the room,
but If' the floor s made of cement nnd
you wipe it up before it dries no dam-
fge 18 done. If the floor 18 wood you
eaunot wipe or wash the oll out of the
wood, though painting It will help.

If you have been o the hablt of mar-
keting your butter in long rolls or
pucked In Jars or cians, you will be ns-
tonlsbed how much better It will gell
If you make it into pretty prints wrap-
ped Iu purchment paper, It will on an
average sell for & cents more a pound
and sell faster If made to sult the
fancy of the buyer. The grocer likes
to handle pretty looking pats and will
recommend it before n betlér artiviy;
for he knows bhow lady buyers judge
by the looks of things rather than the
taste,

Have your own stamp, so that those
who like the butter will know how to
tell It when they come for more; then
It looks as I you were ready to guar-
anteg the article and were therefore
sure 1t wuas good.

Care of the Cow's Teanitn.

The care of the teats should always
be observed by the milker and when
they get hard and rough should be
nnolnted with vaseline, as erncked teats
are an anooyauce to the milker, hurt-
ful to the cow and have n tendency to
legsen the fdow of milk. Long finger
nalls are also u discomfiture to the
cow, and the mllker should keep them
well pared to avold trouble.

Bome cows will not give down thelr
milk for some wilkers as readlly as to
others, nnd it I8 often necessary to
change wmilkers and try to fnd one
whom the cow takes a llking to and
for whow she will give it down, The
holdiug up of the mlilk has a tendency
to lessen the secretion nod consequent-
ly the flow,

Grow Feed on the Faru.

The Muassnchusetts stite crop report
containg an article by Professor B, B.
Cooley on “Bome Cnuses Affecting the
Profits of Daleyiog'” On the sabject
of fecding daliy enttle the professor
urges that feeds be prodoced oo the
farm as far us possible. Usuilly the
hest practice ls to purchase only feeds
rvich In proteln sod ralse the course
fodders on the farm. Cows fed on star-
vation rations yleld no profit, and those
nverfed with expensive fesds ure ulso
Lept nt & {oss, The polnt of bighest
profit In fewd must be determined by
experiment and caleulatlon and vaties
with the loeality and clreumstances of
the rfeeder,

THE NURSERY.

Care of the Hoom Devoted to the Use
of the Children.

Never sweep the nursery with an or-
diuary brocm, as It ralses too much
dust, A . ft balr broom should Le
used or else a flannel bag put over the
regulur broom. At least every other
day the rv 3 sbould be taken up and
shaken outidoors and the floor wiped
up with a dump cloth, addiug a few
drops of carbolic acld or some other
mild disinfortant to the water In which
the cloth Is damped,

Never under any circumstances use
a feather duster In the nursery. All the
furniture, woodwork and pletures
should be dusted every day with a
damp cloth, belng careful to dust be-
hind the pletures as well as the other
parts. Every week or two dust down
the walls with a damp cloth tied on to
& broom, Cover the crib and bed with
@ large sheet when the room ls swept
aud remove ull the lighter pleces of
furniture after they have been wiped

L off while the room 18 belug clegued,

At least twice a day, even lu the
coldest weuther, the nursery windows
should be opened both top and bottom
for fully hulf an hour and the room
falrly flooded with fresh air and sun-
shine ulso If you can get It.—New York
