here and unveiled today with splen-
did ceremony. Before the exercises a
military and civic parade passed
tin ongh streets profusely decorated In
patriotic colors and 'filled with peo-

ple, for this was made a local holiday.

Medina Dry Again.
Medina, O., Oct. 24. Citizens ot

Medina voted dry after a three weeks'
campaign, by a majority of 97 in a
total vote of G85. Tho vote polled was
the largest ever cast in the village
and the majority given laiger than
that on the previous election. The re-

sult was announced to the citizens by
the ringing ot every bell In town,
amid the wildest enthusiasm of the
drys. The town has boen dry twenty
years.

Thrown from Car Platform.

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REMEDY FOR

DIVORCE EVIL

Comprehensive Measure Prepared to

Submit to Congress.

UNIFORMITY IS THE OBJECT

Heavy Penalty for Divorce Sharks Is

Recommended Insanity Added to
Grounds for Divorce Open Trials Of

Divorce Cases with an Interim Be-

fore Divorcees May Marry Again.

1'hllmlelphlu, Oct. 21. A diuft of n

proposed uniform marriage and di-

vorce law, prepared by the special-committe- e

of the divorce congress,
which mot hero last winter, will como

up for consideration at the next ses-

sion ot the consress In this city,
Nov. 13.

The proposed new act Is divided Into
threo chapters. The first couslsts ot
Jurisdictional provisions; tho second
procedure, and the third general pro-

visions and Is entitled "An act regu-

lating annulment of marriage and di-

vorce"
While little or no change is made In

the given causes for divorce, certain
provis!onsN of tire new act evidently
were made with a view of arresting
the Increasing demand for legal sev-

erance of mnrltal bonds.
Under these stipulations secret or

star chamber sessions for hearing
divorce cases before masters or other
representatives of the courts are done
away with and "all hearings and trials
shell be had before the court. and
shall lu all ca.ses be public."

Divorce, It is provided, shall be of
two kinds nbsolute and divorce from
bed and board. Under the fitst classi-
fication the grounds shall be adultery,
bigamy, conviction and sentence for
crime, followed by two years' contin
ual Imprisonment; oxtrerne cruelty,
willful desertion and habitual drunk-
enness for two years.

The same causes will prevail In the
second clam, with the additional
cause of "hopeless insanity of 'the
husband."

Another enactment ot the proposed
new law prohibits the solicitation of a
divorce ca e by advertisement, circu-
lar or otherwise and prescribes for
such an offense a fine of not more
than ?1,000 and Imprisonment not
more than one year.

It is also provided that "a decree
dissolving the maniage tie so com-
pletely as to permit the -- emarrlage of
either party should not become opera-
tive until the lapse of a reasonable
time after hearing or trial on the mer-
its of the case." The Wisconsin, Illi-
nois and California rule of one year is
recommended.

An annulment of the marital con-
tract as distinguished from divorce
will be made from the following
causes: Impotency, consanguinity,
existing formor marriage, fraud, force
or coercion, Insanity and illegal age.

No divorce shall be granted if It ap-

pears to the satisfaction of the court
that suit is brought by collusion or
that the plaintiff procured or connived
at the offense charged or condoned it,
or Is guilty ot adultery not condoned.
The nw law also makes some Im-

portant changes In the practice and
procedure necessary lu divorce cases
and their trial.

The proposed statute Is the outcome
ofstudy on the subject by lawers .mil
Jurists and prominent churchmn, all
of whom are conversant with e.xlstin ;
conditions or the divorru
evil, and the proposed new act is cal-
culated to 'nsure remedial results all
over the country. Its compilation was
intrusted to the resolutions committee,
which consists of representatives In
congress from this state and New
Jersey, which will unanimously recom-
mend the proposed measure.

SHAW TO TRY

ELASTIC PLAN

Secretary of Treasury Makes Known

His Currency Reform.

INCREASE OF BANK NOTES

Volume of That Kind of Money to Be
Augmented by Substituting Ap-

proved Securities for Bonds and to
Be Retired at Discretion of the
Treasury Department.

New York, Oct. 23. Announcement
was made by Secretary Shaw that
he will stimulate national bank circu-
lation to the extent of $18,000,000 by
accepting approved securities other
than government bonds for deposits
already made, the bonds released to be

used immediately as a basis of circu-
lation without withdrawal from the
treasury. He does not object to the
assignment ot the bonds to other
banks than those now holding them,
but to Insure their use they must re-

main In tho treasury and In addition
the bank taking out the circulation
must agree to retire tho same between
March 15 and Aug. 10, 1907.

Banks will lie required, when taking
out their circulation, to make applica-
tion for Its retirement and the order
of percent of retirement from month
to month will be determined by the
treasury department.

In this way $18,000,000 of additional
circulation can Immediately be Issued
and gradually retired during tho
spring and summer months. Secre-
tary Shaw expects to demonstrate In
limited form the benefits of an elastic
currency.

Secretary Shaw also announced that
from and after Oct. 23 deposits to facil-
itate gold importations will be discon-
tinued. He said In connection with
tho announcement thut Importations
exceeded his expectations and he be-

lieved for tho present the United
States has quite Its share and ho has
no disposition to disturb conditions In
Europe by a continuation of that meth-
od of relief.

changes will be mudo: Secretary of

tho treasury, George B. Cortelyou;
postmaster general, George Von L.
Meyer; attorney general, Charles J.
Bonaparte; secretary of navy, VIctot
H. Metcalf; secretary of commerce
and labor, OBcar S. Straus,

The fact that Meyer Wad to have a
place In the cabinet has been known
some time, but the namo of Straus has

been mentioned only incidentally, If at
all, In the circle of tho president's ad-
visers. The transfer of Cortelyou to
tho treasury, Bonaparte to the attor-
ney generalship and Metcalf to the
navy have been generally accepted ad
among the probabilities.

The appointment of Straus caused
considerable surprise, as It will be
the first case where a citizen of the
Hebrew faith has boen made a iuem-he- r

of the president's cabinet. He
was born Dec. 3, 1850, and is well
known as a merchant, diplomat and
author. He twice represented the
United States as minister to Turkey
and was appointed by President
Roosevelt to fill tha vacancy caused
by the death of Harrison
as a member of the permanent court
of arbitration, at The Hague.

Meyer Is ambassador to Russia, to
which place he was appointed March
0, 1905, having been promoted to
that ofllce following his service as
the ambassador to Itily from 1900 to
1905. He Is a native of Massachusetts
and well known as a business man.

The announcement of the pros-
pective changes In the cabinet was
made after a protracted cabinet meet-lug- ,

at which, It is understood, the
whole matter was considered fully.

Nlven and B. P. Chamberlain, all of
Bellefontalne, wore appointed trus-
tees to wind up tire business of these
companies,

Cincinnati Water Front Case.
Cincinnati. Oct, 23. The injunction

against the Loulsvlllo & Nashville
lullway and tho American Bridge com-
pany from occupying tho public land-
ing at the foot of Broadway with a
railway viaduct, was uphold nnd the
Injunction perpetuated until tho case
can be decided upon by the supreme,
court by the superior court In gonoral
sesslqn.
