Will- - the
coming generation, yet unborn, let
lethargy fetter their patriotism
and cause them to forget the sacred
day, and permit it to grow into
disuse, at the passing of the per
sonal element that hallows it?
The spirit of Americanism answers,
"Never."

The memory of the heroes will
grow broader and grander and
more enduring. The memory of the
soldier will be more revered as the
blessings of their lives and
struggles more develope and be
