
The Siamese Twins at Home.

The recent contradictory reports
fn regard to the death oi the Sia-

mese twins, haw recalled to our re-

collection an account of a visit paid

thetn some two years since, by a

gentleman who made notes of w hat
fee saw and heard at the time the
substance of which we proceed to
give our readers. North Pennsyl-vania- n.

After being exhibited in England
and this country for some years, and

becoming tired of a migratory life,

they settled down, strangely enough,

in the mountainous regions of North
Carolina, where they were both

married, that is to say each took a

wife. These were two sisters, nam-

ed' Adelaide and Sarah Lates; who

were both quite youthful (under
twenty years of age,) when they en-

tered Into this strange union. They
were married at the same time. So
far as the young women were con-
cerned, it seems that all went smooth-
ly enough during the courtship; but
the two brothers differed as to which
should have Sarah, the largest of
the girls, and who is now a bouncing
women of some two hundred, avoir-dupois- e.

Both preferred the same
individual, in the true spirit of their
peculiar twinship. Eng, however,
prevailed and the more portly fair
one became his; while Chang had to
content himself with Adelaide who,
by the way, to any but an oriental
taste, was much the prettiest; being,
in fact, a handsome and showy bru-

nette.
Chang and Eng both established

themselves, built a house, and open-
ed a small country shop, or store, on
Trap-Hil- l, in Wilkes county, N. Car
olina. A Mr. Harris, who had trav
el led with them while they were ex
hibited in the United States, at first
assisted them in their new business;
but in consequence of his not marry
ine to the taste of Mra. Chang and
Mrs. Eng the twins dismissed him,
and since that time have managed
for themselves. The opinion of Eng
is always law; and Chang cheerful
ly submits, as in the case of selecting
their wives, ting signs all the wri-
tings required in the course of their
business; makes all the bargains, and
throughout all their affairs, appears
to be the controlling spirit, it is
said, however, at least Mrs. Eng
says that her husband has much
the best disposition of the two; is
much kinder to their slaves of
which they have a number than
Chang. They can handle an axe
with much force and dexterity pla-

cing their four hands, and exerting
their united strength upon the im-

plement at the same time. They
shoot their game being fond of hun-
ting with the hands of both resting
upon the gun; sometimes one direc-

ting the aim, and sometimes the oth-
er. In walking, or standing, the
nearest arm of each usually reaches
around the waist, or lies across the
other's shoulder.

About the time ihey settled them-
selves in North Carolina, they ap-

plied under a law of the State,
and had the name of Bunker added
to their Christain, or, as I should
have said, Siamese appellatives.
This was deemed necessary to a
more legal, or formal transaction of
their business, in tegard to real es-

tate. Mr. Bunker is their agent in
New York, and is understood to
have some $10,000 invested
for the twins the annual intecest
of which is employed by them in
their North Carolina operations.
Ihey scrupulously forbear to touch
the principal sum in Mr. Bunker's
hands. Since their location on
Trapp Hill they have purchased an
other plantation in Surrey, some for
ty miles distant, and at the time our
informant visited them Chan? and
Eng were there, while Sarah Eng's
wile and her children were at the
Trap Hill establishment As in
point of time the first call was upon
her she, as first, is here entitled to
notice.

He found her with three children
two girls and a boy; the latter of

whom is called Decatur. Iheir
fiat, swarty features, black coarse
hair, and low, retreating forehead,
indicated clearly their Siamese pa
ternhy. In the room where the
guest was received, stood a large bed
some ten feet in width, which Mrs.
Eng Bunker explained, with all the
innocence and naivete imaginable,
was brought into requisition when
her husband, his brother and her sif-

ter visited Trap Hill. "Nothin shor-
ter," she said,"would do for them all."
The woman herself was good look-
ing, though rather corpulent; with
rich, auburn hair, fine teeth, and ha-
zel eyes. The house was neatly
kept, the supper spread lor the visi-
tor, excellent; and although unedu-
cated, Mrs. Eng displayed much1
good sense and shrewdness in her
conversation.
' On paying a visit to the twins

themselves, at the plantation in Sur-
rey, they were found engaged in
thingling a house. The indoor ar-

rangements of Mrs. Chang, (pro-
nounced ,,chumr) were more taste-

ful than those of her sister; as she al-

so excelled the latter in point of per
sonal-beaut- y. She has also three
rhil.lrm: the eldest of whom, reioic- -
ing in the name of Josephine Virgin-
ia is six days younger than Mrs.
Eng's first born. The next child, at
(now that we have come to these

particulars,) was eight days younger
than her titter's second daughter;
and there was about the same dis-

crepancy, (if we may so . speak) in
the ages of the younger, doubly cous-

ins. As to personal appearance, the
children were much alike.

The twins seemed to be very hap-

py; and they liked farming very
much. In regard to politics, they
were decided Clay men; and would
like to vote for him for President, as
they expressed it if he, Mr. Clay,
"would let them." Their religious
views embrace the Eastern doctrine
of transmigration of souls. They
belive, on their death, they (we give
their own simple words) "go in hog
first, and stay until we repent for de
bad in dis world; den we go in horse
or deer, or some good animal, and
stay always. The Christain religion
no good you quarrel too much
about him, too much different church

all de preachers say him right,
'tother church wrong, and, they no
speak true all de time." They were
plainly clad in the home-spu- n cloth
of the country; complain of being
poor "large family coming," they
say, and "must be saving haps have
to travel again some time."

