Tbe great variety and improed qua!
tty of agricultural implements, as
well as the great variety of the pro
ductions of the state, the large num-

ber of the finest and best improved
stock of various kinds, the Horticul
tural and Pomological Exhibitions,
in fine, the whole exhibition on the
Fair ground, was such as spoke in
high praise to the industry and intel-
ligence o( the farming population ol
our State, and such also as to com-

pare favorably wiih any exhibition
of the kind in any other State.

It is believed that these exhibitions
are of much benefit as a means of
extending knowledge, exciting emu-
lation, and promoting the general
good. Whatever aid, therefore,(if
any morel is necessary to sustain
them creditably, should be cheerful-
ly extended.

The whole matter is submitted to
the consideration of the Legislature.

I cannot leave this subject without
noticing the Mechanics' Institute,
and the Horticultural Society, of
Cincinnati, both of which held a Fair
at the same time with the Slate, and
by the great variety and perfection
ot the articles exhibited by each, in
its line, did honor to their members
and. their city, and credit to the

The work upon the new State
House has been pressed forward with
a zeal commendable to all having
that matter in charge.

He,
therefore. - who would desire to see
this mighty nation i educed to thirty
or more petty States, distracted with
the feuds of bitter civil discord, ana
desolated with all the horrors of bor
der warfare, is not only a traitor to
his country, but an enemy to the
best interest of mankind. Too much
praise cannot be bestowed upon the
true friends of the Union; but it is
difficult to single out individuals to
whom that term is to be emphatical
fy applied. It reaches and embra
ces nearly all the American people-Thoug- h

complaint may be sometimes
made yet a just national pride and
love of country will rally the great
bodv of the people around the Con
stitution, and save it from the hands
of the spoiler.

Alarm and agitation of late, has
mostly grown out of the subject of
Slavery. 1 he Constitution provides
in substance, that if a slave shall es-

cape from his master into another
State, that he shall be given upon
claim and proof being made. What-
ever rights are secured to the Slave- -
holding States by this provision of
the constitution and law, should be
strictly and in good faith maintained;
but in enacting laws for this purpose,
care should be taken that the rights
of other States, as well as individu-
als thereof, be not infringed upon.
The law denominated the ."Fugitive
Slave Law," has awakened much of
the present excited feeling and action
in the country. It is claimed first,
that it is in violation of the Constitu-
tion of the United States. Yet it is
an enactment of the supreme law-

making power of the land, and for-

cible resistance to its execution can-
not be justifiable without sustaining
that practice of lawless violence
which strikes at the foundation ol
government. If the law be uncon-
stitutional, that question must be set-

tled by that tribunal which is provi-
ded to settle matters of this kind, to
whose decision, as good citizens, and
as a law-abidi- people, we are
bound to submit.

This law, in its whole fabric, im
plies a general distrust of a good
faith ol the people of the free States,
to abide by the provisions of the com-
pact on which we exist as a govern of
ment. ' Such distrust, which I be
lieve is without any real foundation.
weakens the ligaments which bind us
together, and of course strikes at the
foundation of our government. But
the whole law, in all of its provis
ions, cannot be considered in this
document. Suffice it to say that it

objectionable because it makes sla-

very a national instead of a State in
stitution, by requiring the costs of
reclaiming the slave in some instances

be paid out of the United States
Treasury because it attempts to make
exparte testimony, taken in another ju-
risdiction, final and conclusive, in cases
where its effects may be to enslave a
man and his prosperity for all time, and
commits the decision of this question of
civil liberty to officers not selected for
their judicial wisdom or experience
because it attempts to compel the citi-
zens of free States to aid in arresting
and returning to slavery the man who

only fleeing jar Liberty, in the
same manner as they would rightfully

bound to aid in arresting a man flee-

ing from justice, charged with the com-
mission ot a high ertste and misdemea-
nor.' .!

Final'y, in relation to the mode of
trial, and other particulars, the law is
contrary to the genius and spirit of our on
free institutions, and therefore danger-
ous to both free and slave States, and
consequently ought lobe amended or
repealed.; But a forcible resistance to
this, or any other law, is only rebellion,
and is not the way to procure the rem-
edy.' Let' there be a gsnerous conn-den- e

in all parts of the nation each
with the other. ' Let the evils be plain

laid before the law-maki- power of
the country, - Lt arguments, ana rea-
sons, and love of country, be the ruling
principles, and the Constitution will pre

vail. Let a law be passed, giving to the
master hie constitutional i right only,
based upon common principles of evi-
dence, adjudication and execution, thus
being consistent with the spirit of our
free institutions: and I venture the as
sertion that it will be fulfilled to the let-

ter and spirit in all parts of tbe Union,
and the country again settled down in
harmony and peace. Once more the
interests of tbe people are committed
to Your wisdom. And azain I would
add my fervent supplications to the Su-

preme Ruler of the Universe, that his
providential care may still be contin-
ued to the Stale: that virtue, and the
love of country may be fixed in the
breast ot the people, and their liberties