When one is sick, the other is
simularly affected, when one desires
a luxury to smoke, for instance
the other desires the same thing,
In short, what exerts an influence
upon the animal sensations of one,
also excites the other.

Their reflective facilities or ideas,
however, not immediately pendent
on any animal function, ao not seem
to act in common at all times. In
reasoning, thev sometimes reach dif
ferent conclusions.

The Dengue. The Charleston
Banner savs that it is stated on the
best authority .' that not more than
one person in ten in the city ol
Charleston .has escaped the dengue
or brake-bon- e fever. At one time
there were twelve thousand cases
reported as existing in that city.
Though there have been so many
cases, it 13 not a little remarkable
that there should have been none of
fatal termination.

The Mobile Tribune says that in
that city it has prevailed somtime
and pretty generally. It has also
prevailed to a great extent in Lou-
isiana, Florida, Geoigia, and South
Carolina; but we have yet to hear
of the first fatal case of it.

A very romantic origin is given to
the disease. Webster's quarto die
tionary quoted from Tully the fol
lowing account of it: "The disease"
he says, "when it first appeared in
me British West India Islands was
called the dandy fever, from the stiff
ness and constraint which it cave to
the limbs and body. The Spaniards
ol the neighboring islands mistook
the term for their word dengue, de-

noting prudery, which mighi as well
express stiffness, and hence the term
dengue became, at least, the name
of the disease."

The symptoms are said to be ex-

actly like those of yellow fever, and
the Tribune says that some of the
Mobile physicians think it is a mod-
ification of that distemper.

Steamboat Burned. From the
officers of the steamer Patrick Hen-
ry, we learn that yesterday at about
4 o'clock in the afternoon, the steam-
er Meteor No. 3. Capt. Amsden.
from Red River for this port, was to-

tally destroved by fire. The acci
dent took place when the boat was
in the reach ol the river tailed the
"Long View," about fifty-fiv- e miles
up the coast.

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Life at a German Watering Place.
The following sketches' of Baden

Baden are irom me loreizn corres
pondence of the Courier des Etats
Unis:

"National character is very mark-
ed in the different persons here.
The French occupy themselves with
the ladies.tbe English give themselves
to wine, the Russians cultivate gam-
bling. In the country .dance and
Polka the Parisians shine, at the ta-

ble the representatives of Great Bri-

tain take the Jead, and on the green
cloth the children of the North. It
in the familiar conversation of Ba
den society, you hear any affair of
gallantry mentioned, you may be al-

most certain that the hero is a ot

of Richilieu and Lanzun, if,
after dinner, you hear any noise, or
see a man walking with an uncer-
tain step, describing curves on the
sanded alleys, you may say confi-
dently that he is an English gentle
man; if any great stroke at roulette
is mentioned, you may be sure it has
been played by a Muscovite Boyard.

"Poiemkin gained in a single night
a million iubles, thirty villages
and six thousand peasants. The
Russians have remained fauhful to
the habits they practised so largely
under the reign of the great Cathe
rine, but it can be hardly said that
gaming is a passion with them, so
cool and indifferent do they seem
while engaged in it. To see them
follow with a calm brow the ebb and
flow of fortune, one might imagine
they were playing for corks rolled up
in paper, and not rouleaux ot gold.
The Russian ladies share this phleg
matic love of gaming. Those who
do not wish to show themselves at
the thirty and forty tables, play in

the private parlors at a national
game they call Preference.

"When a card table is arranged
for the Russians, a pack of cards, a
piece of chalk and a brush is
placed on the green table cover.
After each hand, the players write
down on the table with the chalk
the points they have made. . Prefer-
ence is a game filled with calcula-
tions, and one of which exacts a con-

stant employment of the four rules
of arithmetic. When the green
cloth is covered with figures, and
the operation is over, the players
brush away the chalk marks, and
the game begins again. Considera-
ble sums are risked at this game.

"The princess Bagration who lins
figured so widely in the. Parisian
world, arrived yesterdy.

The Queen of the present
summer has not yet been ramed,
for the choice is embarrassing. The
number of ladies remarkable for
their grace and beauty equals, and
this is not saying a little, the num-
ber of sovereign princes who en
cumber this splendid place. A math
ematician said at the last ball after
having measured with his geometri-
cal eye, the people in the saloon:
"We have here ten cubic metres of
crowned heads." There is no day
when we do not see the arrival of
some new crown prince. A French
Democrat would fall ill of it. To-da- y

two Marshals of the palace have
come to secure rooms for the King
of Holland and the duchess dowager
of Nassau. Visitors from Wisbaden
continued to flock here, among oth-
ers the Duke of Rochefaucold, the
Duke de Rohan Chabot, Marshal
Marmont.Duke of Ragusa.who walk-
ed for a long time with M. Thiers,
on the terrace conversation Pa'ace.
